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ABSTRACT
This project was designed to survey the factor responsible for indiscipline among the secondary school students in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara state. Evaluation form was also used to obtain information relating to the factor that is responsible for indiscipline among the secondary school student simple percentage method was used to analysis the respondent from the evaluation form. The result showed that act of indiscipline is rampant among secondary school students in today generation. Based on the findings, recommendations were made to make seminars on educating learners, teachers and parents, school administration on the act of indiscipline which can help to reduce corruption in our society.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background of the Study 

Youths are often described as both the wealth and pride of a nation. The future of any nation therefore depends on the young ones who constitute the potential human resources needed for the continuity of the society. Thus, to achieve sustainable development of a society, the young population must not only be preserved but also discipline, School indiscipline has been over time on issue of concern for administrators’ policy make and public opinion in general.

Indiscipline is a multi faceted phenomenon regarding it displays and cause as well as its meaning and functions in the social, psycho social and pedagogical fields concerning its display, Amado and Freine (2019) believed that the major situations are in what they point out the first level of indiscipline and which are those incidents of disruptive nature whose disturbance affects the good classroom functioning. The incidents that might be formed in the second and third levels are conflicts among peers and conflicts with teacher-student relationship which might be taken on proportions of violence and even delinquency.

The problem of indiscipline according to Yaroson (2022) permeates all facets of life of man and has brought man down to the knees such discipline according to Gaustard (2024) as two main objectives. The first is to ensure the safety of staff and student and the second to create an environment conducive for learning.

The foregoing and currents issue make schools indiscipline a very important matter in our educational life. It is therefore pertinent at this juncture, to provide therapeutic measures to students involvement in armed robbery, rape, cultism, examination fraud and many other unruly behaviour which headlines in our print and electronic media (Vanguard, 2016) Ogwuda 2016, Komolafe and Ajao (2019) other misdemeanors may not be so widely reposed yet their occurrences are at higher frequencies in our schools. Irrespective of gender and school types.

The measures taken do deal with indiscipline are barely adequate given the fact that there exist no referred to in such cases. Actions taken are often ad-hoc and uncoordinated both within and across schools of the same type. Teachers, most prominently feel disempowered to deal with cases of indiscipline because of lack of support from relevant authorities. Political inferences and an incapacitated school administration.
Statement of the Problem 

In Nigeria today, act of indiscipline is now a serious problem among secondary schools students, which affect the teaching and learning processes they undergo to reduce this, help is needed from the school management, education, parents, teachers and student.

This project therefore would be concerned with the factors responsible for indiscipline among some selected secondary schools in Ilorin west Local Government.

Purpose of the Study 

The purpose of the study is to investigate the factors responsible for indiscipline among secondary school students in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara state. The future of Nigeria as a country is at stake if the problem of indiscipline is left unsolved among secondary school students. Since the youths are believed to be leaders of tomorrow. It is in the light of this researchers have decided to embark on this study in order to provide solution that might be of help to all stakeholders of education across all levels in the country.

The specific objective that warrant the conduct of this research work are:

· To identify other possible ways of in disciplinary act can be reduced or eradicated among secondary school students
Research Questions

(2) What are the common causes of indisciplinary act among secondary school students?

(3) Are there any effects of management styles of school authority on acts of indiscipline of the students? 

(4) What other possible ways can in disciplinary acts of students be reduced or eradicated

Research Hypotheses

Reduction strategies of the school will not significantly affect the prevalence of acts of indiscipline among students in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government.

A research of this nature is not only useful for educational guidance and counseling of students in secondary schools alone. But the following significance of the study can be advised. Teachers are related discipline would act of indiscipline.

The findings will assist teachers and parents to gain an insight into prevailing problems confronting acts of indiscipline among the students in secondary school.

In the same way reducing indisciplinary acts in secondary schools can make peace reign in the society and the state.

The end result of this study will highlight the factors responsible for indisciplinary acts and how to eradicate it among secondary students in the society and to make peace reign in the nation.
Scope of the Study 

This is to investigate factors responsible for acts of indiscipline among secondary school in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara state. The respondents are students, parents and teachers.
Definition of Terms 

This study investigates factors responsible for indiscipline among secondary schools in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government area of Kwara state.

