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ABSTRACT
The aim of this study was to investigate Islamic perspectives of divorce and its effects on children academic performance in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State. Descriptive survey design was used for the study. One hundred (100) students were selected through simple random sampling for study. A self-constructed questionnaire was used to elicit response from the respondents. Three research questions were formulated. Simple percentage was used in the analysis of data. The findings revealed that although Islam permit divorce but it is mostly distasteful to Allah due to negative effects among which, is it effect on students academic performance. Based on the findings, it is recommended that there should be massive anti-divorce campaign through was mobilization and orientation of the spouses about importance of marriage stability.
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
