                                             ABSTRACT
The study investigated effect of marital conflict on the academic performance of secondary school student in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State. By means of simple random sampling technique, ten secondary schools were selected and used  as sample  in the   study,  similarly, simple random sampling techniques was used to select 100 teachers as respondents to the questionnaire. From ten randomly selected schools three hypotheses were generated and tested in the study while simple percentages and t-test were the statistical tools used  to analyse data gathered from the questionnaire. The results obtained from the study revealed that there were no significant differences in man and woman of effect 0of marital conflict in performance of secondary school  students as well as students background on the their performance in secondary  in Ilorin West LGA.  The study recommended that government should encourage couple to abstain from conflict to able to produce good children i.e good leadership.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study
        Education goes the acquisition of knowledge and requisite skill through the conventional school system. It also deals with wholesome development of an individual to enable him become a full- fledged man in the society to acknowledge an the experience that he need so as to like comfortably and contribute meaningfully towards the development of the society where he lives.
         In essence, it helps people to think rationally and enable such a person to develop moral judgment, character training, economic efficiency and cultural consciousness.
Also, education helps the individual to distinguish between right and wrong attitude, good and bad behaviors, social and anti- social behaviors

Above all, education helps to prepare man for living and to the functional in the society through opportunity for gaining employment after the acquisition of the required skill of training. This enable an individual to earn his living and contribute to the development of the society which he belong,
Ibrahim and kolo (1996) describe performance as a simple function of a child inmate ability. The theorist  ( Kurt Leurin, E. C. Tolman and Wolfgang Kolner e.t.c. believe that intelligence is inmate (inborn)  in children which allows them to dowell in their academic performance is any environmental setting while behaviorist also believe that environment determines the intelligence of a child i.e if the child lives in a poor socio-economic environment, the child’s academic performance  will be low and vice-versa, and also the type of behavior learnt in the home, generalize to the school environment, thus providing a source of offi9cial response to academic setting.

            Marital home background is the basis for children’s developments. If the home is secured and in harmony, children are most likely to be at peace with everything they do. Once the home is no more peaceful or there is conflict within the home, the child find it difficult to interact freely with the projects. The first interaction of a child with people take place within the home among members of his immediate family, parent siblings and relations.
        Consequently, the type of marriage, the family size and system of the parent marriage affect academic performance of a child. Student from polygamous and poor social economic background often get into a depressive mood and may about the future. Children in such as situation may suffer from malnutrition, poor health, truancy which may be as a result of non-payment of school fees and may imbibe in any juvenile delinquencies.

Therefore, the factor that affect the good performance of a child in the school of the pattern of authority in the home, socio-economic condition of  the parents, families size, parent education background and environmental factors i.e school type. Other comment from teacher and parent also reveal that some student are exceptionally aggressive, some are restless due to home assignment and cannot pay attention to lessons while others with drawn or feel shy and take no part to know the type of home the students comes from.
Statement of the problem


This study designed to find out various effect of marital on the academic performance of selected secondary school student in Ilorin west L.G.A Kwara state.
Efforts shall be made to find out the:

Influence of parental responsibility on academic performance of students.

Influence of family size on academic achievement of secondary school student in Ilorin west L.G.A Kwara state.

Influence of family types (intact and non-intact) on academic performance.
Purpose of the Study

The purpose of this study is to find out the extent to which the family conflict influence secondary school academic performance. Thus, it seeks to establish the differences between:

i. The performance of students from high socio-economic and low socio-economic background.

ii. The performance of student from conflict ridden homes and those from where the conflict is minimal of non-existent.

iii. The performance of student from intact and separated homes.

Research Question

The sharpen the focus of this research; the researcher has posed the following pertinent research question:

· Is there any difference between the academic performance of student from polygamous and monogamous home?
· Is there any difference between student from high socio-economic and low socio-economic families?
· Is there any difference between the performance of student from intact and not intact family?

· Is there any difference between student from literate and illiterate family ?

Research Hypotheses 

Ho1, there is no significant different in the academic performance of students from polygamous and monogamous home.

Ho2, there is no significant different in the academic performance of students from high socio-economic and low socio economic status family.

Ho3, there is no significant different in the academic performance of students from educated and non-educated homes.

Ho4, there is no significant different in the academic performance of students from intact and non-intact family.

