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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research project was to find out influence of drug abuse influencing on secondary school student education in Ilorin Township. 
In order to accomplish the objectives of the study, one hundred and twenty (120) student were randomly selected from five secondary schools. The respondent from this school will be selected from senior secondary student S.S.S. (1-3) in the sampled schools. The research used questionnaire and interview as instrument for the purpose of gathering the research data. The research data was analyzed using frequency count and simple percentage statistical tools. The result of the analysis indicated that student were involved in drug abuse. Their responses indicated that they abuse drug because of the influence of parent and peer groups and also the availability of the drugs of abuse and peer groups and also the availability of the drugs of abuse in public places. The drugs mostly abuse were analgesics. Recommendations made include enlightenment in school on the bad effect of drugs abuse on the users, their family and the society generally. The need for the use of mass media to combat drug abuse was stressed and the need for cooperation by the parents, government and mass media. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study


Drug could be described as a substance inducing sleep or producing stupor or incredibility of drugs is cocaine, opium.

Madden (2023), also defined drug as a substances when taken in medially prescribed conditions and medicinal. However, when taken excessively or without medical prescription this is otherwise called drugs abuse and can be damaging to one’s health.

World Health Organization (W.H.O). (2019)  defined drug as any substance which when taken into the loving organ is capable of altering the functioning of the organism. By this definition of the World Health Organization, all substances ranging from common salt through sugar, penicillin, panadol, Indian hemp to cocaine and analgesics can be classified as drugs.

Excessive use of drugs can be referred to as drug abuse, it is also the criminal act of taken banned drugs such as marijuana (wee-wee) L.S.D. opium and other hard drugs socially fund to be illegal. Bewlay (2020) described drug abuse as persistent sporadic excessive use in consistence with or unrelated to acceptable practice.

One of the most pervasive problems facing our society today is drug abuse. Disgruntled segment of our society are mistakes to the seduction of drugs and their mood-altering capabilities. The feeling of alienation stress grief and depression present in our society can be and often are chemical alleviated current evidence from around the world reveals a continuing upward trend in the misuse for drug.  

The abuse of drugs including alcohol is an international problem, which affect almost every country in the world both developed and developing. There is no doubt that every country in the worked incurred substantial costs as a result of the direct and indirect damage caused by drugs and alcohol.

Epidemiological data point to an increase in drug abuse in many developing countries, particularly among young people, the consumption of these drugs has caused many problems to many countries and the Nigeria society. Beside the damage that these drugs cause to the body and mental capacities of the individual, they have also caused a lot of social disorder.

Drug abuse commonly leads to drug dependence, which is a state of periodic or chronic intoxication produced by the repeated consumption of a drug it is both a psychological and physical condition that is characterized by a compulsion or willingness to taken the drug on continues or periodic basis, in order to experience its mental and sometimes to avoid the discomfort of the drug, recently, a large section of Nigeria youths have shown a marked increase in drug dependence and abuse which has brought  a lot of problem to the society at large.

Drug abuse does not only occur in ordinary everyday, prescribed drugs in hospital, it occur most frequently   with stimulants like caffeine, cocaine and amphetamine, hallucinogen like , mescaline, cannabis which is the most common illegal hard drug in Nigeria 
There are socially accepted drugs. These are simple analgesics, alcohol and cigarettes, among others. Because of this people do not mind how they consume these stuff where as alcohol abuse is one of the most horrible way to description (Odejide, 2019).
Investigation from existing research finding drug abuse as one of the problems facing Nigeria youths, particularly students. The incense of this abuse are find between the of 14-30years, furthermore, most patients admitted are drug related problems are mostly found among the youths. They infect constitute between 6-90 percent of annual admission for mental problems in hospital (Olajide, 2020).the truth lies in the supposition that the period of youths is characterized by ensuring and significant peer-group interaction. The youth is forever enquiring about himself and this environment and he is wondering how others perceive him.
Cocadra (2021) quoting Erickson (2022) stated that the youth is searching for on ego identity, having fainted an insight into some of the conflict to the youths it make sense to conclude that it is an attempt to assuage or soften the emotional turbulence and turmoil that possess the capacity to other consciousness reality, it is therefore safe to say that drug abuse is viewed as a form of risk taking behavior, it is surprising that it is most frequently used by youths .

