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ABSTRACT
This research work was designed to examined the impact of audio-visual materials on academic performance in English language of secondary school students in English language of secondary school students in Ilorin West L.G.A. of Kwara State. Based on the purpose of this study, four research questions and hypotheses were formulated. The methodology used for this study was descriptive survey which focused on already existing situation, through the use of questionnaires. The sample for this study comprised of twenty teachers and one-hundred and eight students from five selected secondary schools in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State. The study adopted simple random sampling technique. The data was analyzed and presented using descriptive statistics of frequency counts and percentage, mean and average weighted response (AWR) while chi-square was used to the null hypotheses at 0.05 significant levels. The findings of the study showed that there is significant impact on the availability of audio-visual instructional materials in teaching of English language in secondary school. There is significant impact on the challenges that English teachers face and the use of audio-visual materials in teaching. Also, there is significant impact of challenges of audio-visual instructional materials and students academic performance in English language. The study recommends among other that curriculum planners should encourage the use of audio-visual materials by inculcating them in the educational syllabus of all levels of education, states school management boards should ensure adequate finding of libraries and audio-visual aids in school and English language teachers should, therefore, be encouraged to use audio-visual technology instructional packages to teach abstract and difficult concepts, to enhance easy retention and high improved academic performance of students.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1	Background to the Study
	The teacher’s task is by no means easy as it involves someone who has some ideals, knowledge, information or experiences trying to share what he or she has with someone else who has little or no similar experience. It is a communication task which requires the teacher to use every available means to convince the learners to acquire his/her ideas or accept the message. It is not enough for the teacher to give information; he or she must support what he or she says with educational media which appeal to the learners’ sensory experience so that learning may be effective.
	Audio visual aids, otherwise referred to as educational media, could be defined as the wide variety of equipment’s and materials used for teaching and learning by teachers for students (Ochechukwu, 2019) they are institutional materials by which the teacher, through the utilization of more than sensory channel is able to clarify, establish and correlate concepts, interpretation and appreciation. They make dynamic learning experience more concrete and realistic. The use of audio visual aids improves students’ critical and analytical thinking. English language is an important and fundamental subject that students must pass at credit by level before giving admission into any tertiary institution. The importance and technicality of this subject makes it necessary that relevant instructional materials should be used to teach it to the learners. This fact is supported by Maccaulay, (2020) who asserts that visual aids make lesson come alive and help students to learn better. It is against this background that this study attempts to examine the extent to which the utilization of instructional materials could enhance junior secondary school students’ performance in English language. Poor academic achievement in English language could be attributed to many factors among which teachers’ strategy itself was considered as an important factor. This implies that the mastery of English language concepts might not be fully achieved without the use of instructional materials. 
The teaching of English language without instructional materials may certainly result in poor academic achievement. Franzer, Okebukola and Jegede, (2016) stressed that a professionally qualified English teacher; no Matter how well trained, would not be able to put his ideas into practice if the school setting lacks the equipment and materials necessary for him or her to translate his competence into reality. In the past, a teacher’s effectiveness depends on his knowledge of the subject matter, knowledge of how to organize and present content meaningfully and an understanding of those being taught; but today, much emphasis is placed upon the use of audio visual aids. Audio-visual aids make learning more permanent in the minds of the learners because people remember about 90% of what they see and do.
	 Gana, (2015) opined that the successful utilization of any audio visual aid depend on the wisdom and the resourcefulness of the teacher. The teacher should make adequate use of available audio visual materials on his everyday teaching. This will arouse the interest of the students and enable them see things in their natural setting. When education was introduced in Nigeria in the past, chalkboards, charts, pictures and some concrete objects were the only aids used as audio visual materials, but with the recent development in the education system, materials like model, television, computer, radio and tape recorder are now being used in the schools. Audio visual aids are very crucial to the proper implementation of any curriculum used in the education process.
 (Eze, Ani, and Epa, 2017). Learners are supposed to see, hear, feel, touch and practice whatever they are learning, and for every academic delivery to be effective, cognizance should be taken of the present day education and technology and their efficient gadgets and techniques resulting in improved way of learning. The teacher as a chamber of knowledge has to improve his mode of lesson delivery to be in line with the educational and technological developments. He should familiarize himself with the innovation that abounds in his profession so as to be able to cope with up-coming challenges. This is because one way of ensuring that the learner is being carried along in the process of learning is by the provision and utilization of audio visual aids in teaching. When teaching is appropriately done with the appropriate audio visual aids, it has a direct impact on students’ achievements since their interests in learning are stimulated. 
(Abbathe and Mcmahon, 2017). Education is a lifelong activity, therefore a learner must be supplied with the necessary skills to enable him or her performance effectively in his her environment and the world at large. The learner can only have this information through the good use of audio visual aids in conjunction with the presented learning materials. Education experts and experienced teachers agree that the use of audio visual aids helps the students whose teachers constantly and gainfully employ those materials because they tend to perform better academically than those whose teachers rarely employ audio visual aids in their teaching. 
