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ABSTRACT
     This study focuses on the influence of socio-economic background on academic performance of students in tertiary institutions in Kwara Stat, a case study of Kwara State College of Education Ilorin. The questionnaire was used to sample the opinions of one hundred (100) respondents from five different departments in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin. Twenty (20) from each five(5) departments selected. A structured questionnaire was designed as the instrument for data collection, Statistical method was used for the analysis of the research questions. The study revealed that parents’ monthly income and parents’ academic qualification influenced pupils’ academic resilience, parents’ occupation and parents’ marital status did not influence pupils’ academic resilience. The study also recommends that the government should sensitize families on need and importance of supporting their students’ education for better academic achievement. Also school principals, homeroom teachers and education supervisors should advise families on how to properly use their resources on sup porting their students’ academic achievement in any level of education.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
Students’ academic performance in Nigeria schools is in a very poor state especially in the core science subjects. A lot of research has been carried out on why this dismal outing of science students in both internal and external examinations. The poor academic performance has been blamed on inappropriate teaching methods, abstract nature of science subjects, lack of laboratory, lack of instructional materials , attitudes of teachers and teachers, classroom environment school type and school  location ( (Nja, & Kalu, (2023).
Economics is a nascent science. An area, whose fundamental emphasis lies in helping to determine the optimal market structure for transaction of goods and services. Markets are an integral part of economy today and determine the growth trajectory of countries. A sound training in economics in tertiary institution helps students to gauge the prospects of businesses, economies and countries in today’s highly integrated global order. Not a facet in our daily lives remains untouched by Economics. A good understanding of the subject comes extremely handy in understanding both the human behavior and the right incentive structure to generate positive outcomes for societies. It is an area of study meant for those, who wish to explore the nuances of the world around them. An urge to question, even the obvious, lies at the heart of the subject matter of Economics, and such an approach often at times, throws open many exciting insights. A primary difference between Economics and Natural Sciences is the fact that Economists do not have the luxury to examine their hunches and intuitions in a controlled laboratory environment before they can be applied in the real world. And, it is this uncertainty in the subject which makes it so exciting. Practically none can claim to have found a theory or belief which is universal and perpetual. The subject is being constantly galvanized with gradual evolution of modern societies and market structures. New theories and new ways to explain how businesses, governments and economy work is constantly churning out.
The nature of the relationship between Socio-economic background and student academic performance has been debated for decades with the most influential arguments appearing in equality of educational opportunities (Rothman, 2020). Socio -economic background is any measure which attempt to classify individuals, house-hold or families in terms of indications such as occupation, family size, income, education, among other in relation to their interaction in the society (John, 2020). Socio economic background is key to a students’ life, within and outside of school, is the most important influence on student learning and includes factors such as two-parent versus single-parent households, divorce, parenting practices and aspirations, maternal characteristics, family size, and neighborhood (Majoribanks, 2022). The environment at home is a primary socialization agent and influences a child’s interest in school and aspirations for the future.  The socio-economic background (SES) of a child is most commonly determined by combining parents’ educational level, occupational background, and income level (Jeynes, 2022). Studies have repeatedly found that the socio-economic background (SES) affects student outcomes (Eamon, 2019). 
Students who have a low socio-economic background earn lower test scores and are more likely to drop out of school (Eamon 2019, Hochschild 2023). It is believed that low socio-economic background negatively affects academic achievement because it prevents access to vital resources and creates additional stress at home (Eamon 2019; Majoribanks 2022). The economic hardships that are caused by low the socio-economic background lead to disruptions in parenting, an increasing amount of family conflicts, and an increased likelihood of depression in parents and single-parent households (Eamon 2021). For these reasons socio-economic background is closely tied to home environment and one could argue that socio-economic background (dictates the quality of home life for children. 
Students from low socio-economic background are at a disadvantage in schools because they lack an academic home environment, while influencing their academic success at school. It is actually what goes on in the family (family income) that predicts students’ achievement (Rothman, 2020). Isanghedighi, (2020) maintained that the children from rural areas have poor communication due to language pattern. According to him, children whose parents are of low socio-economic are made to engage in petty trading in order to earn income with which to pay fees and buy books while the high socio-economic parents encourage their children to have extra coaching after school period. In order words, when children are poorly catered for and deprived of the basis learning resources such as pens, pencils, books, such children are very likely to achieve poorly in school work. Students with low socio-economic background struggle with time-management issues due to balancing many different areas of life on their own. 