Indiscipline: The term “Indiscipline” is a household word in Nigeria to day infact, it is a word that is found in government offices, private sectors, in politics and in all levels of educational institutions. It is the direct opposite of discipline i.e. lack of discipline it also unruly acts and behaviours, acts of lawlessness and disobedience to school rules and regulations. It can be summarized that indiscipline is any form of misbehavior which the students can display in the following ways: general disobedient to constituted authority, destruction of school property, poor attitude to learning, abuse of seniority, immoral behaviour, drug abuse, stealing, lateness, truancy, dirtiness, gangstratism or cultism etc. as the forms of indiscipline in schools are inexhaustible.

Responsible: This means having an obligation to do something or having control over or care for someone as part of one job or role.

Factors: This is defined as element that brings about certain effect or result.    

CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 

In this chapter the researcher that made fravtiet effort to search through relevant related literature.

Acts of indiscipline in secondary schools continue to be a matter of concern in Nigeria. These acts include truancy, drug and alcohol abuse, promiscuity, riots, smoking, vandalism, fighting, reporting late for class, to mention few. This act of indiscipline negatively influences learning and indiscipline in secondary schools is caused by an interaction and alcohol abuse and violence and socio-economic status of the family. School factors such as unsafe school environment, inappropriate classroom management teachers humiliating remarks and teachers students relation that are too strical so encourage indiscipline among high school students (Balenakorodwa, 2019, Mosek, 2020, Banja, 2022, and Mwanakatwe, 2024).

Research shows that one approach to reducing indiscipline among learners is to involve them in extracurricular activities (Fcedricks and Eccles, 2016, Fuvita, 2016, Black, 2022 and Holloway, 2022). These activities prevent opportunities for students develop. Positive relationships with peer and teachers and development at time when students are unsupervised (Simpkins, 2023, Little, 2023) cited by Paraky (2016,: 2016) has argued that “student who spend 1 to 4 hours per week in extra curriculum activities are 49 percent less lily to use drugs and 37 percent less likely to become teen parents peers who do not participate in such activities.

Meaning of Acts of Indiscipline

Acts of indiscipline is a behavioural disorder that is classified as an act of delinquency. Just like, lying, stealing, and playing truant or running away from home or school. It is often the causes a lot of mental, emotional and also physical change. Such as damage to properly in homes as well as in schools. An indiscipline child is an uncontrollabale child and does just about any damage when he or she does not get whatever he or she wants.

Asiyau (2022) posited that education is a critical tool for the transformation of the individual and the society. Secondary education in Nigeria therefore is aimed at preparing the individual for useful living within the society and preparation for higher education, and for the individual to be able to live a useful life in the society and contribute maximally towards socio-economic and political development of the nation in which he/she belongs, relevant skills, values, attitudes, knowledge and competencies that will make him to be disciplined must be impacted. Hence, 

What is Indiscipline?

The term “indiscipline” is a house hold word in Nigeria today. Infact, it is a word that is found in government offices, private sectors, in politics and in all levels of education institutions. The trend in secondary schools in the present time is indiscipline of all sorts. The trouble with the term is that every individual may know what they mean when they talk about it, but individual meaning can still differ in a sense, therefore, we will at this juncture present some of the meaning giving to the term by scholars in the literature. Indiscipline according to (Timothy, 2021) is the direct opposite of discipline i.e. lack of discipline. He further quoted Dithinuiya (2021) who defined it as any act that does not conform to the societal values and norms. He went further to cite Out (2022) who also define indiscipline as unruly acts and behavuiours, acts of lawlessness and disobedience to school rules and regulations. It can be summarized that indiscipline is any form of misbehaviors which the students display in the following ways:- general disobedient to constituted authority, destruction of school property, poor attitude to learning, abuse of seniority immoral behaviour, drug abuse stealing, lateness, truancy, dirtiness, quarrelsome, use of abusive or foul languages, rudeness, gangtarism or cultism etc.

Timothy (2019) further stated that indiscipline can be said to be the unwillingness of students to respect the constituted authority, observe and obey school rules and regulations and to maintain high standard of behaviour conducive for teaching/learning process and essential to the smooth running of the school to achieve the educational objectives with ease. In addition, indiscipline is also defined according to Akindiji (2021) adapted from Nwakoby (2020) as “an act of misconduct which not only physical act but could also be a thing of the mind”. The above definitions presupposes that indiscipline or misconduct. Adiebe (2021) on his part defined indiscipline as “a disregard to law down standard of behaviours, rules and regulations of school system”. From this assertion therefore, it could be said that indiscipline is negligence of norms and cultures of a social system.