Significance e of the Study

In an attempt to know the significance of the study of the study, the finding and general feedback analyses, obtained during the course of this work will exhibit it relevance to the academician, institutional authorities in the world of academic and other parties outsides. It is hoped that the study will be a valuable addendum to existing literature on the subject matter.
This research work will be of immense benefit to  secondary school planners to develop and create standard guidance and counseling units who shall be competent in handling the behavioral patterns of student that are effected by the syndrome of marital in relation to student studies.
More so, it would useful to the parents especially those affected by marital conflict to shape their attitudes, relationship and life styles toward their children in various academic endeavors.
Also, student would benefit from ti by providing information involving knowledge of themselves, particularly abilities, potentialities, interest and to improve the relationship with others.

Delimitation of the Study
The research work is limited to selected secondary school in Ilorin west of Kwara state of Nigeria.  However, the study cannot only be limited to only secondary school in Ilorin west L.G.A of Kwara state alone but will also be ideal to other secondary school student within the country and other African countries.
The study proved meaningful as it provides opportunities for further studies. The research accepts and weakness o f the research with the hope that fundamental issue will have been raised as it affects academic achievement of the which may form the basis for other research work on the same subject 
Definition of Terms 

The following terms are written exactly the way they are used in the investigation,

Education: this is concepts means to nourish or to bring up through which an individual is helped to develop and lead the fullest life he is capable of living.

Marriage: is the obligation of marriage, the duties of both couple.
Conflict: this means to clash, fight or battle. But to this research means cause of disunity in the homes of students concerned.

Effect: this means the outcomes or result.

Achievement: this what one is able to attain in this regard, means one’s success in the academic arena.

Monogamous: this is types of marriage consist of a man and a wife.
Polygamous: this means marriage institution involving in husband and many wives
Intact family: this means unite or peaceful family where is free interaction among the husband, wife and their children.

Non-intact family: this is loose or disunity family where there is separation or conflict between the husband, wife or wives and their children.
CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

Introduction


In this chapter, attempt has been made by the research to get both primary and secondary sources about the marital relationship of student parent and how it affects the performance of students.

The information used are gathered from past work related on the topic, textbooks, periodicals, research institutions, and other material present the ideals of scholars.


It has been observed that students who sit for examination do not perform well and achieve equally at the same level because of the importance and influence of home on the education of a child.

Rousseau (2020) appreciated and expressed how stability in the home can have well and achieve students academic performance in educational community.

The review of related literature for the study is grouped into four subtopics.

i. The concept of family of parents and student academic performance.

ii. Socio-economic status of parent and students academic performance.

iii. Parental educational background and students academic performance.

iv. Notion of marital conflict and academic performance.

Families types, size and student academic performance family can be defined as a group of people who live together and share ideals, rules and common interest. It nurtures, cares and protect the child. At the family level, the child is taught the moral values of the society. It teaches the child how to walk, talk, hate, fear and how to express his feelings. This, it is an agency through which there transmission from nucleus to baby, from sibling to adulthood and the learning of the existing faultier of the society

Nisbet (2017) opined that in a normal home-background, emotional stability, freedom from tension, economic insecurity and constant encouragement from parent are necessary for a child if the school work is reach the level allowed by his intelligences. Thus, anything which threatens to undermine the stability of the family is clearly a serious for the society as a whole.

Morris (2019) and dork (2020) also asserted that home is not contained within the four walls of an individual home. home is community. Classified family into:

(a) Monogamous family Katkousty (2023) stated that the monogamous family units such father always give moral and financial support to their children. The family composition is basically the father, the mother and the children. The family member are usually bounded and this gives them the opportunity to have concern  for each other. The father as the head has enough tine for education of this children since there is love and care in the family. On the other hand, the mother with her husband works endlessly to make their children have better future. Misunderstanding is easily settled as the warily reach a compromises. In views of this, Wilkins (2019) suggested that children from monogamous homes are less  likely to be subjected to emotional disturbances and disharmony  than their peers from polygamous from polygamous and single parents. A child who is given almost everything he needs in school will want to perform better so that the parent will be encouraged to do more for him. This without doubt reflects in their performance in school. The parents experience whole range of human emotions and so strive continually to resolve those claims and counter claims which stem from mutual but conflicting needs.
(b) Polygamous family
Wiliams (2014) stated that the polygamous home is a home with many wives ranging from two to a number of them. It is composition of the family setting where one man marries to two or more wives at a time. The man as the head of the household can marry as many wives as possible with many children. This type of family tends to lead to unequal treatment of children. Jealous and also the survival for the fittest is very rampant, for example for example, if a child wants to succeed in life, he has to struggle for himself and this may be deter mental to their academic performance. Bond (2019) asserted that generally in polygamous homes parent do not plan the size of children produced.