Statement of Problem
       More youth are getting involved in the dependence on drugs. This students misbehaviours have been blame on teachers whole the teachers are blaming parents from the deviant behavior of secondary school students, student on their own part are blaming the society for their inability to succeed in life  it is assumed that youth of today will become leaders of tomorrow and agent of nation builder.
The parents, teacher, national drug law enforcement agency and indeed the entire society are at a fit about the menace of drug abuse, we as physical educationist must try to find solution to with the help of other services in order to find solution to with the help of other service in order to eradicate or at least reduce the cause of drug abuse.
Purpose of the Study 
The purpose of this research study is to know the extent to which drugs were abused among secondary schools student in Ilorin Township, it identified the factors influencing their behavior and made 
Research Questions
The following research questions were addressed In this study.

1. Do secondary school students Ilorin Township abuse drug?

2. Do their teachers, parents, peer or other adult in the society influence student to drug abuse?

3.  What roles can government, parent, the society and the mass media play combat drug abuse?
4. Can drug abused be checked among secondary school student?

Significance of the Study 
The main concern of every Nigeria is how to make the nation free and how to prevent the rising effects associated with drugs, even the developed countries with all resources at their disposal have almost lost hope of combating the problem.
In addition to these, drugs have been the major causes of the upsurge of mental illness in our society .the large number of psychiatrics patients in our hospitals and those on the streets and in rehabilitation centre has to a large extent resulted from drug addiction. the research will be very useful to the ministry of health, ministry of education, node national drug law enforcement agency and  the public as a whole.  The study also gave recommendations and some corrective measures to school while handing drug related problem.

The study cannot cure all the problem involved in drug abuse but it is hoped that students and the general public are informed about the effects of drug abuse to check their indiscriminate use of drugs .through this medium too, parent, teacher drug enforcement agent and other organization are able to know the intensity of drug abuse by their children and make the society more aware of its need to be active in improving its causes. This study also to fills the theoretical gave in existing literature and providing the basis for future reference and study.
 Delimitation of the Study

 The study focused on the drug abuse among secondary school student in Ilorin Township. The study covered all secondary school student in the area coverage, is it decreased to student who are identified through oral interview to be drug abuse. The adults within the study scope were not sample for the study.

Definition of Terms

The following terms are defined in the study 

Drug: a drug is any substance (often habit forming) inducing sleep or producing stupor or insensitivities e.g. opium and cocaine in a socio legal content. In a chemical senses drugs could be defined as substance used in the composition of medicine some, when used under medical prescription have healing power to the consumer.

Drug abuse: drug abuse refers to the illegal use of such dangerous substance as marijuana LSD the other socially disapproved drugs. A drug is abuse when it is used against legal excessively used (Olajide, 2019).

Drug Dependence: is a state of physic and sometimes also physical, characterized by a compulsion to take the drug on a continue nous basis in order to experiences its mental effects and sometimes to avoid the discomfort of it absence (W.H.O) world health organization, 2021. 
Adolescent: is a period of storm and stress and a process of development that being around age 12 band ends with full adult status by age 22. 
Narcotics: they are kinds of drugs producing sleep often blunting the senses and in large does, producing complete inedibility e.g. opium, morphine, heroine, cocaine.        
Psychoactive Drug: they include drugs like alcohol cannabis, sedatives, stimulant, analgesics and other volatile substance. They are drug that affect the mind of the users.

Hard Drug: they are psycho-activities drugs. The drugs alter the behavior of its uses notable example is cocaine. 
Drug Education: is the planned provision of information resources, and skills relevant of living in a world where psychoactive substance are widely available and commonly used for a variety drugs.
CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE


This chapter deal with the review of literature considered relevant to this stud. Area examined includes; definition of drugs causes of drug abuse, drugs commonly abused, youth and drugs abuse, signs of drug abuse, preventing and controlling drug abuse and appraised of reviewed literature.