According to Nwosu, (2015), teacher that do have audio visual aids in their schools lack knowledge on how to use them while teaching so as to achieve a desirable change in behavior of learners. For instance, some teachers in some secondary schools in Nigeria today lack the knowledge on how to operate computer which can be used to make teaching and learning both interesting and effective. Adija, (2017), there is pleasure in teaching job when audio visual aids are used and intended results are realized. They make what would have been an abstract idea concrete and brighten what would have been a dull lesson. When audio visual materials are used, the lessons are always interesting and highly enjoyed by the students. This carries success with it and creates a lasting impression in the students. Since the use of audio visual materials in teaching and learning in our secondary school would go a long way in improving the academic performance of students, this study was designed to investigate the implication of the use of audio visual aids on students’ performance in English in selected secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis. 
1.2	Statement of the Problem
	The alarming condition of secondary school students’ achievement in computer studies may be attributed to lack of interest on the part of the learners which is as a result of the absence of the use of audio visual materials by the teacher Eze, (2021). Students do not retain for long or understand what they are taught without audio visual aids. Despite the outstanding positive effect of education aids to instructional activities, teachers will not insist only on the use of conventional approach to instruction, which is not based in sense experience nor does it extend their experience. Above all, such learning cannot be permanent. Yet, there is also evidence of low utilization and non available of audio visual materials in schools, which has led to student’s lack of interest, attention and active participation in the teaching and learning exercise which might be responsible for the poor academic performance of students generally.
	The ability of the audio visual aids to provide effective teaching and learning is being conditionally undermined and called into question. The use of audio visual aids for effective teaching and learning suffer in the hands of uninterested teachers and educational policy makers, who fail to recognize the importance of the use of audio visual aids in secondary school (Ofoefuna, (2016). 
In spite of the fact that audio visual aids are the supportive input for any academic institution for teaching, learning and research, it is observed that various institutions’ managements are not providing adequate audio visual aids for their institutions (Flymer, 2014). Also, in some places where these teaching aids are available; the teachers do not put them into maximum use. The reason for this attitude may be because teachers engage themselves in so many other activities, with desire and haste of some teachers to cover the syllabus or scheme of work, instead of making their teaching more meaningful and imparting (Egbuna, 2017).
	Furthermore, most schools lack funds and as a result, they find it difficult to purchase the audio visual aids. Generally, failure to use audio visual aids in teaching and learning results in lack of interest among the students. This affects the academic performance of the students. In the light of this, this study investigated the influence   of the use of audio visual aids on academic performance of JSS students in English in selected secondary schools in Ilorin west LGA Kwara State.
1.3	Purpose of the Study
	This study set to out to investigate the influence of the use of audio visual aids on academic performance of JSS students in English in selected secondary schools in Ilorin west LGA. Specifically, the study intends:
1. To find out the level of availability of audio – visual instructional materials for teaching English language in secondary school in Ilorin west LGA.
2. To find out the challenges teachers encounter in using audio visual instructional aids
3. To find out the strategies to overcome the challenges facing teachers in using audio – visual aids.
4. To find out the implication of audio – visual aids on students’ academic performance in English.
1.4	Research Questions
	In order to achieve the objectives of this study, the following research questions were raised to guide the investigation;
1. What are the audio-visual aids availability for teaching English in secondary schools in Ilorin West LGA?
2. What are the challenges that English teachers encounter in using audio – visual aids for teaching?
3. What are the strategies used to overcome the challenges encountered by English teachers in using audio – visual aids?
4. What impact does audio – visual aids have on students’ performance in English.
1.5	Research Hypotheses
 Ho1: There is no significant audio – visual aids availability for teaching of English in secondary schools in Ilorin West LGA.
Ho2: There is no significant challenge that English teachers face on the use of audio – visual aids in teaching.
Ho3: There is no significant difference on the strategies to overcome the challenges encountered by English teachers and the use of audio – visual aids.
Ho4: There is no significant implication of audio – visual aids on the students’ performance in English.
1.6	Significance of the Study
	It is expected that finding from this project work could immensely offer valuable insights to the researchers in education, who are likely to use this research work as a reference material, to enable them develop the field of teaching-learning process. The findings of the study will help to properly establish and place audio visual aid in its rightful position within the set-up of the secondary school under research.  It will also help to identify availability and non-availability, use or non-use and in adequacies of audio visual aids in the areas to be covered by this study with a view of alerting the authorities on its implications.
The study would enable the governments to provide adequate facilities, equipment and well equipped libraries to schools. This will go a long way to facilitate teaching and learning in secondary school. To the educational administrators, this study will serve as a guide to design appropriate in service training programmers to update teachers’ skills in knowledge and use of audio – visual aids.
1.7	Scope and Delimitation of the Study
	The study focused mainly to find out the influence of audio – visual aids on academic performance of JSS students’ in English in selected secondary school in Ilorin West LGA. This study will be limited to five secondary schools and two – hundred respondents because of the shortage of time and limited resources.
1.8	Operational Definition of Terms
Audio: Audio means what we hear. Hearing plays an important role in receiving and sending a message effectively. Hearing play an important role in oral – face to face communication.