Parents are less involved with their children and therefore give less encouragement and have lower expectations of their children than students with high socio-economic background (Majoribanks 2022). Parental involvement in school has been linked to both positive and negative influences on academic achievement (Domina 2019). Explanations for this discrepancy are not conclusive. It is thought that the type of involvement may make a difference and that in some cases parents become involved after their child has already had academic difficulties. According to Mashile, (2019), variables like parenting styles, parental support and encouragement for child’s schooling and intellectual stimulation play a major role in the achievement of all students in learning. Family's socio-economic background is based on family income, parental education level, parental occupation, and social background in the community such as contacts within the community, group associations, and the community's academic performance of the family, Families with high socioeconomic background often have more success in preparing their young children for school because they typically have access to a wide range of resources to promote and support young children's development. They are able to provide their young children with high-quality child care, books, and toys to encourage children in various learning activities at home. Also, they have easy access to information regarding their children's health, as well as social, emotional, and cognitive development. In addition, families with high socioeconomic background often seek out information to help them better prepare their young children for school. Thus, socio-economic background of the students is the major key factors that affect academic achievement. 
Statement of the problem 	
The problem of low socio-economic background and students poor academic performance is obvious and common in the society today as well as daily experiences especially in a country like Nigeria. There is a significant effect of socioeconomic background on students’ academic performance in economics in tertiary institution in tertiary institution. The segregating nature of social class, ethnicity may well reduce the variety of enriching experiences thought to be prerequisite for creating readiness to learn among children. Social class, ethnicity, dictate neighbourhood, housing, and access to resources that affect enrichment or deprivation as well as the acquisition of specific value systems. Across all socioeconomic groups; parents face major challenges when it comes to providing optimal care and education for their children. For families in poverty these challenges can be formidable. Sometimes, when basic necessities are lacking, parents would place top priority on housing, food, clothing, and health care. Educational toys, games, and books may appear to be luxuries, and parents may not have the time, energy, or knowledge to find innovative and less-expensive ways to foster children's education. 
Families with low socioeconomic background often lack the financial, social, and educational supports that characterize families with high socioeconomic background. Poor families also may have inadequate or limited access to community resources that promote and support children's development and school readiness. Parents may have inadequate skills for such activities as reading to and with their children, and they may lack information about childhood immunizations and nutrition. Having inadequate resources and limited access to available resources can negatively affect families' decisions regarding their young children's development and learning. As a result, children from families with low socioeconomic background are at greater risk of entering kindergarten unprepared than their peers from families with median or high socioeconomic background. It is no wonder that in communities today, child maltreatment has become a common practice of most caregivers and an agony to children who fall victims of such acts. 
It is sad that researches carried out in this subject matter with suitable recommendations being made have not or are yet to be implemented by the Nigerian government to completely address this issue. This is a serious matter of concern even in the education sector owing to its negative impact and implications on child’s academic pursuit, performances and the economy at large. 


Purpose of the Study 
The main purpose of this study socio economic background and academic performance of economics student in tertiary institutions in Kwara State. The study specifically attempted to: 
· Examine the influence of parental income on academic performance of students  in economics in tertiary institution. 
· Determine the influence of family size on academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution 
· Ascertain the influence of parental occupation on academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution 
· Examine the influence of parental educational background on academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution
Research Questions 
The following research questions were formulated to guide the study: 
· To what extent does parental income influence academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution? 
· To what extent does family size influence academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution in tertiary? 
· Does parental occupation influence academic performance of student in economics in tertiary institution? 
· How does parental educational background influence academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution? 
Research Hypotheses 
The following hypotheses will be tested: 
H01: There is no significant influence of parental income on academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution. 
H02: There is no significant influence of family size on academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution 
H03: There is no significant influence of parental occupation on academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution
H03: There is no significant influence of parental educational background  on academic performance of students in economics in tertiary institution
Scope of the Study
The study was limited to tertiary institution economics students Kwara State. Students’ socio-economic background examine include parental income, family size, parental occupation and parental educational background while the dependent variable is academic performance of students in economics.
Significance of the study 
The importance of this study cannot be overemphasized. It is hoped that the result yielded by this study could be potentially useful to the, parents, teachers, churches, Educators and the administrators, Education policy makers and government and those who may conduct further related research study. 
Parents that form an aspect of the home or family socio–economic background, will become fully alert of the roles that the family should play in order to help the child perform better in academics and other fact of life. Teacher and educators in particular will be properly guided in what they are expected from students of different socio economic background and how to enhance their academic performance. 
Education policy makers may through the work see necessities to enact policies that will bring about enhanced students academic performance. Policies will also be put in place for time to time monitoring and evaluation of the implementation of such policies.  Children suffer a lot in their quest for sustenance and survival. It is hope that the study will draw the attention of appropriate authorities, government towards the enactment of stringent measures to curb children poor performance, by introduction of free education to citizen. 
Definition of Terms 
Socio-economic background: Socio economic background is determined by combining parents’ educational level, occupational status, and income level and family size. 