Furthermore, indiscipline as concepts could also be seen as lack of self-control and disregard for constituted authority. An undisciplined person therefore is one who does not fit in properly into the system in which he finds himself and such cannot contribute positively to the improvement of the society (Nwakoby, 2021). In the context of a school is not the cases, such a child or student is said to be disciplined. But when this is not the cases, such a child or student is said to be undisciplined (Igwe, 2020) school indiscipline is further defined by Igwe (2019) as “any mode of behaviour, action and conduct which deviates from the established and approved rules and regulations of schools and the acceptance code of behaviour, actions, norms and the ethics of the society at large”. Going by the above explanation therefore, any behaviour and action which deviates from acceptable and approved mode of behaviour can be regarded as indiscipline act.

Also, when Zubaida 2019 citing Dare, Hashin, Suleiman and Ofie (2024) who defined discipline in schools as respect for school laws and regulations and the maintenance of an established standard of behaviour implies self-control, restraints that “a behaviour that contradicts the above mentioned becomes indiscipline”. Yaroson (2024) citing the chambers twentieth century dictionary maintained that indiscipline is of the word “discipline” and which is a mode of life inaccordance with rules is she further quoted the Oxford Advanced Learners Dictionary where indiscipline is defines as lack of control in the behaviour of a group of people. In other words, it is the inability of a person to live in accordance with rules. Tuluhi and Belllo (2021) asserted that indiscipline is the breaking of rules and regulations of institutions. the individuals who are willingly or unwillingly violate laid down rules of an educational institutions which hampers the smooth running of the institution are said to be exhibiting indiscipline acts.

To this end, indiscipline can simply be seen as mode of life not in confronting with rules and non subjections to control. By extension, the term connotes the violations of schools rules and regulations capable of obstructing the smooth and orderly functioning of the school system. (Adeyemo, 2021) submitted. Journal of studies in social science 263. To cap it all indiscipline can be defined as any act habit or behaviour exhibited by the learners of students with in the school premises and outside the school, which attract condemnation (instead of praise) by the public and or the school staff.

Causes of Acts of Indiscipline in Schools 

Acts of indiscipline in schools is not an obscure problem or phenomenon that it causes cannot be ascertained. Infact, scholars have carried out extensive studies on it and have been able to identify several factors that have led to its occurrence in our institutions of learning being. It locally nationally and internationally. For instance, Ozigi and Canlan (2019) as cited by Oyetubo and Olaiya (2019) presented seven likely causes of the phenomenon in school and which include:

(a) The idea of democracy with its emphasis on the rights and freedom of the individual

(b) The “generation gap” in ideas beliefs and values about the nature of man, life and society. There is a wide difference of opinion in these matter between the two generation, the young and the old.

(c) The high level of sophisticated of young men and women compared with that of the old generation 

(d) The influence of the media (i.e. the newspaper, the radio and television) which carry regular reports about students power against authority.

(e) The failure of the adult, both in the society and at school to set standards of good behaviours for young men and women to follow

(f) The failure of many homes to provide basic and essential moral training in the upbringing of their children and the failure of parents to set good examples and the failure in communication between young men and women insisting on their right and the authorities who tend to see the issues involved simply from the “official” point of view.         
Also, on the part of Morongwa (2021) eight factors were identified as the causes of indiscipline among secondary students. Which among others things includes: parental/home influence, teachers/ educators, political, social and economic factors learners with emotional problems, head teachers principals factors, influence of gender and race, and public schools versus private schools. Journal of studies in social sciences in addition, Parson (2024) talked differently when she itemized inter alpha some causes of acts of indiscipline and it includes:- the schools, the society, wrong ideas, idleness, lack of good leadership, injustice, lack of realistic rules, bad home lack of good leadership, injustices, lack of realistic rules, bad home training and upbringing. While Nwakoby (2021) identify size other factors that are responsible for indiscipline among secondary schools students. Timothy (2020) on his part identified five causes for act of indiscipline. Meanwhile, all the causes identified Nwakoby (2021) and Timothy (2018) in addition with other previous research are seemingly different but the same in a way and are summarily presented as follows: home influence/parental factor, the school authority/ heat teachers factors. The educators/school staff factor, the mass media factors, the society, the student/ peer group, and the curriculum.