In this situation, the father cater for certain number of children from each wife without considering the total number of children. In some cases, fathers abandoned the mother and the children, if the children will be educated; the responsibility of financing the child’s education may be shifted on the mother, means they have to struggle for themselves and eventually could affect the children emotionally and academically.
Many children completely fore limited resources at the disposed of the mother and neglect the husband of father who is the head of household. In the cases, the polygamous parents always neglect girls education in particular and their children education in general. Consequently, the child education suffers and the children grow up with the feeling that the father hardly cares for them and he is not someone to discuss their problem with.
(c) Single parent and family
This type of family could result death, separation of divorce some clinicians stated that these student behaviors consequence are response to the problem of parental loss by death or divorce because if the child is affect his development feeling of security with one parent. This may lead the child to be unable to relate with peers classmate sibling and even the teacher which eventually could affect the child academically

Hunt (2016) and hill (2017) are of unanimous opinion that the type of family structure into which a student is born breed and brought up goes along way to affect his/her educational performance .


However, the size of the family in wild grows affect his intellectual development in many ways. In a large family, the children will mot be given maximum attention which may affect them academically while in small sixe family, children are well catered for and will perform better than those from large size family. The negative effects of family sixe on intelligence were more pronounced among low and middle socio-economic status then the children from larger
Families were found in the lower streams of primary schools more often that would have been expected.

A decrease in the number of children in a nuclear family has often sited as measure of disenchantment with family life. A decline in a birth is a response to the reduced need for large number of children to work in the farm, perpetuates the spaces and care for aged parents.

Ohuche (2021) stated that the families with few children are more concerned about the quality of their children. More time, money emotional support seems to be invested in children if the number is few that when they are many. This without doubt reflects in their performance. A child who is given almost everything he or she needs in school will want to perform, better so that the parent will be encourage to do more for him or her. But in a larger family reverse in the case.

Jacobson (2024) opined that later born would dominate the group of high risk takers while early born would be over represented among low risk takers because later born are more independent.

This invariably shows the effect of family size on the children. Attus (2022) opined that it is difficult to determine the relationship between family size and academic performance, because siblings conceived at the same time, do not receive the same genetic input from their parents, so he is an only child for a while later he has an experience of sibling. Likewise a second child never has the experience of an only child, he always have an elder siblings.


Cultural or socio-economic status of the family affects the child’s development, training and achievement. Children with silver spoons tend to move faster that the under privileged (Molagun, Taiwo and Agere, 2020). Therefore, socio-economic status of parents has great effects on the academic performance of the children. Children from high socio-economic status performed academically better than their peers from low socio-economic status.

Opaleye (2021) attributed that the family is a financial resources for the educational achievement of the children. Children from high socio-economic status, that is, the parents are rich, well educated and live in a well conductive environment which to school earlier than these from low socio-economic status, and also attend private school which are well equipped with laborites, qualified and devote teachers, conductive atmosphere and decorated classroom, all of which enhance learning.


Also, the children from high socio-economic status are brought up in an environmental that availability of learning facilities at home such as toys, library facilities, the use of English language at home, the availability of radio, television, regular supply of news paper and magazines. This gives them the opportunity to perform educationally better not only in school but also have the knowledge of current affairs within and outside the country. Egbewumi (2017) stressed that students from high social class achieve higher and better in English language than their counterpart from the lower social class. On the other hand, children from low social-economic status lack these advantage that are available to their parents are illiterate who do not value education and may not be able to require all those learning facilitates due to their poor condition which makes their children perform very low in their academic work.

Consequently, parents from this class preferred to educate only male children, firstly because of their poor conditions: secondly, they are afraid of unwanted pregnancy and lastly they fell she will end up in kitchen. There was the erroneous notion that no mater the quality and the level of education received by a woman she will eventually end it up in the kitchen, (molagun, Taiwo and ajere, 2020). Many parent are ignorance of the importance of make as investment rather than a waste on other hand girls education was regarded as a waste because girls will eventually be married to a man and serve him with the proceeds from education.
 Obeameta (2023) found that children with parents from high socio-economic class who also good schools are in a more favorable position to achieve academically those other Nigerian children from low socio-economic cadre. The failure of the children of low socio-economic status is due to poor quantity of cultural experiences and environmental handicaps.

Molagun Taiwo and ajere (2020) asserted that the low cadre educational public schools (state colleges) ate deficient in infrastructure and men power making it impossible for the student to acquire the right and adequate skill to meet up with tertiary school examination standards i.e
JAMB, SSCE, GCE e.t.c. the high cadre public schools (federal government unity school) and private secondary schools are better eauipped in men power and infrastructure thereby opening opportunity for product for such schools underprivileged are either drop out or repeats of entrance examination which makes it impossible for them to move upward.
High socio-economic status parents find or pain in bearing the educational expenses of their children because they are financially capable to shoulder such responsibilities. Such student have better opportunity of attending evening lessons at homes, also afford to send and keep their children in boarding school where they can learn well and perform better without any of very little pinches.