Explanation of Drug

Like any other issue or influence, many author s and educationists have written so many books on drug abused, because it is one of the most pervasive problems facing our society today. Smith (2022) described drug as any substance other than food whose chemical actions alters the structure and functioning of the body, but some drugs through history have been sued to change the mental state of the individual under influence for example, morphine is a drug that is harmless when taken under medical condition. Also, small amount of alcohol at social gathering can promote relaxation; but excessive consumption of morphine or alcohol can be damaging to the individual and the society.


Other drugs like cocaine affect the mind and producer mental, physical and social and disabilities for the consumer and adverse effect on society. As a person user a drug repeatedly, the body adapt to the drug and large doses are needed to produce the original effect, when the drug is not taken, the person experience unpleasant withdraw symptoms. This is physical dependence; and the individual simply want, the drug because of its pleasurable effect, and so becomes addicted.
Influence of drug abuse


Jackson (2020) stated that some approach to some, drug which according to him also lead to their abuse for instance beverages, alcohol and fluids containing alcohol are drunk bemuse they are sometime provides employment to individual and revenue to the government.


Pela (2021) associated drug abuse with polygamous or large monogamous families with the usual ‘’sibling rivaling’’, defiance of or rebellious against parental control, harmful childhood experience e.t.c he also identified the prescribing and dispensing  practices of Nigerian medical doctor and pharmacists as encouraging drug abuse.


Factors which may lead to drug abuse, summarized as parental deprivation, needs for belongingness, achievement, motivation reward/punishment, ineffective control on the purchase and sales of drugs, curiosity, conflict with parent, academic pressure, peer group pressure and enjoyment. (Pela and Jackson) 2022.

Other  include: widespread belief in magic of medicines, search for sharpened  perception especially by music lover, self medication for primary psychological, disorders and lack of alternative for various culture change Anumonye, (2020). 
Drugs commonly abuse   

Despite the multitude of individual drug used around the world, the influence can be simplified if it realized that there are relatively few drugs types of families and that all the drugs within any one have a considerable family resemblance to one another. Psychoactive drugs are currently classified into five categories 
i. Depressants 

ii. Cannabis

iii. Stimulants 

iv. Hallucinogens 

v. Narcotics (cocaine, heroine and morphine)

Smith said depressant are drugs that decrease the level of activity in the nervous system resulting in feeling of relaxation, sleepiness and well being in moderate dosage they reduce feeling, tension and anxiety and produce a state of relaxed euphorra. In extremely high dosage vital life processed can be showed downed down to the point here death may occur. 

This drugs group include alcohol, the habituates and enormous variety of synthetic sedative and sleeping tablet cocaine is the psychoactive ingredient of the coca leaf, it producer a sense of exhilaration and decreased feeling of fatigue and hunger. The conference of minister of health on narcotics and psycho-active drug misuse previously mentioned, stressed the threat posed by cocaine, the spread of the abuse of coca paste and the worrying development of the abuse of free-based cocaine.


A cocaine preparation that has been chemically modified to permit it to be taken b inhalation, free-basing produces serious dependence inn many of its user cocaine, amphetamine and some other synthetics can cause extreme excite short lasting psychotic illness cocaine has a high dependence potential although is withdrawal symptoms seen to be limited to temporary felling of fatigue let down and depression.


Hallucinogens; he drug include under this heading are usually considered together arbitrarily as substance that have intense effects on the mental process of perception, through and feeling. Among the hallucinogenic drugs are LSD r phencyclidine, synthetic drug, mescaline, psilocybin and PCD or angel trust.


Cannabis; excess morbidity related to chronic cannabis abuse is due mainly to cannabis smoking. The consequences are similar to the of tobacco smoking, furthermore, there other substance of abuse such as dried pawpaw, plantain and mint leaves which are smoked.

Youths and drug abuse


According to Odejide (2019), moral laxity in our societies today brought about a change in societal value system that is further compounded be economic depression, finding got from interview of drug convicts showed that many of them look at taking of drug as normal, since their sources of wealth are not questioned. The whole community must try to change and look at the influence in the immediate environment, science no single agency can change the society.  