Visual: A visual is what can be seen. Visual helps one to communicate more effectively.
Performance: The action or process of performing a task or function. The execution of an action.
Academic Performance: Refers to how well a student meets the requirements and expectations of their educational institution.
CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
2.0	Introduction	
This chapter presents a detailed review of relevant literature on the influence of the use of audio visual aids on academic performance of JSS student in English in selected secondary schools in Ilorin West LGA.
	Literature shall be reviewed under the following headings:

2.1	Concept of English Language
	Language is complex in nature, it is the system which is made up of local sounds, and the meaning is used for communication and human interactions. Language is defined as a system of which mediate in a highly complex way between the universes of sounds (Chate, 2016). It has also been referred to as a system of rule which determines the relation of sound to meaning for infinity of sentence for that language. Language is a structure made of local sounds used for interaction. According to Halle, (2019), language is the institution whereby human beings communicate and interact with each other by means of habitually oral auditory symbols. In order word, language can be said to be a means through which a person convey his thoughts and feeling in a way that other people will understand.
	In every nation and continent, there must be a language in use, either a native language (L1). In Nigeria today, English language is our second language (L2). Chomsky and Halle (2016) in a narrow and restricted definition says language is purely human and non- instinctive methods of communicating ideas, emotions, and desires by means of voluntarily produced symbols. Thus, language is viewed as a symbolic vocal system of communication shared by all members of a speech community from infancy and perfected at childhood. The various problems have come to be as a result of poor performance of students in English which has given rise to what is called English language. It is the intention of the researcher to investigate whether gender has an influence on students’ performances of secondary schools students in English.
	The performance of students in English language basis or gender essential part of this study. Admittedly is the fact that women are hyper correct in speech, they (women) also used student words while their male counterparts are course and husky. In recent time, English has been rated as the world most popular language which is characterized by active communication from one continent to another, especially by the indigenous owner of the language without English; there is the possibility that there may not be anything more that elementary formal education in Nigeria. Despite the importance of English language, the performance of students in written, reading and spoken English is not encouraging.
	Obayan, (2016), was of the opinion that genders (sex) have a lot to do with the performance of students in English language. He also said that females tend to be more favorably disposed to the study of English language and other linguistic courses than the male gender. “Douglas (2014) discovered that male children perform better than their female counterparts in the study of science”. Although, gender has been said to be the major determine of the level of proficiency of student in English Language by many scholars and grammarian, but there are several other factors that could undermine the performance of students in English Language such as the background of students, teachers, interest, government and attitude towards academic works. It is very important to emphasis here that the qualification of teachers whose sole responsibility is to teach English Language will enhance good or poor performance of students, government negligence and failure to provide the need teaching aids, has also contributed the poor performance students in English Language. It is the responsibility of the government to provide the necessary instructional materials to help in the teaching of the language to the students of various levels of education. This should be done, so as to covert the influence of the tongue on English.
2.2	Concept of Academic Performance
	Academic performance is defined as individual or self-defining complete performance in the domains of school, sports and work, however, “achievement” is conceptualized by meaning of “competence” which has a substantial impact on emotion and well – being (Dweck and Elliott in Olatunde, (2017). Academic performance is how well an individual has done his cognitive tasks (Aroselin, et, al.. (2014). The authors explain further that it is the general ability of students concerning their offered subjects compared to a specified standard called pass mark. To them, this pass mark was relative and can be arbitrarily defined as 40% or 50%.
According to Aremu Adika, (2021), academic performances refer to the criterion of excellence as well as the attainment of success of a student in his/her school work among his/her classmates. Tomporouski, Philip, Catherine, Patricia et al, (2018) are of the opinion that academic performance is the outcome of education, the extent to which student, teacher or institution had achieved their education goals. They further stress that academic performance is commonly measured be examinations or continuous assessment, but there is no general agreement on how it is best tested or which aspects are most important procedural knowledge such as skills or declarative knowledge such as facts. 
	Academic performance is concerned with the quality and quantity of learning attained in a subject or group of subjects after a long period of instruction. Competence is operative across the life span and it is obvious in all individuals across cultural boundaries (Dweck 2015, Geppert and Halisch, 2018). Majority of researchers found that academic performance involved self-efficacy beliefs, which means perceived self-efficacy in one’s capabilities for the academic domain that contributed independently to academic performance (Pajares and Sehunk, 2013).
	Moreover, firm belief in one’s self efficacy yields the endurance that is exemplified by children’s beliefs which can regulate their own learning. hahraray, Farsinejad, and Asgay, (2019) demonstrate that academic self-efficacy beliefs had a mediating effect on the association between academic achievement and identity styles. On the other hand, Bandura, (2012) define self-efficacy as a cognitive resource that encompasses an individual’s belief or confidence in one’s capability to effectively function in behaviors toward desired goals. The indicators for academic performance include standard test scores, grade point average (GPA) and self-perceived academic performance (Ma, phelps, lerner and lerner, 2014). Vonstumni, Sophie, Hell, Benedict el al, (2017) opine that individual differences influencing academic performance, individual intelligence and personality of student influenced their academic performance.