Academic performance: This refers to the scores obtained by students at the end of an examination or test assignment. It is the students’ attainment of academic score in Biology examinations 
Tertiary Institution: means any institution that provide post school education on a full time, part-time or instant basic.
Social Status: This is the position into which a person is placed in the society either due to such person economic or politic or power or because of the prestige accorded him  or her in the society.
Economic Status: This is the distinction in the economic status of a persons in the societies, his position economically in terms of wealth and other materials which can distinguish in the society such as employment and ownership of house and other economic opportunities.
Educational Status: The academic qualification obtained or attained by a person.
Social class: This implies the grouping or classification of people according to their social states which is determined by occupation, income, family history and level of education.
Parents: It simply refers to ones father or mother and even guidance one who shoulders the student’s responsibilities.

Economic Background of Parent and its Influence on the Academic Performance of Student
	Adio, (2020) found in his practicum exercise in one of the selected Secondary Schools that a students was unable to cope with his/her academic activities because the parents would not provide her with all the necessary materials. And that the lady has always becoming late to the class, because she has to wake up early in the morning, help the mother before coming to class or the school. 
	The parent of high economic status provide more simulating environment than the low economic status, Obayan, (2019) on parental encouragement in school education noted that parent of high economic status show more concern over their children on the subjects in which they perform poorly or employ part-time teacher for them.
Status Provide Educational Facilities: the children are provided necessary facilities which will enhance easy and smooth teaching and learning educational facilities such as textbooks, lesson notes, writing materials, which are necessary for their children, all these will enable them to perform well in their academic because they will be able to make use of them to improve their knowledge compared to the low economic status parents, they are not opportune to provide all these facilities to their children which may hinder their academic performance.
Payment of school fees and other fees: parent of high economic status have the opportunity to send their children to private owned schools and pay high or exorbitant school fees. They pay the fees promptly so that the children could be able to acquire the necessary skill and knowledge to improve their academic performance. Unlike the low economic status parent who are unable to pay high school fees and therefore take their children to public schools where they will not be able to learn necessary skills knowledge. High economic status parent also pay extra lessons for fees for coaching classes or part time lessons, their children in other to improve their knowledge while parent of low economic status may not be able to afford the appointment of the part time teachers therefore the high economic status to give more parental help and better motivation to their children than those of low economic statues. Ogunyode, (2020) point out that economic status of parent can determine the degree of motivation that a parent can give to student which in turn affect the academic performance of the student.
Provision of Moral Behavior to their Children: parent of high economic status help to give children necessary moral behavior such as giving them prevention from examination malpractice because they provide them with essential and necessary educational facilities. Extra moral classes which will improve their knowledge and prevent them from examination malpractice truthfulness, guidance, kindness and courage. Moral education, it serves as an internal control of examination malpractice because it enables them develops conscience requires to resist the temptation to engage in cheating in order to pass examination.
Provision of Guidance and Counseling Service: Abdulkareem, (2019) said until now in Nigeria wrong minds are changed with responsibilities of guidance and counseling n school or by parent because many student that behave anti-socially need proper guidance but such guidance is not provided further social behavior this increasing the rate of failure in our school.
	Parent contribution to academic performance Sampson, (2019) also emphasized on his own part on parent influence on the part of the students which is greater than child by the willingness of children to satisfy their parent rather than their peer group. Oguntade, (2023), in his comparative study in family environment and education attainment of some school children in Western Nigeria.
	Data, (2019) says one way to which the family on the environment with which it associated on the education of child is through the environment with which it is associated, it is true that some of the correlated of a poor environment may be found even well to do parent but life condition of these general poor, who do mixed by a careful observes. There are factor constraints, children of such parent are better than other to be born in a crowded home, after lacking normal amenities such as electricity and running water or even a toilet, the home are in case poorly furnished and have very little to offer adequate comfort or protection against the extreme of climates.


Concept of Academic Performance 
	Academic performance is a phase that can be equaled with the provision of what is best and qualitative in the process and procedure for imparting and receiving education.
	Farting, (2020) asserted that the excellence possess among selected range of superior activities and optional standard which he believes could be achieved.
	We are able to offer quality of most student in the most productive and economic form while utilizing both the sustentative and procedure dimension of demarcation population. The pursuit of excellence in education is good academic performance in education is an indication of the high degree and the urgent rate at which reform are needed in our public school, it is a call that should direct our attention to the consideration of the quality of teacher, facilities administration inspection of the aim for which these institution are established.
	It was in consideration of these issues that Usar, (2018) emphasized the indispensability of well qualified and professional trained academic staff in the realization of the objective of any education system no matter the setting, they are found in the classrooms, offices of principals or at the inspectorate division, teacher should be the carriers of the sign post of academic excellence.