Types of Indiscipline Acts in Schools 

Indisciplinary acts prevail through every corner of the secondary schools among the students. Some occurred within the classroom, some within the school premises, while some other are carried out outside the schools premises. Lewis (2020) as quoted by Morongwa (2021) observed that three types of misbehavior which are regarded as disciplinary problem for the educator in the classroom include: misbehviours that inhibit the learners own learning, misbehavior by one learner which is destructive to the learning of another and misbehavior which are disrespectfully, deficient or abusive to the educator. He added that, this misbehavior can be committed intentionally or written intentionally. He further stated in a clear term some of these behaviours which he believes can impact negatively on the moral of the student himself and mentioned them as follows:

(1) A learner consistently comes to class late and disrupts the flow of the class
(2) He/she talks while the teacher is addressing the class

(3) Another one continuously call out in class 

(4) One is not listening and ask questions that have already been answered 

(5) Another one defiles the teachers and refuses to follow instruction and 

(6) Another one moves around in the class to the point of becoming a distraction 

Also, on the part of Rosen (2021) he identifies other types of disciplinary problems or acts of indiscipline among the students which may lead to suspension as a way of punishing any learner who perpetrate such acts.

Donnelly (2020) also mentions other common types of act of indiscipline experienced in American schools, he therefore mentioned among things, fighting insubordination, little support for educators, a general climate of disrespect and distrust of the administration. Alidzulon (2022) further stressed that some schools have developed into battle fields, since learners carry weapons such as guns and knives to school cases have been reported of learners stabbing their educators and principals with Pangas ( a large heavy knife used as a weapon for cutting vegetation and they fight each other using these weapons. It is note worthy to mention at this juncture that there is no country in the world where act of indiscipline are not perpetrated by the students, the problems are almost the same in the different schools but the intensity with which it occurs only may be differ from school to schools.

Strategies employed for controlling acts of indiscipline among students Paul (2016) asserted that discipline is the practice of care and respect for others and self, it is about save guarding the rights of people who are exposed to uncooperative, aggressive or blocking responses by others. It strategies therefore vary according to Daukee (2021) along a continuum from the extremely authoritarian in which the adults makes all of the rules and punish any deviation, to the very permissive in which the child makes all of the decision (Field and Bosser, 2022). The authoritarian method according to Paul (2016) further added that these models are based on immediate and unquestionable obedience as the target behaviour. There are no allowances for the explanations or investigations or circumstances. As a result they are often associated with anger and sometimes result in depression and low self esteem. At the other end of the continuum, Field & Boesser (2022) associated permissive model with maturationist philosophy of education which is grounded on the notion that time is the best teacher. In this model, there is the absence of any types of discipline. Children are left to learn on their own from their own mistakes.

Baumerid (2021) as cited by Deaukee (2022) believes that this model over emphasizes freedom. Fields & Boesser (2022) felt that this results in low esteem and difficulty in getting along with others. But all other models fit along the continuum somewhere between these two extremes. Researchers agree that traditional forms of discipline which involve the demand of obedience are closer to the authoritarian end of the spectrum and are no longer reliable Charles (2023) stated that many of the discipline techniques we have relied on are in effective especially those that involve demanding, bossing, scolding, warming, belitting and punishing as these tactics can keep behaviour partially under control only for a while. He added that they can produce detrimental side effects such as uneasiness, evasiveness, fearfulness, avoidance, dishonesty, undesirable attitudes towards learning, overall dislike for school and teacher. Inclination to retaliate and for many the desire to leave school as soon as possible. These circumstances lead to inhibited learning. These views are not adopted by all, however as some researchers insist that the traditional method still hold a place in any discipline systems. Following is a brief hold a place in any discipline systems. Following is a brief.

Overview of some of these Strategies 

Positive teacher-learner relationship: This according to Paul (2016) have the potential of creating a conducive learning environment in the classroom and in return brings about an atmosphere that is devoid of unruly behaviours in the entire school environment and this again will determine whether or not a learner can benefit from teaching-learning situations. Paul further quoted (Hood & Hood, 2021) that “teacher should be aware of the need for a positive loving relationship if learning is to take place. But, if trust in the relationship between educator and learner is lacking, the educator is in a position of power instead of authority (Oosthinzen, Wolhuter and Du jolt 2019).