Whyles (2023) was also of the opinion that family status has direct bearing on the child own estimate of his school work and ability. It is pertinent to role here that the family’s influence is a continues influence in establishing and changing the social attitude of individual while in the school and even after the school, the individual shill enjoys the influence of the family in order to face life challenges. So, the informal training being received in the family is extended to the school to make a child full fledge participatory member of the larger society.
Notion of marital conflict and student academic performance

Marital disruption is a period of family conflict and uncertainly in which children may be caught in the middle and term and torn apart by their emotional ties to both parents. Children from conflict homes are often hostile to their classmates and teachers. The nature of family life changes as educational are and industrial development countries. Since the society is invariably not in vacuum, there are institution and sub systems, there are institution and sub systems within it which man interact with to be able to fulfill needs of the society in the decline, because extend family gives way to a smaller unclear family  for many reasons, and such children may fall victims of delinquency.

Henslin (2020) also affirmed that a large proportion of these who have resorted to divorce especially the woman and their children live below the poverty level, the level at which the most minimal needs can be met. Henslin (2021) went further that the effects of family trouble are most desperate as they affect children.

Tyler (2019) stated that there was a strong connection between having poor home and poor academic performance in schools. The parental educational background affects the academic performances of children.
Because the type of education the parents received goes along way to affect educational performance.

Ahmed (2022) reported that children who come from literate homes are with appropriate ways of re-arranging decision making and problem solving. Children that come from illiterate homes are deprived of the above motioned attributes. Hence they stand at a disadvantage position and are being handicapped from future learning process and good academic performance unlike their counterparts that hail from literate homes. The type of education the parents deceived goes a long way to affect their children educational performance as different parents have various for choosing a school for their children.

Evidence have shown that children from the lower socio-economic classes show that characteristics which are different from those of children in the middle class: also, children taken from poor homes and placed in supervisor foster homes have shown marked increase in mental test scores. It should be noted that what children are to become depend upon influences arising from the school and other educational agencies.
Appraisal of Related Literature


This chapter focus on literate that is based on the academic performance of student from various family background, the size and type of family a child from and how the family type and size has affected the performance of student
The review also explains what single parent family means, that is it could result from death, separation or divorce. In such home where father is absent were without a source of discipline while absent of mother in a family give the children to take on responsibility in looking after themselves and helping their father to run the home. Therefore, children from single parent household have poor educational attainment.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY


In this chapter, attention Is focused on the method and procedure used in carrying out the study.

Research Design


The study is a descriptive research, according to Keringer (2023), a study design can be used whoever a researcher attempts to determine the incidence, then distributed and imprecation among sociological and psychological variables.
Population for the study

The target population for this study is made up of students from the following schools,

i. Government Day Secondary, Alore, Ilorin

ii. Banni Community Secondary School, Ilorin

iii. Government Day Secondary School, Amule, Ilorin

iv. Baboko Community Secondary School, Ilorin

Sample and Sampling Techniques

The sampling techniques to be used in the random sampling techniques in which the student will be given equal chances if being selected from the population of SSII students. Five purposefully selected secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis. Thus, the final sample comprises of 40 students used for the study
Instrumentation 


The instructional used for this study was questionnaire which was developed by the researcher, it is designed to enable the researcher to identify students from different types of home and families i.e polygamous, monogamous, divorce harmonious families, literate of illiterate homes. Also student’s responses to the questionnaire items assisted the investigation to divide the students two group i.e those from conflict ridden homes and those who are not. The questionnaire contains three section of unequal size.

While section B is title student family background which the students are expected to tick (√) the column appropriate to  the responses either yes or no . section contain information about student perception of his or her parent toward each other here the students is also expected to also tick (√) the column as appropriate to the like four scale method of:

To determine the academic performance of the respondent. The student result at (JSS II<2000) was used in comparing the performance of students from violence homes and “peaceful home” marks were allocated and the grades are as follows:

Method Of Data Collection


The questionnaire was distributed by the researcher personally to the students of five secondary school and was immediately collected. There was no case of unreturned questionnaire.