Blum (2021) say student having difference disease such as headaches, body pans, stomach ache; chest pain, malarial and skin disease them of menstrual pains that are usually use without medical prescription. Adedipe (2024) conducting a survey on the effects of advertisement of drug observed that the youth use drugs, because drugs are part of the society and a lot of them are legalized. Drug advertisement on television sets promotes the ideas that drug may provide easy solution to all sort of problems.


Atolagbe (2022) discovered that drugs addition among the student ranges from the usage of analgesics, contraceptives, antibiotics stimulants and marijuana. He also finds out that taking of alcohol was common among boys while girls formed the habit of using contraceptives.


According to Elkung (2021), adolescents identify more with their peers than with elder and the peers group influence is great, it is the influence of peers that can be counted as the first reason why youths abuse drug. They may be found moving with peers who experiment with different kind of dugs and as a result of the social interactions become introduced to drug.


Concordia (2021) is of the opinion that sexual reasons rank on the factors that influence student to take drugs. He also contended that some student engage in drug abuse in order to boost their performance in certain event in sporting competition.


Lambo (2019), using a sample of 1,300 Nigerian pupils reported the sue of traditional medicine by about 55% of the sample to aid in class work or toward off any evil directed at them. Another study by lambo (2022) found that, that generally more than half of his patient were under twenty five years of age and had a history of drug abuse of at least three or five years. In a study on self  reported pattern of drug use among secondary school student in the Bendel state, Issac (2021) used a sample of 1,500 student ant found that ibram and valium were among the most frequently sued drugs among these students. Olatowura and Olajide, (2022) found that out of a sample of fifty-six secondary school student adolescents aged between fiteen and twenty years twenty one of them admitted mandrax, restrain, prohphia and coffe and kolanuts. 


In other study ogunrenu and okonofua (2019) discovered that out of a sample of fifty four students, most of them had stated using drugs in the later half of their secondary school education. The most widely used drugs in this study were amphetamines, marijuana, barbiturates and mandrax, most of the students were however occasional users.
SIGNS OF DRUG ABUSE


According to Cocodia (2021) the following are the signs of drug abuse or addiction among secondary school student.
I. Continue decline in attendance to school performance

II. Abrupt change in mood and attitudes
III. Short attention span and difficulty in concentration

IV. Indifference to hygienic and growing
V. Possessing drugs like tobacco, alcohol, tablets and capsules

VI. Unusual odour or incenses to cover up scent
VII. Drug related magazines, slogan and clothing

VIII. Stealing at home and in school

IX. Conversation and joke that is pre- occupied with drug or hostility in discussion drugs

X. Borrowing of money from friends and parent to purchase drugs 

XI. Formation of new friends

XII. Keeping late nights

XIII. Resistance to discipline at home or school

XIV. Dizziness or not sleeping at all.
When these behavior are observed in any student they indicate the child may be involved with drugs any there is need to visit a specialist.
Influence of Drug Abuse

The impact of drug abuse influence does not mainly affect the abusers themselves along but the community. Cohen (1975) said that drug addict display such anti-social behavior as:
I. Increasing hand ups on close relationship, especially with the opposite sex, simply because the drug would urge such a student to discuss freely with ladies.
II. Exaggerated feeling of inferiority that is, a situation where a student under the influence of alcohol and other drugs feels he is highly inferior to his peers classmates, thereby crating a class for himself or herself.
III. Creeping paranoia that is, the feeling of persecution or thinking that certain people are becoming hostile towards him or her, he went further to quote.
Davidson and Neal (2018), who asserted that many of the effect or alcohol vary directly with the level of concentration of the drugs in the blood stream, which in turn depend on the amount invested in a particular period at a time, the size of the body and the efficiency of her lever. He said that the effect of drug abuse can cause the following brain damage, untimely death, some damages in the nervous system, perennial delinquency, family disorganization and physical deformity.
Prevention and control of Drug Abuse

Adolescents and young adults constitute one of the groups at the greatest risk of becoming entangled in drug taking, as well as the age for which early preventive intervention is most appropriate. Drug abuse is one of the most challenges facing our society today, and as such several decrees and lows have been put in place to enforce sanction for the people engaged in the manufacture, importation, exportation, distribution, sales and use of dangerous drugs, most international laws have been strictly applied in Nigeria, (Idowu, 2022).