	They further emphasized that students with higher mental ability grabbed faster than those with low mental ability in the classroom academic performance were being measured. Academic achievement increased the adolescent’s motivation, well-being, and achievement (Eccles and Roeser, 2012). Additionally, lack of academic performance predicts lower self-esteem, motivation and dropping out of school (Ma et al, 2018). Therefore, academic performance refers to the learning outcomes of an individual with the knowledge, skills and ideas acquired ad retained through their course of study within and outside the classroom situation. All students are required to maintain a satisfactory academic record and meet the obligations of the course in which they are enrolled. Failure to do so will be dealt with as the school and its designated boards shall determine. In educational institutions, success is measured by academic performance or how well a student meets standards set out by local government and the institution itself.
2.3	The concept of Audio – Visual Materials
	In Britain and American, the use of audio-visual aids has long been conventionally adopted, but in Nigeria, its use has been relatively new. The meaning of it has not equally been construed or distorted by teachers, students and many other people. Some people regard it as a mere hard ware that is brought into the classroom to “obstruct” the orderly planned lesson in a classroom. Some narrow it down to the use of television alone. On a general term and clearly specified sense, Ogunranti Ihenghe. Babatunde, Akanbi and Egwin, (2017) state that: 
	Audio – visual materials are growing out of audio and visual device, a variety of communication materials which are used to send out message, ideas and experience through the active participation of the eyes and ears. They are scientific and technological means of providing tangible experiences for learners, through visual projection and sound production on the instructional base model and sense. Mc Arthur, (2016) defines the audio-visual materials as the supplementary materials which are used to facilitate learning. These include models, diagrams, and displays as well as recently developed taped-recording devices film and television. It is a combination of oral and vision or a merger of spoken words and related visual aids to affect permanent and relative change in behavior as reflected in sound-image display in television, film-show, video and sponsored talking books.
	The audio – visual aids are likely “weapons” in the hands of a teacher which play important roles in teaching-learning process. They enable teachers to teach more readily.  Obviously children will understand more easily if the teacher uses a model or a picture of something. Then if he/she relies solely on a verbal description of it. Audio – visual aids are educational resources which a teacher employs to facilitate teaching-learning process. These resources are those things that can be manipulated, see, heard or talked about together with the instruments which facilitate such activities. They are channels through which messages information, ideals and knowledge are conveyed and disseminated.
	Ofoefunwa, (2016) stated that audios visual aid is a device or instrument which is carefully and deliberately employed by the teacher in the teaching and learning process to convey meaning and facilitate effective teaching and proper understanding. Chuba, (2014) added that audio visual aids are the educational resources a teacher uses to explain the topic/content to the learners so that they should be able to comprehend the topic. Audio visual aids can also be referred to as those tools, gadgets, devices, equipment or machines as well as necessary human resources which a teacher tends to use to supplement his or her effort and enhances effective learning.
	According to Awuwoleye, (2000), audio visual aids are those material objects that when judiciously utilized, would enhance meaningful learning. They are employed by the teacher to supplement oral explanation and descriptions so as to make the lesson a reality. Audio visual materials when properly used can help to make the message of the teachers more vivid and interesting. They make the participation of the learning in the teaching learning process more fully involved, meaningful and useful. Audio visual aids when used intelligently can provide the most effective kind of teaching learning at all levels of education since certain important aspect of teaching which seems unreal, vague, uninspiring, shadowing and relatively meaningless could be made real and meaningful with audio visual aids. Allen and Bacon (2004) state that audio visual materials provide a wide range of variety of musical and dramatic experiences which carry the stimulus mode of sound and picture to the students.
Moreover, a good teacher tries to use a number of devices to enhance the efficiency and the effectiveness of the teaching and learning. One of such devices is audio-visual aids which both teacher and learners can use to enhance the quality of an instruction. The achievement of the educational objectives depends primarily on the knowledge and proper utilization of audio-visual aids. Onyejemezie, (2019) reveals that audio – visual aids do not achieve any of the attributed values on their own, their usefulness and impact depends on what the teacher makes out of them. This is why it is absolutely necessary for the teachers to have the knowledge and manipulative skills of using these materials to the fullest, for without the teacher using these materials in the teaching learning process, the students may find it extremely hard to learn.
2.3.1	Classification of Audio Visual Aids
The classification of audio – visual aids: Achebe (2016) makes distinction between audio – visual aids as teaching system. Rowtree view is unique. He groups the audio – visual aids as:
i. Manipulative Equipment: they are element and tools of training 
ii. Facilitative System: Any teacher who uses this system has the purpose to help learners cultivate and fulfill expectation of their own.
iii. Operation Value System: In this concept, teaching has to be done in line with the existing culture of a people for over and conformity. Again there is the overlap of meaning and activities of teaching as indoctrinating, conditioning, instructing and training, which are native to the learners. Therefore, audio – visual materials carry them as real life experiences and pass on to the learners as direct experiences.
iv. Education Process: It is a model of teaching. It contains programmes that are full of intellectual activities. The material contains; discussions, commentaries, tutorials, games, simulations and other such activities selected and guided by the teacher in line with the set educational objectives or goals.