	Fafunwa, (2018) and Usar, (2018) the national policy summarized it all by emphasized that no education system can rise above the quality of the teacher, the importance of facilities the quality of education that our children depends on physical facilities and over all atmosphere in which this learning takes place is the need to prelude high caliber of staff and facilities, it is therefore the intention of the researcher to find out the extend to which these human and material resources are adequately provided to student in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, this will enable us to determine whether the problem in our Secondary School would be attributed to them, this researcher is timely as it claimed are exposing the problem that have so far prevented the state Secondary School from the pursue of excellence which his believed to be responsible for the inability of student to receive and give adequate preparation for admission into higher institution.
	Ezewu, (2020) was of the review that parent value education indifferent ways and this affect how they encouraged their children in school, he further noted that in higher economic status home, children are courage to make up early prepare for school but in law economy status home children are not motivated to get early to school as other home activities are valued more to them than schooling.
	Afijiegbu, (2020) asserted in her study on effect of English Language noted that in home where the parent are educated, English is often spoken and the parent are in the position to correct the reading materials. Afijiegbu, (2020) concluded that the higher the education of parents, the higher the academic performance of their children in English language which forms the basis for learning and understanding of other subjects, that would later have effect on the academic performance of students.
	Afijiegbu, (2020) criticized that intellectual environment provided by their parent helps student the pattern of motivation which parents gives to a child. The parental background of the student as well as the types of discipline given to student affects the student academic performance.
Concept of Parent
	Parent is a specialized agency for providing the affection that helps to ensure emotional stability needed if a student is to manage his life successfully. The parent is of  fundamental importance for the functions. It performs in the procreation and rearing of children and anything which threatens to undermine that stability, is clearly a serious problem for society as a whole, 
	According to Ladies, (2020) there are four types of families:
Monogamous family: One marries to one wife at the same time
Polygamous family: This is a situation whereby a man marries to many wives at the same time.
Polyandry family: One woman married to many men at the same time.
Group marriages: Plural men married to plural many women, at these forms of families in Nigeria traditional practice, monogamy and polygamy as the only forms of acceptable partnership child which children may be brought up which are as follows:
Nuclear family: Mother and father living together within their children but separately from family members. They may be married or cohabiting.
Extended family: Family member living together and sharing the care of other members of another family. It is also family that consist of father, mother, children, uncles, cousins and other relatives.
One parent family: This is single parent taking care of children either through choice or other reason for example through death of a partner, divorce or separation.
Nomadic family: This is the parent that does not have permanent home and travel from one place to another with children e.g Gypsies and travelers influence the academic performance of student.
Adoptive families: Children may live with another parent or foster parent.
Homosexual family: Homosexual couple taking care of children who could be gays or lesbians, it can affect academic performance of the children or students.


Theoretical Background of the Study 
Family System Theory by Dr. Murray Bowen
	Family systems theory was propounded by Murray Bowen, (2010). Family systems theory is regarded as general theory of psychology of interrelatedness of socio-economic status within the context of the family. According to Bowen, (2010), many situations that take place within families lead to strong emotional stressors.  These stressors are risk factors for the occurrence of abuse and should be resolved as soon as possible. Families that experience some of these severe life stressors such as severe or enduring illnesses, unemployment, financial problems, and relational problems within the family unit, usually have a higher rate of child abuse where most of their children may drop out from schools as the results of financial stressed than families without such stressors (Crosson-Towner, 2021).
	Family System Theory is relevant to this study as it reveals some of socio-economic variables experience in families especially such that reduces the level of care from parents to children that may result to students’ poor academic performance in schools.  Parents with low socio-economic status may to some extent exposed their children to harsh environment and labour in quest to provide support to the family. In order words, when children are poorly catered for and deprived of the basis learning resources such as pens, pencils, books, such children are very likely to achieve poorly in school work.
	Families with high socio-economic background are able to provide their children with high-quality child care, books, and toys to encourage children in various learning activities at home. Also, they have easy access to information regarding their children's health, as well as social, emotional, and cognitive development. In addition, families with high socioeconomic status often seek out information to help them better prepare their young children for school. 
Social Support Theory by S. Cohen & L. Syme (2018)
	Social support theory was propounded by Cohen and Syme, (2018). According to this theory, social isolation is a significant risk factor, whether it is within the community, extended family, or immediate family. A helpful social support network is a fundamental resource for family members –both for parents dealing with many stressors as well as for the children in the stressful and abuse environment. Without intervention and treatment, children from low socio-economic background within the family system can likely develop some social and psychological risk factors of child abuse that carry on to adulthood which may likely affect their academic achievement (Crosson-Towner, 2021).