When looking at the teacher-learner relationship could help in promoting effective classroom discipline and which could also help in keeping acts of indiscipline minimal in the entire school environment, Kruger and Van Schalkwy (2019) as cited by Paul (2016) observed that behaving consistently and being open and approachable will ensure a healthy relationship. Robertson (2021) also supported when he contended that using humour, friendly greetings and non-verbal supportive behaviour may help improve such relations but the teachers should avoid humour targeted at the learners (Spaulding, 2022) from Paul (2016) clear guidelines/rules according to Deaukee (2023) one of the most basic and common part of any traditional discipline system is the setting of rules. Everton, Emmer ad Worsham (2020) explained that a rule identifies general expectations or standard for behaviour and added that give the students a clear set of expectations for what is appropriate will be a major start towards establishing a positive classroom and school environment that would be devoid of unruly behaviour from the students. Clements & Sova (2021) as cited by Deaukee (2021) or behaviour. It is essential that children understand exactly what behaviour are accepted in school and which ones are not and this is communicated through clear guidelines and rules.

Behaviours contracting according to Levin & Nolan (2016) as cited by Deaukee (2021) the development of  behaviour contract as a strategy to control unruly behaviours of students was grounded on the theories of operant conditioning, which holds that behaviours which are reinforced are likely to be repeated and those which are not reinforced will soon disappear. It is a written agreement between the student and the teacher which commits the students to behave more appropriately and specifies a rewards for meeting the commitments. The resulting consequences for not holding to the contract, rewards for meeting expectations and time frame are also specified. Usually a parent is involved in the development of the contract to ensure that students obtain the necessary support in maintaining the terms stated. Deaukee (2021) further emphasized the effectiveness of this method when he stated that contract attempts to control behaviours that are not effectively controlled by normal classroom procedures, to encourage self discipline on the part of the student and to foster the students sense of commitment to appropriate classroom or school behaviours.

The model involves guidance by adults and the exploration of consequences of negative actions. While children are able to become involved in decision making, they are also guide they choose to display negative behaviour, they understand that they are choosing the negative consequences that result from those behaviours.

Modeling behaviours: This is another strategy which researchers consider highly effective for controlling indiscipline among students. For instance, Davis Johnson (2020) claimed that teachers are not always modeling positive behaviour. She stressed that part of the roles of the teacher is to model the behaviours of positive self-concepts and respect for other and to establish importance of academic achievement. Her view is also shared by Field & Fields (2016) who claims that teacher and parental examples are productive methods of guidance and discipline.

Curwin & Mender (2024) as cited by Deaukee 2020 further stated that an effective discipline approach involved a united effort by the entire school. Therefore outlines twelve (12) processes that form the foundation of any effective discipline programme as follows:

· Let students know what you need 

· Provide instructions that match students level of ability 

· Listen to what students are thinking and feeling 

· Use humours 

· Vary your styles of presentation 

· Offer choice – “you can do your assignment now or during recess”

· Refuse to accept excuses- accepting excuses teaches the student how to be irresponsible 

· Legitimize behaviours that you can not stop e.g. if there are daily paper airplane, buzzing past your ear consider spending 5 minutes a day having paper airplane contests when certain types of misbehaviours are legitimized the fun of acting out fizzles 
· Be responsible for yourself and allow the kinds to take responsibilities for themselves. You are responsible for being on time, being prepared and making your lesson meaningful. You are not responsible for judging students’ excuses or doing their work for them.

· Realize and accept that you will not reach every child some students must be allowed to choose failure

· Start fresh every day 

Finally, the future of Nigeria as a country is at stake if the problems of acts of indiscipline is left unsolved among secondary schools students by nipping at bud through all necessary means possible, since the youths are believed to be leaders of tomorrow.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD 

This chapter discusses the methodology used in the study. It shows the research design, population, sample and sampling procedure, data collection and data analysis procedures used.

Research Design 

In this study both the qualitative and the quantitative paradigms were used in order to maximize the strengths and maximize the limitation of each paradigms. The advantages of combining the two approaches of each paradigm. The advantages of combining the two approaches such as verification of data and guarding against bases have been stated by several researchers (Best and Kahn, 2019 and Gall et al 2017). The research design used in study was descriptive survey is a method of collecting information by interviewing and or administering a questionnaire to a sample of individuals. It can be used collecting information about people’s attitudes, opinions habits or any educational or social issues. (Orondo, 2023, Orodo and Kambo, 2022) cited by Kombo and Tromp 2016). The nature of this study required the use of interviews and questionnaire in order to establish the relationship between extra-curriculum activities and student discipline, as well as to obtain the respondents perceptions on the topic under study.