Method of Data Analysis


The research used chi-square statistics to test the stated hypothesis. it is a statistical techniques to determine the probability that observe and expected, so the calculated X2 must be equal to or exceed appropriate critical value to justify rejection of null hypothesis HO which states that the observed frequently is not significantly different form the expected frequently is rejected if the calculated X2 is greater than its corresponding critical value at 0.05 significant level and using degree of freedom of K-1 (df1)

One observes that the calculated chi-square calculated value of 4.8746 is less than critical chi-square value of 9.4877, at 0.05 level of significance and degree of freedom=4, thus the null hypothesis is therefore accepted. It is therefore concluded that there is no significant difference between the academic performance of students from literate and illiterate parents.
4.3 Discussion of results:


The outcome of the hypothesis one, it is discovered that the results of students from monogamous home in j.s.s level for the year 2020 is academically better than those of polygamous home in all the five secondary schools selected for this study, which is consistent with those support of katkousty (2023) and Williams (2024). But the same hypothesis one was used to test the results obtained these schools should that there is no significant difference in their academic achievement. Thus, the theorist believe that intelligence is innate (in-borin) in children which allows them to do well in their academic performance in any environmental Setting.
 
Also Fatola and Kolo (2022) believe that environmental affects the child as he perceives it, not as the parents, teachers, or others see it”. Therefore, the conclusion for research hypothesis one shows that no statistically significant difference in the academic performance of students from monogamous and polygamous home.


From the findings of the hypothesis two, the study reveals that students from high and low socio-economic background performs more or less the same academically, which is consistent with view supported by those of Molagun, Taiwo 0and Ajere (2020) and Obeamata (2023). In splay his talents in totality where as someone with normal intelligence may maximize his/her efforts when placed in supportive, conducive and good environment.

The findings of research hypothesis three is significant different between the academic performance of students from intact home and their counterparts from non-intact home. It was discovered that student from intact home, where is secured and at peace, interact freely with their parents perform academically better than their counterpart from non-intact home where there is conflict, no peaceful and get into a depress of mood, wine (2021) stated that high anxiety can divide attention away from the task relevant and task irrelevant thoughts. Task irrelevant thought distract attention away from the task relevant thereby impairing performance. Therefore, the conclusion for research three is consistent with age (2016) and Henslin (2020) the finding of research hypothesis four is no statistically significant difference in the academic performance of parental educational background, students from both literate and illiterate parents performs the same i.e there is no significant difference in their academic performance of both  students through enlightenment activities, provision of school facilities for student welfare services and growth and development of education in every society that make student to compete with each other.
Summary of findings:


Through the use of questionnaires and the analysis of students data collected, the researchers were able to come up following findings.

Firstly, secondary schools students in Ilorin west L.G.A Kwara State student from monogamous and polygamous homes are not significantly different in their academic achievement.

Secondly, secondary school student from high and low socio-economic status in Ilorin west L.G.A Kwara State are not significantly different in their academic achievement.

Thirdly, secondary school students from intact and non-intact homes are significantly different in their academic achievement

Finally, secondary school students from literate and illiterate home in Ilorin west L.G.A KWARA STATE are not significantly different in their academic achievement.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS.


This chapter focuses on the summary of the study of the study, conclusion and recommendation for further studies.

5.1 Summary

The purpose of this research findings has been to find out the effects of marital conflict on the academic achievement of some selected secondary school student in Ilorin west L.G.A Kwara state the study examined difference that exist among the following groups of students, student from monogamous and polygamous families, students from literate and illiterate parents, students from family of four children and below and those from five children and above, low and high socio- economic status and finally between male and female students. A personal data family background questionnaire forms were used to collect data of the selected students. The data collected was analyzed using chi-square statistical analysis, details of the finding were analyzed on table 4.1 to 4.8 in chapter four. To accomplish this, the respondents result at {J.S.S III) was used to determine their academic performance
5.2 Conclusion 

In view of the various data collected through the use of questionnaire on the effect of marital conflict on the academic performance of student marital conflicts as one of the home related factor should be given consideration when discussing factors affecting student academic performance. Which implies that marital conflict cannot be neglected as one of the home factors that affect students academic performance even at university level.
5.3 Recommendation

There is need for the school guidance counselor to show empathy be helping students to feel that they are loved, cared for and secured some students particularly these from single parent experience little or no warmth love, care, acceptance and security of their parents. Patents should also be made to understand their children characters especially their needs abilities and interest. Also, revels that significant their method of teaching so as to cater for the individual difference and they should makes their classes lively and interesting to students.
The researcher recommends that home should co-operate fully and harmoniously work in peaceful and progressive atmosphere with the school so as to help students particularly these form illiterate homes to perform well in their academic work.
Funds should be provided by the authorities concerned for more researches in the areas of academic problems confronting our secondary school students; such authorities should involve parents, government and schools.