For effective outcome of these suggestions, the home, the mass media and schools and the most convenient places to contact young people, school based programmes, such as the dog education scheme, provision of standardized drug curricular teaching aids of the type issued by centralized agencies can be made available for us throughout the school system.
There should be student counseling units and health services in all secondary school system. They are using drugs, problem like low academic achievement. Absenteeism, arriving to school late, poor participation are the kind of problem that may led such personnel to intervene.
 
The school is well suited for active case finding and early intervention as there is no other environment here young people can observed so closely and systematical over a long time. Even teacher themselves can be instructed to look for indication of drug abused and to take appropriate step to early referred to treatment, the school is also in a good position to put pressure on problem students, since continue attendance may be made contingent upon accepting treatment.

There should be educational programmes for school children and public campaign on electronic and other media. The massage should be clear and unambiguous to the intended audience and should come from a credible source of information, parent sand religious institutions most step up moral training of the youth to de-emphasize materialism and stress the fear of God and for constitution authority.
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed

This chapter has attempted to appraise related literature works in the study; it explained influence of drug abuse. The most important appoints highlighted include, the concept, type and influence of drug abuse among youths. Also discussed are signs of drug abuse and the prevention and control of drug abuse among secondary school student in Nigeria.
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD


This chapter deals with the description of the method and procedure used to collect and analyze the research data, areas examined includes:
· Research design
· Population

· Sample and sampling procedure

· Research instrument

· Validity of the instrument

· Reliability of the instrument
· Administration of the instrument

· Data analysis

Research Design

This research is purely a descriptive one, it exposed the influence of drug abuse among secondary school student in Ilorin township as a case study. The description however, was based on the results from questionnaire which was used as a means of collecting data because of its capability of eliciting information from the individual involved in drug related challenge. Also interview and documented information which will enhance valid report of the influence of drug abuse were used.
Population

The target population for this study was made up of the people in the three local government areas of Ilorin which are:
Ilorin West Local Government Area
Ilorin South Local Government Area
Ilorin East Local Government Area
Sample And Sampling Technique

The sample for this study was drawn out in Ilorin township, five schools were randomly selected within the Ilorin township, senior secondary school student from SSS 1-3 who are between age 15-18 years were used for the study. The researcher made use of one hundred (100) student randomly selected from five different schools. The school were randomly selected within Ilorin township, twenty student were randomly selected from each of these schools.
I. Ilorin Grammar School, Ilorin
II. Government High School, Adeta, Ilorin
III. Government Secondary School, Ilorin
IV. Government Day Secondary School, Adewole, Ilorin
V. Government Day Secondary School, Tanke Ilorin
Research Instrument

The major research instrument used in carrying out this study was a questionnaire, it as divided into three sections. Section A dealt with personal data of the respondents. They were asked to tick any of the listed drugs they had used before or where still using them and duration of the usage. Section B focuses on the factors that motivated the respondents to used of the drugs that motivated the respondents to the used of the drugs they had indicated above. Section C expected the respondents to suggest possible solution to the problem of drug abuse. 
Validity of the Instrument

The content validity of the instrument was ensured criteria analysis of the question with mates, some of the teachers, parents and students in tertiary institution within Ilorin.
Reliability of the Instrument

The reliability has to do with the consistency of the result obtained. Therefore, the reliability of this instrument is the degree to which it yields consistent result when administered over a number of times. It was obtained from the results of the first and second administration with a co-efficient result of 0.68.

Procedure for Data Collection

The researcher went round the above name schools after permission has been sought from the school principal and classroom teacher the purpose of the researcher was explained to the student they were collected immediately to ensure 106% return and to guard against theme influencing each other.

Data Analysis 

In answering the analysis of these research questions, frequency distribution was used in order to determine the number of student with position responses to each of the question. In each section the data collected were all subjected to simple percentages the percentage of positive and negative responses were calculated. Through this research result were derived.
CHAPTER FOUR

RESULT AND DISCUSSION
Data Analysis And Discussion Of Results

This chapter contains the result of the analysis of various data collected from different schools. The researcher depended on direct questionnaire scope for the data needed.