v. Entertaining Device: It is specially designed to carry along entertainment in form of music, dances and other lively activities to ward off boredom and conditions of the students to absorb more knowledge. Another form of classification, according to Ayo (2002), presents audio – visual materials as:
1. Electronic devices such as television, computer and tape recorded materials. Television is without doubt one of the most versatile audio – visual materials ever developed. It can be transmitted over a long distance and its signal record and play back instantly and at repeated times. It has the ability to convey events live and has a profound influence upon what the teacher and learners think or do in the future. If offer vitality and newness which attract attention, create interest, and simulate a desire to learn rapidly. Today, the computer is the fastest information processing machine. In developed countries, the micro computer is seen as powerful equipment that is capable of keeping track of individual learners’ learning styles and learning rates.
Essentially, it is useful for direct learning in a classroom without the presence of the teacher. It is seen to as one of today’s educational models into the school. In computer Assisted Instruction, they are the tutorials, stimulation, games, and other practice. There are software packages available in one’s own software package in teaching some school subjects or topics.
Video tape recorder is another form of audio- visual materials. Today, many training establishments and schools do make use of video tapes as well as video cassettes recorders to record lessons and training sessions for latest presentation. Video tape recorders are used effectively in teacher training programmes for micro teaching sessions. It is equipped to dub, play back and edit.
2. Non electrical audio-visual materials such as talking books and Image Sound Association Programmers are easily formed and conveniently produced. They enhance learning and provide similar effect as electronic media.
Generally, audio-visual aids are those materials which brighten up the classroom and bring more variety and interest in the learning or teaching of the English language. They may be electrically operated or not, but in all, they yield effective results and modify behavior of learners positively.


2.4	Impact of Audio Visual Aids on Performance of English Language 
	In teaching and learning of English Language, the use of audio-visual aids proves better instructional aids and according to Mgbodile, (2015), it yields good result. There is a shift from teacher dominated method to child centered method. The teacher becomes a controller and a manipulator of an intellectual and instructional environment. The use of audio visual media makes the teacher to avoid the sort of feelings that there is nothing more to learn and appreciate the fact that a real and competent teacher must go on learning, reading, observing and experimenting until the day the he retires.
	Echetabu, (2018) has the view that audio-visual aids stimulate children to those understand learning packages in a relatively short time. Children learn more as they interact with persons, objects, materials, ideals and ideal environment. Audio visual aids specifically made instructional aids which are powerfully meant for education as well as giving information and entertainment. Rowtree, (2014) sums up the value of audio-visual aids as:
(1) Materials that fill such gaps which are created by the use of traditional teaching methods, where teachers sparingly use the instructional materials.
(2) Audio-visual materials help people to share expert knowledge, which reaches a lot of people simultaneously.
(3) They are very good aids for the preservation of records and documents.
(4) They enrich learning and teaching.
(5) They allow students to learn at their own rate.
(6) They encourage integration in individuals and group learning.
(7) They contain recorded voice of the original speakers, which gives added advantages for effective learning and getting it from the source.
2.5	Selection of Audio Visual Aids for Effective Teaching and Learning 
	It is worth of note that through effective communication, better teaching and faster learning can only be facilitated on guaranteed by careful selection and skillful utilization of appropriate audio visual materials by the users. For an audio visual aid to serve its intended purpose, it must be relevant to the lesson for which it is being used. It should be simple, easily manipulated and understood by the learners. The teachers should select the aids that are related to the topics about to the taught. Gbefwi, (2016) gave the following guidelines for selecting appropriate audio visual aids for teaching:
The Must Educate: The purpose of audio visual aids should be to inform and educate and not to amuse or entertain. Some of the teachers go into the classroom with many educational aids without proper use of them; instead they keep them in front of the classroom without referring to them at the appropriate times. So teachers make provision for when and how to use the aids which they intend to use.
Legibility: If an audio visual aid is to be selected for use in teaching, an important factor to be considered is the case with which the students can see the aid. For example, if a diagram showing part of a heart is used to illustrate a topic, it is only sensible for the diagram and the labeling to be as bold as possible. This is necessary so that students sitting at the back of the class can see without straining their eyes.
Audibility: The aid should be audible, that is, they should be easily heard by all the students in the class. For example, if a taped or recorded educational programme is to be used, the recording should be well done to produce good output, where there is no electricity, good batteries, should be used so that sounds produced can be distinct and clear.
Attractiveness: One of the role of educational aid is to stimulate and sustain student’s interest in the lesson, therefore, whatever aids you select for, must be attractive and carefully arranged. A well-drawn and neatly labeled diagram is likely to be more attractive and carefully arranged. A well-drawn and nearly labeled diagram is likely to be more attractive than a mutilated one.
Easy Usage: Before you choose to use a given aid, you must ensure that you can manipulate it with ease. It becomes ridiculous and embarrassing if you come to class with equipment which you cannot operate. Today, there are numerous electronic media or resources which are being used to improve teaching and learning. They include film projector, computer, radio cassette recorder, television etc. some of them demand little technical skill to manipulate. The case with which you can use a given aid should always guide your selection. The material should be flexible, easy to store, retrieve and maintain. 