	Social support theory is relevant to this study by revealing some reasons behind child abuse with particular reference to family socio-economic background. The theory holds that, parenting challenges and a lack of support can compel parents to expose their children to hard labour in quest for provision of daily bread. This invariably affects the chances of children in such families going to school. When there no money to take care of family responsibilities, parents from low socio-economic background engaged their children in selling or hawking at early morning before going to schools which resulting to lateness, inability to comprehend lessons due to stresses undergone earlier before coming to school; all these, yielding academic backwardness for the child. Students with low socio-economic status often struggle with time-management issues due to balancing many different areas of life on their own. Parents are less involved with their children and therefore give less encouragement and have lower expectations of their children than students with high socio-economic status (Majoribanks, 2022)
Parental Income and Academic Performance in Tertiary institution
	Income is the money received by the citizenry over a certain period from government or its agencies especially as payment for work or as interest on investment. It is also refer to as the monetary accumulation by an individual; it may be salaries and wages of the employees and the earnings and profit of self-employed (Alken, Banbram, 2022). Parental income permit parent to assure their students schooling, buy their school uniform and books, provide them with adequate equipment to facilitate their education (Ibok, 2019). According to Uche, (2014), children from parent with adequate income are likely to be provided with high quality education from the nursery up the university land. Given this opportunity, it is likely that such student will be less delinquent than their counterpart from poorer homes.
	The family is the first environment the child come into conduct with. Parental income significantly influence students academic performance. Similarly Nelson, (2022) conducted a study on socio-economic status and students’ academic performance in tertiary institutions in Kwara state. The results obtained amongst others, revealed that there is a significant influence of parental income level on students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution.  Parents of high socio-economic status are able to provide the necessary incentives for their students learning, with higher level of income, they are able to provide better nourishment for the family. Parents with high income level are able to provide better nourishment for the family which is crucial for brain development (Chomitie, Change, & Laberman, 2018). Students from low income families tends to have little opportunity to go to school than students from middle class families and by extension, the upper class. Nyama, (2020) maintained that the performance statistics of students from parent with high income level often have all it takes to need at home, libraries, radio, television, video and even literate parents with whom they can sit down and chat intelligently.
	Ali, (2022), in his research on influence of parental income level on students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution found that there is a significant influence of parental income level on students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution. Similarly, Charle, (2022) examine parental income level and students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution in Kwara State. The study was randomly selected in 5 public secondary schools in Kwara State. A sample 150 students were used for the study. The design adopted for the study was a descriptive survey approach. Simple descriptive analysis was used. The major instrument used in this study was questionnaire. Two research question and two hypotheses were duly tested using t-test statistic. The calculated t-value was 14.64 greater than t-critical value of 1.96, 148 degree of freedom at .05 level of significance the results obtained amongst others, revealed that there is a significant influence of parental income level on students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution. 
	Nsika, (2022) conducted a study on socio-economic status and students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution in Kwara State. In order to achieve this, three hypotheses were formulated and tested at 0.05 alpha level. The design adopted for the study was the survey design. The sample for the study consisted of 200 students randomly selected in public secondary schools in Kwara State. The sample was selected using stratified and simple random sampling techniques. The instrument used for this study was an adapted 15 items, 4 option rating scale questionnaire. The result of the analysis using chi–square showed that the calculated chi–square of 21.34 was greater than the critical chi-square of 2.17, 7 degrees of freedom. The results obtained amongst others, revealed that there is a significant influence of parental income level on students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution in Kwara State.
Parental Occupation and Students’ Performance in Tertiary Institution
	Occupation is known to play a significant role in the healthy and acceptable behaviour of any person in the society. Usually occupation is classified based on sources and level of income, education and employment status. According to Larry, (2010), occupation determines the lifestyle, culture, mannerism, social and economic position, actions and the general behaviour of an individual. Occupational status reflect the educational attainment required to obtain the job and income levels that vary with different jobs and within ranks of occupation (Tom, 2019). Occupational status measures social position by describing job characteristics, decision making ability and control, and psychological demand on the job (Erick, 2022). Parents with high occupational status are able to provide a measure of a household ability to meet emergencies, absorbs economic shocks, and provide the means to live comfortably. 
	According to Ibok, (2019), occupational status corresponds to the educational attainment of an individual’s through obtaining better jobs, exploring and retaining better positions, and becoming inevitable and thus lead to improvement in the socio economic status. Parental high occupation status reflect in income level of the parents. Parents with high occupational rank are able to provide the necessary incentive for their children learning, with high income level, they are able to provide better nourishment for their family while students from low parental occupation status have little opportunities to go to school because their parents lack adequate income to provide them with high quality education (Udoh, 2022). 