Population

The target population of this study included all students from give selected secondary schools approximately low in the total. The population was drawn from five high school.

Sample and Sampling Techniques

The respondents were randomly drawn from each sub group or strata and combined to form the find sample. This all potential target sub groups with the population were represented in the final sample.

Research Instruments 

This study used questionnaire for students. These instruments contain question provided for qualitative response and also asked questions that resulted in qualitative data. The uses of different data collection procedure provided part of the basis for triangulation defined by Best and Kahn (2019) as “The process by which data are verified by agreement with order data obtained from other sources or different procedures of collecting the data.

To collect data from students, a questionnaire was used questionnaires were used as they facilitate the collection of data from a large sample diverse religions and there is no opportunity for interviewers bias, Kambo and Tromp (2016), the first part of the questionnaires comprised question that covered the background information of the respondents. This included the name of the school many home to provide basic and essential training, the influence of media, the failure of teacher to attend class on time, the influence of peer group leaving school premises without permission, long distance of parent to children, changing of environment, death of parent, non challant attitude of parent, disobedient of children etc. the last two questions established the basis of the relationship between extracurricular activities and discipline. The second part of the questionnaire statement to establish students perception on the relationship between extra-curricular activities and discipline. These statements used a point Tikert scale. The last part consisted of two open extracurricular activities help reduce indiscipline, and reason for the response, and the second one asked the respondents what they thought would help reduce indiscipline in their school.

Validity of the Instrument 

Durosaro (2024) emphasized the important of content validity to researchers. He started that it is concerned with either or not the behaviours demonstrated interesting representing the extent to which an instrument covers the curriculum content validity of there instrument. Adewumi (2016) pointed out that for any instrument. Adewumi (2019) pointed out that for any instrument to be valid it should be able to measure what is suppose to measure for a research instrument to be valid. It must have a content validity. In this study, the questionnaire was given to supervisor approval is being adequate and capable of measuring the subject matter that it was designed.

Reliability of the Instrument


The test-retest methods or reliability was in this study to test the consistency of the instrument in the interval of two weeks twenty one copies of the questionnaire were administered to twenty one students Adewumi (2018) noted that a test is reliable if it is consisted and dependable. In order to determine the reliability of the instrument. This was done by using Pearson Product moment for correlation co-efficient.

Administration of the Instrument 

The questionnaire were administered to one hundred and five students in five different schools, the researcher personally administered the copies of the questionnaire to the respondents in all five selected secondary schools. The researcher made sue that 21 respondents from each school were randomly selected and  give the questionnaire to complete. The personal involvement of the reacher was that to ensure the respondents on confidentiality and that their responses would be used to researcher purpose only.


The students were encouraged to complete the questionnaire given to them in the spot while strictly adhering to the instrument on the questionnaire. Their names were not required in the questionnaire in order to allow them express themselves freely. All the 105 copies administered were retrieved from the respondents    

Data Analysis 

In order to analyze the data collected from the study through questionnaire. Simple percentage method is used to analyzed the data collected from the respondents.

This chapter deals with the results of interpretation of the findings generated with the use of questionnaire. CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

In this chapter, an attempt is made to examine and discuss the major findings of the study and to make conclusion and recommendations based on the findings.

Summary 

This research work has been divided into five chapters, chapter one is introduction on the study, which deals with the significance of the study and general background information.

Recommendations

The government should organize programmes for the student, learner, teacher, parent and to enlighten them on how to be discipline in the school and in the society.

Also cultural belief should be increase or more recognized in our society in order to promote disicipline.

Lastly, it will help the parent, teacher and the school management to the area where the learners his having problem and how to eradicate it.

Limitation of the Study

The study is limited to selected secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government in Kwara state, only (5) secondary school were selected from all the school in the study area.

Suggestions for Further Studies 

The purpose of this study was to find out investigate on the factor responsible for indiscipline among secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government Area based on the findings of the study, the following recommendations are made for further studies.

· Further research should be made to find out the factor responsible for discipline among secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara state 

· Further research should use larger sample size and larger area 

· Government should organize seminars programmes on discipline for the students/learners, teacher parents and encourage moral education

If these three suggestions are done the hope to improve in discipline will be met.