The data were analyzed with the use of percentages. The results are presented in tables, which are designed for easy analysis comprehension, one hundred and fifteen questionnaires copies were administered to randomly selected student from different schools.

All the one hundred and fifteen copies were returned among the one hundred and fifteen used for the study, fifteen students indicated that they do not take drug at all due to religious reasons. So, the result of the analysis was based on the one hundred students who indicated their interest in drugs, making a total percentage of one hundred. A histogram is then drawn to show the frequency of occurrence on the use of drugs commonly used by students.

The result of the type of drugs abused by students in sampled school is as presented in table 1. The result of responses revealed that student have been involved in the consumption of different types of drugs listed in table 1 from the result, it has been discovered that while the student readily use some of the drugs the low percentage response by the students to some of the drugs clearly indicates that some of the students are not aware of the drugs as show in table 1.

A details analysis showed that analgesics had the highest respondents of 90 out of 100 students whose opinions only 10%. Anti-malaria drugs were other type of drug commonly used by students, the number of positive response was 80% the number of those who have been taking antibiotic was also a bit higher which is equal to 63% while tobacco and alcohol had 58% and 50% respectively. These were average percentages and they were not very high. Tobacco was higher than alcohol according to the response of the student; other drugs that were commonly used by students were cocaine, and contraceptive, (girls only) which constitute 18% of student drug use.

The results of these finding shows that students are selective in their use of drugs and there was imitation among student in the use of any form of drugs, it clarified that non-availability of some of the drugs in public has limited their uses for example cocaine.

The reasons for drug abuse as shown in table 2 indicates that 78% of the respondents claimed availability of drug in public places motivated them to its usage, seventy two percent 72% of respondents use drugs to relieve pain, while 54% claimed that they take drugs especially cigarette and alcohol. To them alcohol is regarded by the society as an accepted element in socialization process, to include attempts to experiment on certain drugs said to be dangerous and need to escape expensive medical treatment. These two cause accounted for 52% and 20% respectively while emotional factor accounted for 12%, it was then assumed that availability of drugs in public places as well s other factors was responsible for the cause of drug abuse among the secondary school students.

The data above shows the influence of peer groups and parents on the use of drugs while 75% of respondents in the use of analgesic, peer group influence only 20%, other drugs greatly consumed by students due to parental influence were anti malaria drugs with 66% while ant biotic accounted for 50%.

However, there was difference between the influence of parents and peer groups on the students consumption of alcohol while parental influence recorded 51% peer groups influence recorded 43%, cocaine was not widely used by respondents, sixty percent (60%) of them responded to the use negatively. However, peer groups influence on its use was greater than parental influence only girls respond to the use of contraceptive drugs, only 12% of them claimed that friends influence them while parents influence 14% seventy four percent (74%) responded that they do not use any of the drugs.

One can therefore, concluded that although both parents and peer groups influence students in the use of drugs, parental influence was higher on them in the use of analgesics and anti malaria while the influence of peer group, was higher on cocaine and tobacco. This implies that there is difference between the influence of parents and peers in the use of some drugs by the student.

It is observed from the data collected and analyzed in table 4 influence on individual plays important role in introducing student to drug usage, parental influence accounted for 70%, while peer groups influence accounted for 50%. The effect of advertisement than 40% while personal influence due to psychological problems accounted for only 15%.

The result implies that there is a relationship between the influence of peer group and pervasive advertisement on drug abuse. However, the influence of parent was higher than any other factor. Therefore it was assumed that parents influence the use of drug more in the society, it also revealed that 65% of students take drugs due to illness or for health reasons, which were also high. Also 18% of the female groups were involved in the use of contraceptives.

It is assumed that the most important solution to the problem of drugs abuse is prohibiting by law the sales of drugs in public from the data in the above table 83% out of 100% respondents supported the introducing of drug education is necessary in school as solution to drug abuse influence. This is higher than other suggested solution, this because 81% of respondent wanted prohibition of sale of drugs, in public places, which is also very high giving adequate medical caretaker 66% of the respondents while proper upbringing carry 60%.