Availability: One thing is to conceive of a very important and efficient aid and another is for it to be readily available. Availability here includes locating the aids and their prices. Those to be selected should be what the school can afford. It is however, more appropriate to make use of simple and cheap materials so that the teacher can improvise some of them when the school cannot afford them.
Durability: When audio visual aids are used to illustrate or demonstrate teaching, they are supposed to be kept or preserved for some time. At times, students may want to demonstrate the use of such aids at the end of lesson. In fact, the lesson period may be too short for the students to fully appreciate the meaning of the materials. As soon as the lesson ends, they try to pay more attention to the study of the diagram, specimen and object. Therefore, the aid to be selected should be such that is durable and capable of being preserved for fairly long time. Besides, other teachers may want to make use of aids such as maps, specimens, objects and equipment in their lessons.
2.6	Review of Related Empirical Studies
	Adeniran, (2016) in his study “Improvisation and Utilization of Audio Visual Aids and Students Achievements and Attitude in Ekiti State Secondary Schools”, had a sample of 230 teachers. Survey method was used. Questionnaire was instrument for data collection. The study revealed that only 9.83% of teachers produce audio visual aids, 25.6% teachers utilize audio visual aids in tending and learning. 65% of the teachers do not improve nor utilize audio visual aids in teaching and learning. The percentages of teachers that improvise and utilize audio visual aids seem to be low to facilitate effective teaching and learning in our schools. The use of improvised audio visual aids has not really enhanced better performance of both male and female students, neither has the effective domain (interest and attitude) of the students been geared towards learning. 
The low percentage indices on how frequent the teachers produced audio visual aids for teaching their subjects showed that most teachers had little or no interest in improvisation; they probably lack the ingenuity and creativity needed to produce and utilize teaching tools. It was recommended that seminars and workshops on improvisation, utilization and maintenance of audio visual aids should be organized for the teachers and students.
Nworgu, (2018) carried out a descriptive study on audio visual aids challenges for teaching and learning in Nigeria among secondary school teachers. A questionnaire was used to collect data on the challenges that secondary school teachers encounter while using audio visual aids. He noted that teaching staff of private secondary schools in Nigeria were favorably disposed to the use of the computer. Most of them are familiar with the use of audio visual aids, but they lack enthusiasm towards integrating audio visual aids into teaching and learning. Secondary schools lack adequate facilities to implement the integration of audio visual aids into teaching and learning process. 
Teaching staff and students of the secondary schools are not adequately prepared for the use of audio visual aids in teaching and learning. Secondary schools lack adequate funds to effectively finance audio – visual aids services, though large number of teaching staff use internet services, they are yet to have internet access in their personal offices he concluded. It was recommended that funds should be provided by the government for the purchase of audio visual aids. The school authorities should enhance the performance of the teachers by providing audio visual aids for them in teaching.
Akintayo, (2014) conducted a study on, “Effects of Audio Visual Aids on the Academic Performance of Secondary School Students in History in Nigeria”. This study was carried out to find out the effects of audio visual aids on the academic achievement of secondary school students in History.  For the purpose of the study, data were collected from fifty – five form IV history students, eleven History teachers and seven Principals in eleven selected secondary schools in Ogbomoso North and Central Local Government Areas of Oyo State. Teachers and students in the sampled schools were administered an investigator – constructed questionnaire. History achievement test was also administered on the students in the selected schools. The research design was descriptive survey research.
Findings from the study include the following; textbook (70%), still picture (62%), posters (58%) and articulated skeleton (56%) were available for teaching and learning in the selected schools, while computers (20%), power points (18%) and radio (10%) were not readily available to the respondents. Students’ questionnaires were collected but not analyzed, they were used to ascertain the sincerity of the teachers in filling the questionnaires.
Furthermore, the results revealed that schools with adequate teacher quality and material resources in History showed superiority in achievements on the History test than schools without adequate teacher quality and material resources. In regard to teachers qualifications: 10% of teachers have Ph.D, 30% of teachers have M.Ed, 50% of teachers have B.Sc degrees, few of the teachers (10%) have HND certificates. It is assured in this study that university graduates without teaching qualification cannot teach effectively and efficiently as university graduates with teaching qualifications. On the basis of the findings f this study, it was recommended that one way to improve the achievement of students in history and other subjects is to provide more qualified teachers in the secondary schools to teach different subjects including History. Another way is to increase the provision of adequate audio – visual aids for the teaching of History and other subjects. Teachers were advised to always attend workshops and seminars to make them to be abreast of the current development in teaching and learning.
2.7	Summary of Literature Review
	The proper use of audio visual aids is very essential in the teaching learning process because it makes for efficiency of the process by facilitating instructional activities and creating impact. This chapter reviewed the concept of academic performance, concept of audio – visual aids, the importance of audio – visual aids, classification of audio – visual aids, the impact of audio – visual aids on performance of students in English language, the theoretical reviewed and empirical was also discussed.