	Chronister, (2021) conducted a study on effect of parental occupation on students’ academic performance and found that there is a significant effect of parental occupation on students’ academic performance. Akolo, (2010) similarly, conducted a survey on Influence of parental occupation on students’ academic performance among secondary school biology students in Kwara State of Nigeria. In order to achieve this, three hypotheses were formulated and tested at 0.05 alpha level. The design adopted for the study was the survey design. The sample for the study consisted of 140 students randomly selected in three public secondary schools in Kwara State. The sample was selected using stratified and simple random sampling techniques. The instrument used for this study was an adapted 15 items, 4 option rating scale questionnaire. The result of the analysis using chi-square showed that  obtained amongst others, there is a significant Influence of parental occupation on students’ academic performance in Kwara State. Similarly, Okon, (2019) conducted a study on effect of students’ background variables and students’ academic performance among senior secondary biology students in Kwara State. The research design used was the survey design. The sample of 150 students were randomly selected in five public secondary schools in Kwara State. The result of analysis using independent t-test revealed that amongst others variables there is a significant influence of parental occupation on students’ academic performance.
	Erick, and Nyakundi, (2022) conducted a study on students’ socio economic status and students’ academic performance among senior secondary biology students Kwara State. The research design used was the survey design. The results obtained using Chi-square revealed that there is a significant influence of occupation level on students’ academic performance in Tertiary institution. Occupational status reflects the educational attainment required to obtain the job and income levels that vary with different jobs and within ranks of occupations Parents with high occupation level and high income are often able to support and promote their children education.


Parental Educational Background and Student Academic Performance in Tertiary Institution
	The educational level of parents determines their status and level of influence in the society. The importance of education by any standard in any society especially developing countries such as Nigeria, cannot be overemphasized. Low educational background has the capacity of hindering individuals from having a better knowledge of the needs to prudently life (Abraham, 2022). Students of middle/upper class parents are more likely to take advantages of the opportunities presented to them both in the secondary and higher education institutions than those students of poor labourers of factory workers who are hardly educated (Brown2023). According to Ogumakle, (2022), students from literate homes have a higher academic advancement than those from illiterate homes. Education attainment varies with income levels. Education provides diverse opportunity for individual to function in the society (Ibok, 2019). Parents with high educational attainment with high income level are often more success in preparing their students for school because they have access to a wide range of resources to promote and support their students school.
	Education and student performance Kingley, (2019) conducted a study on students’ socio-economic background and students’ academic performance among senior secondary biology students Kwara State. The research design used was the survey design. The sample of 180 student were randomly selected in 6 public secondary schools in Kwara State. The result of analysis using independent t-test revealed that amongst others variables there is a significant influence of parental educational background on students’ academic performance in tertiary institution. Similarly, Adie, (2019) examine parental educational attainment and students’ academic performance in tertiary institution in Kwara State. The study was randomly selected in 5 public secondary schools in Kwara State. A sample 200 students were used for the study. The design adopted for the study was a descriptive survey approach. The major instrument used in this study was questionnaire. Two research question and two hypotheses were duly tested using t-test statistic. The calculated t-value was 15.32 greater than t-critical value of 1.96, 198 degree of freedom at .05 level of significance, The results obtained amongst others, revealed that there is a significant influence of parental educational attainment on students’ academic performance in tertiary institution in Kwara State. Udodo, (2022) conducted a study to established the relationship between parental education background and students’ academic performance among senior secondary biology students in Kwara State. The research design used was the survey design. The sample of 150 students were randomly selected in five public secondary schools the result of analysis using Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient revealed that amongst others variables there is a significant influence of parental education status relate to students’ academic performance. According to Nyakundi, (2022), parental educational background significantly relate to students’ academic performance. Parents with high educational level attainment and high income are often able to support and promote their students education


Summary of Literature Review
	Literature reviewed shows that there is a significant influence of socio-economic background on students’ academic performance in tertiary institution. Socio economic background is key to a students’ life, within and outside of school. Students from low socio-economic status are at a disadvantage in schools because they lack an academic home environment, while influencing their academic success at school. Students whose parents are of low socio-economic are made to engage in petty trading in order to earn income with which to pay fees and buy books while the high socio-economic parents encourage their students to have extra coaching after school period. Literature review shows that there is a significant influence of parental income, family size, parental occupation, parental education background on students’ academic performance in tertiary institution. Parental with high income levels are able to pay their students school fees, buy their school uniform, provide books with adequate equipment to facilitate their education. The greater the family size, the lower the educational attainment of their students. Large family size are common feature of low income status which impede learning, this is because the provision of adequate feeing and essential school facilities may be lacking. The larger the family, the poorer the school achievement of the students.