Other solution to the influence of drug abuse and percentages of respondents are incanted in table 5 above, it is important to note that student who wanted drug abuse offenders to be punished by law were few only 28% of the respondents agreed to the suggestion.
CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION


This chapter focuses on the discussion of the finding of this study that is a detailed analysis of drugs commonly abused. Also causes and problems are fully discussed and solutions to the problems are specified. Conclusion and recommendation based on the findings are included.

 Summary

This study has revealed that student is truly involved in the use of different drug. Analgesics, which are pain relieving drugs, are the most community used. Eighty percent (80%) of this student use these drugs without the prescription of the medical doctor, it is not surprising then to see this drug sold everywhere in the markets by hawkers and ordinary shops, which are not registered medicine shops. Again, most of our secondary schools are not conducive for learning so, students get tired easily and so they go for pain relieving tablet. Blum (2020) making similar remarks wrote student being human, suffer from different diseases such as body pains rheumatism, stomach ache, chest pains, headache, backache, toothache.

No wonder that the rate of student s who take drug because of ill health was higher, about 65% of the student indicated that they take drugs due to illness. The rates at which students take (abuse) anti malaria drugs are equally high, 70% responded positively to the use of anti malaria drugs, student claimed that they had no alternative with anti malaria drugs anytime they fall sick because they assumed medical treatment is expensive and time destructive – types like cocaine, heroin, and morphine. Those who use those drugs are those students in boarding house/hostels, which they say help them awake at night in order to study. 

Student averagely use antibiotics about 50% of the respondents use the drugs only girls responded to the use of contraceptives only 18% agreed that they use the drug considering the age, which ranges from 15-18 years one would say that he percentages of this is much because of their age they are not supposed to be using any of the drugs, which are harmful to them.

Another important aspect of this research discussion on the influence on the individual are the use of drug by the adolescents. The result as shown in table 3 and 4 shows that student mostly imitates their parents in the use of analgesic and anti malaria drugs. Both parents and peer influences alcohol consumption on the other hand the use of cannabis, stimulants and contraceptives was due to the influence of peer group.

On the whole, the degree of parental influence was rated 70%, while that of peer group was 60%. The influence due to advertisement as 40% and personal influence, probably due to psychological or emotional effect had a record of 15%. According to these finding the influence of individual had the least percentage, one can then deduce that most of the drugs students abuses were abused due to parental influence.


The last table 5 focused on the solutions to the problems of abuse. The highest number of student consuming. A research study of mosquito infested carried out in some area at Ilorin township showed that people were constantly better by mosquitoes which transmit malaria parasite that make them have constant attach of a malaria fever, many to offset high cost of medical care used this self medication. The commonest anti malaria drugs used these days are chloroquine, maloxine, maladox and nivaqure, it is necessary to warn users to seek medical treatment due to the side effects of some of the drugs.

So it can deduce that easy excess to drugs contributes to the abuse of drugs like cannabis, amphetamines and etcetera. They are available in streets, stores even just outside the school wells in which case students can purchase some during break or after school hours. Osikutu (1987) discovered that in her study, majority of the students did not buy the alcohol ; they abuse from the supplier kept at home by their parents. They saw no real harm in this science their parents serve as models for the social user of alcohol.

Stimulants and cannabis drugs not widely used by the students. Those who responded positively said they are only familiar with Indian hemp and kola nuts, none of them agreed to have used the most interviews was of the opinion that drug abuse can be solved if drug education can be intensified in the secondary schools other suggested solutions on drugs abuses are:
I. Adequate medical care

II. Good upbringing of children

III. Prohibiting advertisement of drugs on media

IV. Conducive learning environment

In review of the above suggested solution to drug abuse, it is important to adopt them collective for effective handling of the problem. According to the saying which says that prevention is better than cure, it is of the opinion that the above points should be used in school instead of giving punishment to offenders, because from the findings few students agreed that punishment be used to solve the problem because from what is read in newspapers and heard over the radio, it is cleared that federal government has not succeed in putting a stop to either drug trafficking and the use of drugs are the highest contributing factors to the influence of drug abuse. Consequently, the abuse of drug can be completely eradicated if student are properly educated from the beginning and drug availability prohibited in public places.