	From the above views, it is clear that instructional materials (Audio – visual materials) are essential for effective teaching of English language and should be made adequately available in all schools. To help teachers become better teachers, most schools in developed countries are provided with a variety of instructional materials and equipment. However, this is not the case with developing countries like Nigeria. Most secondary schools in Nigeria lack instructional materials (Audio – visual materials) and in places where there are, they are underutilized. Therefore, this study seeks to ascertain the Impact of Audio – Visual Aids on Academic Performance in English Language of Secondary School Students in Ilorin Metropolis, Kwara State.



















CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter presents the research design, population for the study, instrument for data collection, instrument validity and reliability, procedure for data collection and analysis. 
3.1	Research Design 
Descriptive cross – section survey design was used for this study. The descriptive survey designs are mainly concerned with describing events as they are, without any manipulation being involved. This design is used for studies which aim at collecting data and describing the data in a systematic manner and the characteristic feature or facts about a given population (Nwngu, 2016). This design was used for the study on implication of audio visual instructional materials in English language of secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. 
3.2	Population
The population of the study comprised of all secondary school teachers and students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
3.3	Sample and sampling Techniques
Simple random sampling techniques will be adopted in selecting 20 teachers and 180 students from five (5) selected secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis of Kwara State. Thirty six students will be selected each from the five secondary schools selected in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.. Likewise, this method was also used to select four (4) teachers each in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The total sample for this study is two hundred (200) respondents.
3.4	Research Instrument
The instrument used for data collection was the research developed questionnaire on influence of audio visual aids. The instrument has two sections; A and B. Section A comprised of the respondents’ demographic data while section B contained items designed to generate data to address the research objectives and hypotheses. Items in section B were presented on a rating scale ranging from strongly agree (4) to strongly disagree (1). There were four subscales namely, availability of audio visual aids, challenges in the use of audio visual aids, strategies to improve the use of aids and impact of audio – visual materials on students’ academic achievement. The questionnaire was drawn strictly based on literature search on audio visual aids. 
3.5	Validity of the Instrument  
The questionnaire was submitted to the project supervisor and two expects in the department of English language, Kwara State College of Education, Ilorin for face and content validity. All their inputs and modifications were affected before the final draft was approved. 
3.6	Reliability of the Instrument
In order to establish the reliability of the instrument, a pilot test was carried out. The questionnaire was administered twice to both teachers and students outside the selected sample in the five schools selected in Ilorin metropolis. The respondents of the two administration were similar confirming it reliability. Split half method was employed to determine the internal consistency and reliability of the instrument using person product movement-correlation formula and it yielded correlation coefficient of 0.82 which was quite high. The instrument was therefore considered reliable. 
3.7	Administration of the Instrument
A research assistant was trained on the objectives of the study and how to conduct a research. Prior to data collection, initial visits were made to each school by the research. These visits provided a form for introduction and establishment of rapport between the researcher, the research assistant, the principals, the teachers and students. With the help of the research assistant, the researcher obtained informed consent from the teachers who meet the inclusion criteria before the instrument was administered to them. The filled questionnaires were retrieved after the respondents filled them. Data collection exercise lasted for three days.
3.8	Method of Data Analysis
Responses from the questionnaire were analyzed using the descriptive statistics of frequency counts and percentage, mean and average weighted response (AWR). Descriptive statistics of frequency counts and percentage, were used in analyzing demographic variables and mean response for research questions while the inferential statistics of chi – square was also used to test the stated hypothesis at 0.05 level of significance. Hence, responses that have a percentage score of 50% and above were rated positive (available) while percentage score below 50% were rated negative (not available). Therefore, any item of mean score which is 2.5 and above were agree by the research as positive influencing the questionnaire items, while any point that is below 2.5 were disagreed by the research as negative data were presented in tables.

CHAPTER FOUR
DATA PRESENTATION AND ANALYSIS

This chapter presents the demographic information of respondents, presentation of results and discussion of findings.

Table 4 above shows that 70% of the respondents agreed that one of the challenges they encounter using audio – visual materials for teaching was that it consumes a lot of time when used while 30% disagreed. 79% agreed that the challenges was due to lack of fund to provide and maintain the aid while 21% disagreed. 61% agreed that the challenges happened because they lack interest and awareness on the part of school authority, while 39% disagreed. Furte, the result schools that 75% agreed that the challenge encountered in using audio visual materials was because of non – availability of audio visual aids while 25% disagreed. 65% agreed that the challenges encountered was due to mobility of some teachers to improvide the audio – visual aids. 67% agreed that it was because of illegibility of some audio – visual aids and lack of storage facilities while 33% disagreed respectively.