	Parental high occupation status reflect in income level of the parents. Parents with high occupational rank are able to provide the necessary incentive for their students learning, with high income level, they are able to provide better nourishment for their family while students from low parental occupation status have little opportunities to go to school because their parents lack adequate income to provide them with high quality education. Education attainment varies with income levels. Education provides diverse opportunity for individual to function in the society. Parents with high educational attainment with high income levels are able to cater for the their students schooling because they have access to wide resources, knowledge to promote and support their students education.
	However, some research evidence on the variables under review was with foreign cultural backgrounds. Very few indigenous works exists. Although, researchers whose work’s were reviewed, were based on other study area since works have been done locally. It is therefore the desire of the researcher to carry out this study in Kwara State.

Research Design
The researcher employed the descriptive survey method meant to bring out the influence of social-economic background on academic performance of students in tertiary institutions in Kwara State. According to Osula, (2021) the survey method is widely used in social/behavioral research because of its suitability for research of that kind. The survey method facilitates a scientific selection of a representative small sample of a large population such that the findings from the sample can be fairly generalized to the parent population.
Survey Research employs questionnaires and interview in order to determine the opinions, attributes, preferences and perceptions and persons of interest to the research. Opadokun, O.A (2018).
Population of the Study
The research population of the study comprised all students in Kwara State College of Education. Ilorin.


Sample and Sampling Techniques
A sample is defined as representation of a whole population using a sample to present the population. It has the advantage of economy, time saving and also minimize the amount of earns that could emanate from too much paper work in an effort of trying to study the whole population.
Random sampling techniques were employed to choose the sample Departments The population was grouped into strata (group) then a school was picked from each stratum to represent the samples used in the study. Five departments were randomly selected and twenty (20) students were selected from each department. The total numbers of the respondents involved was 100. 
Research Instrument
The instrument adopted is questionnaire. It contains Section A and B. Section A dealt with the personal data of the respondents. It has provision for names of school, sex and religion. Section B contains thirty (30) items systematically structured to measure the influence of social-economic background on academic performance of students in tertiary institutions.
Validity of the Instrument
The face and content validity were used to ascertain the validity of the instrument and copies of the questionnaire were shown to the supervisor and experts in the field for correction where necessary before it was used. The instrument used was found out by the supervisor and other experts that the items are in line with the objective of the study and that it covered the described content area.
Reliability of the Instrument
A test or any measuring instrument is said to be reliable if it measures consistently the phenomenon under consideration. The extent or degree to which a test measures accurately is the index of its reliability. Kolo, (2020).
The instrument was adopted because of its consistency when it is used under varying conditions. A test re-test method was employed to ascertain the reliability of the instrument. Twenty (20) copies of the instrument were administered twice on: representative samples (five selected schools). The scores obtained in the two occasions are correlated to find the reliability coefficient.
Administration of Instrument
The administration of the questionnaire was done by the researcher through personal contact with the respondents. The researcher went to the sampled schools to administer the instrument. The instrument was later collected for analysis.
Procedure for Data Analysis
The statistical method was used by the researcher to analyze the influence of social-economic background on academic performance of students in tertiary institutions in Kwara State College of Education Ilorin. This will be shown in chapter four of the research work.

The result indicated that there was positive relationship between parental occupation and academic performance of students in secondary schools (R = .820) while the R-Square is .645 which means that the independent variable (parental education) explained 50.5% variation of the dependent variable (academic performance of students in economics in secondary schools). This indicates a good fit of the regression equation. Thus, this is indicate that There is a significant influence of parental education on academic performance of students in economics in secondary schools (F(i,4g) = 63.730, P < 0.05). The hypothesis is therefore rejected in the light of the result.
Discussion of findings 
Supporting this finding Uche, (2020) said that students from parents with adequate income, good occupation and right status are likely to be provided with high quality education from nursery through secondary and even to the university. Private schools are known to be closely monitored by the proprietor, thus students activities are more regulated. In such a situation, it is likely that the students will be less delinquent than those in public schools who are actually from poor homes. 
The socio-economic status of the child was highly related to the level of achievement attained. Miner noted that students from financially well-to-do homes performed better in class work and stayed longer in schools than students from poor homes who were more absent from classes and more associated with socially unhealthy behaviors.
	Contrary to the finding of this study, Australian based study (pathway to crime prevention 1999) noted that rich parents are more aggressive, violent and disharmonious. Due to this, their students are more associated with school failure, deviant peer rejection and inadequate behavior management. Thus, performance cannot be said to be prevalent in poor homes only.