Other student to drug abuse is stated in table 5 of chapter four most of the students have been involved in drug depending on the types they are used too. However, the ones mostly abused are analgesics, anti malaria, anti biotic, smoking and drinking alcohol. The abuse of some of the other drugs is not very common among them.   
Conclusion

Based on the data analyzed above the following conclusion can be drawn, the introduction of drug education in schools and the easy availability of drugs in public places.

Recommendations

One should at this stage point out that no single recommendations or individual can reduce the problem of drug abuse; rather it needs the cooperation of the entire members of the society. Based on the findings in the study the following recommendations are put forward
Parent/Guardians

As Adesina (2021) stated parent and guardians have a great role to play in the socialization of the child, they serve as models, which the child emulates. These days, students no longer fever corporal punishment.

Parent must be model themselves in order t play the role effectively. The parents must e disciplined. They should spend enough time it what their children instead of leaving them in the hand of house helps who cannot possibly give the child the necessary guidance, teenagers who are not picked up from school promptly become susceptible to bad influence on even forcefully made to try out drug by bullies in the schools.


Parent should encourage their children to talk to them and discuss any problem they might have medicines themselves parent should also know the background of their child’s friend; this would help them guide their children out of bad company, parent should decide films they watch and the kind of literature books they read.

Parent should also keep on checking their drugs habits, smoking tobacco, alcohol and marijuana are collectively referred to as the gate way drug. A child who uses one of these is likely to use the others. Young student see adults as the epitome of double standards, they are not out various actions and cannot see why they should not be allowed to do the same parent should do away with the saying “Do as I say not as I do” above all, there is need for love peace and harmony in the family. This will reduce stress and the urge to use drugs by students.
Drug Education in School

The school has a very important role to play in the fight against drug abuse, student and young   adult constitute one of the groups at greatest risk becoming entangled in drug abuse, and set there should be early prevention and intervention at the right time. The classroom serves as the convergent scheme, based drug programmes and standardized curricular and teaching aid for use throughout the school system. All school should engage the services of at least one qualified guidance’s counseling who would be able to motivate the student on healthy attitude.

They are to find out whether the student in their care are using drug for example, in problem like low academic achievement, absenteeism arriving late, poor participation in school activities and general deterioration in performance. There is no other environment where young people can be observed closely, systematically over such a long time, class teachers can also be taken early and referred for treatment.

The minimum entry age for secondary schools should be eleven years because of psychological effect; they may not be ready for the pressure of secondary school like and may not be able to accept or reject good or bad names in the school.

National Policy O Education

The national policy on education (2021 p.21) giving back to the fight against drug abuse. This has been integrated in subject like moral instruction health, education, social studies and integrated science. This subject should be made compulsory and drug education should be intensified, school should make user at posters on the danger of drug abuse.
Government

Social development experts have forecasted that the influence of alcoholism and drug abuse would soon pose a big challenge to social development in Nigeria, therefore government should establish more reliabilitation centres with fully trained personel. They (government should use the influence of international organization like UNESCO in preparing guidelines for educational programmes on drug abuse.

Government should discourage the practice whereby the police make arrest and then dump suspect in the cells for months without trial.

Mass Media

Mass media has a very important role to play in the fight against drug abuse, foreign films should not dominate our televisions movies should be properly screened before being broadcasted and some of the movies should be shown at appropriate time, pornographic literature and films should be effectively banned.

Conclusive, it must be re-emphasized that drug abuse is a learned behavior, it is learnt mainly through socialization. The family, the schools, peer groups and the larger society all play an active role. The most effective strategy to fight drug is preventive education. As the saying goes prevention is better than cure”. It is believed that the recommendations gives house hold some promises for reducing substantially drug abuse dependency problem in right thinking as to make Nigeria a drug free country.


The family, school, government, mass media, mass mobilization agency, policy makers and other relevant agencies should work hand to hand to implement the recommendations by researchers. The Nigeria government just ensures equal access to education at all levels to enhance social mobility. The reduction of drug abuse and trafficking in Nigeria will make our country a better place to live.