Based on the findings, the result shows that the respondents agreed that the strategies to overcome the challenges encountered by English language teachers in using audio – visual materials, government should provide fund for the purchasing of audio – visual aids, school authority should help in the provision of audio – visual aids, teachers should make sure that every students is allowed to see or touch the audio visual aids. Further, the result also show that 79% agree that the solution to the challenges encountered is for the qualified teachers who are expect in using audio – visual materials should teach others on how handle the audio – visual aids while 21% disagree. Also, supervises should supervise the teachers in the classroom make sure they make use of audio – visual aids. Teachers and students should be encouraged to improvise audio – visual aids and repair and place damaged tools. Educational media should be encouraged and made possible. These are all the strategies that can be used to overcome the challenges encountered by English language teachers in using audio – visual instructional materials.
Research question four: what impact does audio – visual materials have on students’ academic performance in English language.

Table 6 above show that 85% agreed that audio – visual aids are used to capture and retain the interest of the learners while 15% disagreed. 71% agreed that audio - visual aids are used to keep the learner buys and active, thus increasing their participation in the lesson while 29% disagreed. 65% agreed that they concretize the abstract concepts and make thus more meaning; 35% disagreed. 
Further, it was also revealed that 84% agreed that they save the time and energy of the teacher and students while 16% disagreed. 75% agreed that the use of audio – visual aids helps the students to see feel and touch what he is being taught. Lastly, 85%b agreed that audio – visual materials improve teaching – learning process while 15% disagreed.

Therefore, the hypothesis which stated that there is no significant difference between the strategies use to overcome the challenges faced by English teachers and the use of audio – visual materials is rejected.
This implies that there is significant difference between the strategies use to overcome the challenges faced by English teachers and the use of audio – visual materials.
Hypothesis four: There is no significant impact of audio – visual instructional materials and students academic performance in English language.
Table 10: chi – square result on the significant impact of audio – visual instructional materials and students academic performance in English language. The finding of results show that the calculated x2 value of 345 is above the critical x2 value of 25.00 at 0.05 significance level.
Therefore, the hypothesis which stated that there is no significant impact of audio – visual instruction materials and students academic performance in English language is hereby rejected. This implies that there is significant impact of audio – visual materials and student’s academic performance in English language. 
4.2	Discussion of Findings
	Based on the significant impact on the availability of audio – visual instructional materials in teaching of English language in secondary schools, the results shows that there is significant impact on the availability of audio – visual instructional materials in teaching of English language in secondary. This result was in agreement with the study of Ofoefuna (2006) who stated that audio – visual aid is a device or instrument which is carefully and deliberately employed by the teacher in the teaching and learning process to convey meaning and facilitate effective teaching and proper understanding. 
	Base on the significant impact on the challenges that English teachers face and the use of audio – visual materials in teaching. The results show that there is significant impact on the challenges that English teachers face and the use of audio – visual materials in teaching. This was in agreement with the study of Nworgu (2006) who camed out a descriptive survey on audio – visual aids challenges for teaching and learning in Nigeria among secondary school teachers. The results of his findings revealed that lack of audio – visual aids and also lack of enthusiasm towards integrating audio – visuals aids into teaching and learning has great impact on teaching and learning.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
This chapter presents the summary, conclusion, recommendations, limitations of study and suggestion for further study.
5.1	Summary
	The study is designed to examine the impact of audio – visual materials on the academic performance in English language of secondary school students in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State. Four research questions and hypothesis were raised for this study. The population of the study comprised of all secondary school teachers and students in Ilorin metropolis, Kwara State. Simple random sampling technique was adopted in selecting 20 teachers and 180 students from the selected secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis, Kwara State. The instrument used for this study was questionnaire, it was analyzed using descriptive statistics of frequency counts and percentages, mean and average weighted respose while chi – square was used for testing the four hypotheses at 0.05 significant level. 
	Based on the findings, the results show that the four hypotheses were rejected. 
This shows that;
i. There is significant impact on the availability of audio – visual instructional materials in teaching of English language in secondary school in Ilorin Metropolis, Kwara State.
ii. There is significant impact on the challenge that English teachers face and the use of audio – visual materials in teaching.
iii. There is significant impact of challenges of teachers and the use of audio – visual materials.
iv. There is significant impact of audio – visual instructional materials and students academic performance in English language.
5.2	CONCLUSION
Within the limit of the findings of this investigation, the following conclusions were made: students exposed to the usage of audio – visual aids achieved better academically. If the challenges faced by the English teachers in using audio – visual materials for teaching is tackled, it will improve English teachers teaching ability. Further, the use of audio – visual aids therefore, has the potentials of enhancing the academic performance of students in English language, the usage of instructional materials must be given top priority.
5.3	RECOMMENDATIONS
	Based on the findings of the study, the following recommendations were made:
· Curriculum planners should encourage the use of audio – visual materials by including them in the educational syllabus of all levels of education.
· State school management Boards should ensure adequate finding of libraries and audio – visual aids in schools. 
· Students and teachers should actively involved in the improvisation and utilization of audio – visual resources when necessary. 
· English language teachers should therefore, be encouraged to use audio – visual technology instructional packages to teach abstract and difficult concepts, to enhance easy retention and high improved academic performance by students.
· Workshop/seminars should be organized for English language teachers on the effective use of audio – visual aids in dissemination of knowledge.
· Government should make audio – visual aids and instructional packages readily available for teachers.