	Looking at the second hypothesis, the result of the data obtained showed that parents’ educational status significantly influences students’ performance. Base on this the null hypothesis was rejected. In clear terms, the study revealed that students from parents that are not formally educated had lower mean score on performance than the less educated and highly educated groups. The mean score of the less educated and highly educated groups were quite different from each other. The implication of this finding is that the higher the levels of education parents attain, the higher the tendency for their students to be delinquent. This mean there is a direct relationship between educational attainment of parents and students’ performance. It is generally observed that parents who are not formally educated want their students to be educated. With this desire, they spend time in instilling discipline into their students and wards. They have time to monitor and correct their students when they seem to go the wrong way, and their students are less involved in anti-social activities. On the contrary, the highly educated ones spend more time working in offices and establishment and have little time for their students.
	Students of uneducated parents are afraid of falling into trap of anti-crime agents, knowing their parents may not have the means to get them out of trouble. Thus they are better behaved than their counterparts from highly educated background. The finding was supported by Christie, (2019), Christie noted that anti social behavior among students is as a result of their failure to achieve academically. He noted academic failure to be more prevalent among students from educated homes than those from illiterate homes.  Thus the level/rate of performance among students of elites is higher than their counterpart from illiterate parents.. On the contrary, Gottfredson and Godfredson, (2019); Gold, (2019) observed that disorderly schools are associated with students from less educated parents. They maintained that highly educated parents send their students to privileged schools that are less violent and less aggressive. Thus aggressive behavior, truancy, pilfering etc are more associated with students from less educated homes. Uche, (2014) also posited that students of middle and higher class parents are more likely to take advantage of the opportunities presented to them to attain schools than students of poor laborers and factory and factory workers end up more as delinquents compared to their  counterpart from highly educated parents.



CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
This chapter presents a summary of the study findings, conclusion of the study, suggestions and recommendations and suggestions for further research. It summarizes findings in relation to major issues raised with respect to the objectives of the study, which is to investigate the influence of socio-economic background on academic performance of students in tertiary institutions in Kwara State.
Conclusion
	Based on the findings of the study, it can be concluded that while parents’ monthly income and parents’ academic qualification influenced pupils’ academic resilience, parents’ occupation and parents’ marital status did not influence   pupils’ academic resilience.


Implication of the Study
The problem of low socio-economic background and students poor academic performance is obvious and common in the society today as well as daily experiences especially in a country like Nigeria. There is a significant effect of socioeconomic background on students’ academic performance in economics in tertiary institution in tertiary institution. The segregating nature of social class, ethnicity may well reduce the variety of enriching experiences thought to be prerequisite for creating readiness to learn among children. Social class, ethnicity, dictate neighbourhood, housing, and access to resources that affect enrichment or deprivation as well as the acquisition of specific value systems. Across all socioeconomic groups; parents face major challenges when it comes to providing optimal care and education for their children. For families in poverty these challenges can be formidable. Sometimes, when basic necessities are lacking, parents would place top priority on housing, food, clothing, and health care. Educational toys, games, and books may appear to be luxuries, and parents may not have the time, energy, or knowledge to find innovative and less-expensive ways to foster children's education. 
Recommendations
The following recommendations were made on the basis of the findings of the current study.
· The government should sensitize families on need and importance of supporting their students’ education for better academic achievement.
· School principals, homeroom teachers and education supervisors should advise families on how to properly use their resources on sup porting their students’ academic achievement in any level of education. 
· The government should balance the effect of affirmative action in education by providing equal chances for both female and male students even though education of females, in particular, contributes to various aspects of their lives such as increased longevity, family health and nutrition, reduced fertility rates and reduced related child mortality rates.
· The government should develop a succession plan to educate its nation for the better economic, social, intellectual, political and developmental related issues of the next generations’ life. Explanations for the relationship between socioeconomic status and students’ academic achievement must be considered in order to identify the most theoretically appropriate indicators for application to school students.
· Educators, researchers, curriculum designers, politicians, leaders, media personnel and policy makers should seriously talk about the degree to which students from non-educated family status are critically disadvantaged in regard to their academic achievement at school, school completion, and participation in post-secondary education and training.
· The government bodies should encourage mothers’ in general and female education in particular for their better students’ academic achievement at any education levels in particular. The responsibility of training a child always lies in the hand of the parents. Therefore, this is congruent with the common assertion educational psychologists that education can be an instrument of cultural change which is being taught from home is relevant in this discussion. 
· Social and economic policies should be put in place to enable students from parents of low economic status to have equal opportunity of advancing the cause of education of their students.
Limitation of the Study
Financial Constraint: Insufficient fund tend to impede the efficiency of the researcher in sourcing for the relevant materials, literature or information and in the process of data collection (internet, questionnaire and interview.
Time Constraint: The researcher will simultaneously engage in this study with other academic work. This consequently will cut down the time devoted for the research work.
Suggestion for Further Studies 
The researcher implores intending researchers to make use of more schools as a case study in order to arrive at a more elaborate result and make use of relevant materials in order to gather more relevant information to enhance this study.
