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ABSTRACT
The research work was conducted to look into the assessment of the effect of the social media on performance of Islamic Studies students in secondary schools. Five secondary schools were selected randomly within Ilorin. A questionnaire constructed by the researcher was used to collect data. Data collected were analyzed by the use of simple percentage. The investigations shows the important of media resources in teaching and learning process. In other words, the main purpose of this field of study is to figure out the effect of media resources on the performance of Islamic studies students in secondary schools. The field of study was able to cover a total of five secondary schools in Mainland Local Government with one hundred students and five teachers from those secondary schools. The questionnaires were critically analysed and also disclosed. Consequently, the study unveiled that if the tools (media resources) are used correctly and wisely they would produce an amazing result. In conclusion, recommendations were clearly stated.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
 Background to the Study
Islamic studies are one of the subjects offered in Nigerian schools. It is taught among other reasons to expose learners to the Islamic culture, civilization and etiquette through the contents of the Glorious Qur’an and Prophetic traditions (Hadith) (Adebayo, 2017). Adebayo (2017) further explained that Islamic studies is a subject in the school curriculum at every stage of education in Nigeria. At senior secondary school, the curriculum is divided in to the following sections; Hidayah (guidance) subsume Quran, the Hadith and Tahadib (moral education based on the Quran and hadith), figh (Islamic jurisprudence) contains Tawhid (faith), Ibadah (worship), Muhamala (human transactions). Others are Tarikh (historical development of  Islam), Sirah (the life history of prophet Muhammad(s.a.w), the leadership of  four orthodox caliphs, spread of Islam to west Africa  and contributions of Muslims to world civilization.
Islamic studies referred to education that trains the sensibility of individuals in such a manner that their attitudes towards life, their actions, decisions and approach to different issues are governed by the spiritual and ethical values of Islam (Asmau, 2018). It prepares human beings for a holistic life with no separation of this temporary life which ends with death, and the eternal life that begins after death. It is a means of training the body, mind and soul through cultivating knowledge of all kinds. Education in Islam is not just about the acquisition of intellectual knowledge but also a means of moulding the nature and character of individuals so that they can collectively represent Islamic values, behave as the vicegerent of Allāh on the earth and witnesses to truth, nobility and human greatness (Raudotu-Firdaus & Mohammad, 2013).
The above view is in line with that of Azeez & Adeshina (2017) who explained that Islamic  studies  inculcates moral values that include a wide range of virtues such as honesty, integrity, tolerance, truthfulness, self-discipline, humility, patience, industry and others. Furthermore, acquisition of the knowledge of Islamic moral values serves as a means of transforming the life of a child to a meaningful one as he would be able to relate politely with his fellow human beings. Such polite relation shall make him achieve Allah’s pleasure in the hereafter. Hence, Islam makes the acquisition of knowledge compulsory for all Muslims irrespective of gender, age, tribe or nation. 
Islamic religious education is vital in shaping students' character and spiritual values. Islam teaches the principles of morality, justice, goodness, and togetherness, which are the basis of individual and social life (Sutomo 2023). Through Islamic religious education, students learn about the theoretical understanding of religion and are given practical guidance to apply religious teachings in everyday life. Quality Islamic religious education will help students develop moral sensitivity, ethics, and a sense of responsibility towards themselves, others, and the environment (Ikhwan2023). In the current digital era, information and communication technology development, especially social media, has significantly changed how students learn and interact with Islam. Students' use of social media platforms like Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, and YouTube has increased dramatically. They use features like sharing thoughts, photos, and videos and often communicate with peers on social media platforms. Along with technological advancements and easy internet access, students' use of social media is steadily rising (Qazi, 2021). 
Social media has much potential to be a good learning tool in Islamic religious education. Islamic educational and religious content, such as video lectures, articles, and religious questions and answers, can be easily accessible through social media. Through social media, students can also interact with religious experts, ustadz, and the broader religious community. Students can improve their insights and broaden their understanding of the Islamic religion through social media-based discussions and information sharing (Susilawati 2023). However, there are problems with using social media in Islamic religious education. Because information shared on social media is only occasionally verified or accurate, students must be taught how to filter information critically. Additionally, paying attention to the possibility of content that violates religious values and is distracting is necessary. Therefore, in Islamic education, educators and practitioners must develop effective learning strategies and teach students how to use social media effectively and wisely (Khan & Idris, 2019). 
By exploiting the positive potential of social media in Islamic religious education, students can gain a deeper understanding of religious teachings, improve worship practices, and apply religious values in everyday life. Thus, using social media to learn Islam can be essential to strengthen student outcomes and achievements in better understanding and practicing Islam. 
Islamic religious education is essential in shaping good character, morality, and understanding of religious values. Quality Islamic religious learning involves a deep understanding of religious concepts, worship practices, and the application of values in everyday life. This helps students grow into noble individuals and build a strong relationship with Allah SWT (Amaliya et al., 2022). However, the challenges in learning the Islamic religion are increasingly complex in this digital era. Students are often exposed to various information and influences that are only sometimes in line with religious teachings. Therefore, it is essential to utilize social media as a practical learning tool to achieve quality Islamic religious education (Winarto et al., 2020).

Educators and educational practitioners can design appropriate learning strategies to improve Islamic student outcomes and accomplishments by understanding the impact of social media use (Day et al., 2016). The concept and popularity of social media, the significance of high-quality Islamic religious education, and the objectives of this research will all be explained in detail in this paper. In the digital age, social media has emerged as a pervasive force, influencing various aspects of daily life, including education for secondary school students Ilorin West Local Government, the rise of social media a platforms presents both opportunities and challenges that merit through investigation. This essay explores the background of the study on the impact of social media on the reading skills of secondary school students in this region highlight the relevance and implication of this phenomenon.
Social medial have been defined by various researchers. According to Boyd and Ellison (2017), social medial is defined as computer mediated technology that allow the creating and sharing of information ideal. Careers, interest and other of expression via communities and networks. Also, AOberst. (2019) asserted that social networks sites are web based services that allow individuals to construct a public or semi public profile within a bounded system, articulate a list of other users with whom they share a connections, view and traverse their list of connections and those made by other that are found in group on these sites	
Ezeah et al. (2015) describe social media as a modern interactive communication channel through which people connect to one another, share ideas, experiences, pictures, messages and information of common interest. Bryer and Zavatarro (2017) viewed it as technologies that facilitate social interaction, make possible collaboration, and enable deliberations across stakeholders. Others also describe it as a group of internet-based application that allows the creation and exchange of users’ generated content (Anjugu 2016).
Social media is fast becoming a trendy means of public communication and interpersonal ways of interacting with each other in Ghana and the world over. The conventional way of meeting each other is long over and presently, the world meets at social media sites (Daluba and Maxwell 2018). What distinguishes social media from the conventional means of communication is their interactive nature which allows the audience to participate from any part of the world. McQuail (2019) differentiates social media from the traditional mass media asserting that conventional mass communication was primarily one-directional, while the modern forms of communication are essentially interactive. This interactive aura of the social media confers unprecedented popularity on them. Social media by their very nature have the ability to inform, educate, entertain and inflame its audience. Above all, they have a contagious and outreaching magnetism which the traditional media lacks (Ezeah  2016).
Social media have two sides of a coin, bring with it both the negative and positive sides even in the aspect of education. It help people to be better informed enlightened and keeping a breast with world development. A number of studies have been conducted to find out the impact of social media an academic performance of secondary schools student. Jeffrey and Musah (2015) reported a high addiction rate among students in the usage of social media networks which lead to poor grammer and spelling, late submission of assignment, and poor academic performance. Also, Banquil, Chuna, leano, Rivero, Bruce, and Dianalan (2019), found a continuing drop of grade among students who use the social networking sites. This was supported by Kirschner and Karpinski (2017), who find out a significant negative relationship between facebook use and academic performance. They concluded that students who use facebook spend few hours per week studying on an average than facebook non user and this resulted in lower mean grade point average (GPA) study by Junco (2014) indicated that time spent on facebook was strongly and significantly negatively correlated with over all GPA. Schill (2019) stated that the media sites encourage negative behaviours for teen students such as procrastination (catching up with friends), and they are more likely to drink and drug. However, everyday many students are spending hours immersed in social media such as facebooking, my space, world of ware craft. At first glance this may seen like waste of time, however, it also help students to develop important knowledge and social skill and be active citizens who create and share content. At present, whether social media is favorable or unfavorable, many students utilize these sites on a daily basis. As social media sites continue to grow in popularity, it is our belief that technology is a vital part of today’s student success equation. Many researcher have been diving into a considerable amount of research on how social media influenced students rotation at college. Many parents are worried that their college students are spending too much time on facebook and other social media sites and not enough time studying. Therefore our research ascertains the relationship between the social media and students study efficiency.

Concept of Islamic Studies
Islamic studies can be defined as a totality of learning experience which is centred on the relationship between man and his creator and between man and his fellow men. However, Yunusa (2018) sees Islam as religion that creates a kind of direct contact between man and his creator to whom he owes his entire existence.
The topics contents of Islamic studies curriculum have taken into consideration the goals and objectives of federal government of Nigeria on National economic empowerment strategies and millennium development goals (MDG). Islamic studies therefore aim at the following:
 Recognition of Allah as the creator and sustainer of the universe and the sole course of value.
 Cultivation of the sense of gratitude to Allah and submission to his guidance and moral law, both in worship and in behaviour forward other fellow-men.
 Encouragement of the pursuit of useful knowledge in accordance with the saying of the prophet Muhammad (PBUH) “the research for knowledge is a duty for every Muslim, male or female” and the application of such knowledge for the benefit of humanity in the field of science, technology, medicine, education etc.
 Attainment of a balanced development of the individual and community by giving due weight to the physical, social, and intellectual, moral and spiritual needs of man.
 Realization of human right, equality and brotherhood with emphasis on practical mean of achieving social solidarity and ethnic harmony in place of greed and selfishness (PIV of a year Basic education curriculum of JSS I-III Islamic studies).
However, education in the Islamic sense produces a cultured well balanced considerate, reasonable and God fearing man or woman in other words a disciplined prison. Every branch of Islamic studies curriculum has specific contribution to make to the emergence of disciplined person that is why moral education cannot be detached from Islamic education. It will be observed that the aims of Islamic studies curriculum and National on education are substantially the same.
The feature of feature of Islamic studies curriculum falls into various interconnected sub-division of branches and these are incorporated in the secondary school curriculum into six, the Arabic alphabets to enable them read the Qur’an.
The Qur’an is the revealed word of Allah, the book of Islam and the first of guidance for a Muslim in his belief, modes of worship and morality including social, economic and political affairs. In the junior secondary school as contained in the universal basic education programme, curriculum of Qur’an needs memorization and meaning of some short verses together with essential information about the revelation and compilation of the Qur’an concentrate less on memorization and more on understanding of ideas.
The Hadith are the recorded saying and actions of prophet Muhammad (PBUH), their functions are to give further expiations or elaborations of the basic principles of the Qur’an and to shown in some details how prophet practiced Islam, the curriculum here subjected students to study a number of Hadith from the famous collections of Annawawi and the moral values contained in each of the Hadith.
The Tauhid means literally unity and from Islamic point of view it means oneness of Allah and in English term it means theology of Allah on belief. The curriculum deals with the teaching of the fundamentals belief in the unity of God and his Angels, his revelations to mankind, the accountability of man for his deeds on the day of judgement and Allah ultimate control over his creation. Tauhid is therefore an essential component of the Islamic moral legal system.
The Figh refers to jurisprudence which covers both formal worship and legal system. the formal worship are Wudu, Salat, Zakat, Sawm and Hajj while legal system or matters are Nikah, Talaq and Hudud. In this case, the curriculum deals with spiritual, moral and social values of both formal worship and legal matters and this helps to unit the community, still sympathy in the individual and the community.
The Sirah or Tarikh in the history or historical development of Islam and partly the cite story of prophet and moral lesson to be learned, to emulate the prophets exemplary behaviour. It similarly deals with some of the earlier prophets, the four righteous Caliphs, the spread of Islam to West Africa and the contributions of Muslims to the world civilization; it also covers some great Islamic figures in the history of Nigeria.
The Tahdhib in the curriculum puts special emphasis on the field of moral and social teaching derived from Qur’an and Hadith. The curriculum in this aspect include personal cleanliness and clean habits, greeting, good manners, honesty, truthfulness etc, it also include warning against the evil of bribery and conniption, gambling, fraud, etc.
It will be observed from the description of the above six branches of Islamic studies curriculum being taught are all inter-dependant and that Tahdhib in particular is derived from an inter-related of each of the others.
The Qur’an and hadith provides its source, Tauhid exemplifies it authority and section, Figh demonstrate and inculcate its practical expression while Sirah or Tarikh exemplifies it in the line of the prophet and the other great Muslims.
In view of the students themes in an anticipated three (3) period per week, the themes have been grouped in pairs in accordance with their most matured connection i.e
Hidayah (Guidance) comprising Qur’an, Hadith and Tahadhib. Figh (jurisprudence) comprising Tauhid Ibadah and Mu’amalat. Tarikh comprising Sirah, spread of Islam to West Africa and contribution of Muslim to world civilization.
However, any attempt to separate moral education from Islamic studies Muslim is therefore, retrogressive and bound to weaken or nullify its effectiveness.
The Concept of Social Media
Social media, derived from the social software movement, are a collection of Internet websites, services, and practices that support collaboration, community building, participation, and sharing (Junco 2017). Bryer and Zavatarro (2019), define social media as ‘technologies that facilitate social interaction, make possible collaboration, and enable deliberation across stakeholders’. These technologies include blogs, wikis, media (audio, photo, video, text) sharing tools, networking platforms, and virtual worlds (Bryer and Zavatarro, 2020). The adoption of social media has grown extensively in recent years. As of July 2011, LinkedIn had over 100 million members, Facebook passed 750 million users, YouTube received 3 billion views per day, and Twitter held over 177 million tweets per day.(Chen & Bryer, 2016).
Social media according to Mozee (2015) is a term commonly used to describe different types of communication platforms and electronic ways of interacting. It is further described as a collection of Internetbased applications that build on the ideological and technological underpinnings of Web 2.0 and permits the formulation and exchange of user-generated content and depend mostly on mobile and Web technologies to create highly interactive platforms through which individuals and communities share, create, discuss and modify user-generated content (Kaplan and Haenlein 2018).

Social media is a phrase being used by many today. It is a website that does not just give you information but interact with you while giving you information.

Mushtaq & Benraghda, (2018) found that students' understanding of the Islamic religion, including faith, worship, and ethics, can be improved by using social media. 
Students can also use these religious ideas through social media discussions and interactions with religious communities (Rosidi et al., 2022). 
The adverse consequence of utilizing web-based entertainment on fortifying understudy results and accomplishment: When it comes to improving student performance and achievement, the use of social media also has adverse effects that need to be considered. Distraction and distraction are two adverse effects. Students can be distracted by content unrelated to Islamic religious education or even goes against religious values. Additionally, excessive social media use may reduce the time required to study effectively. Al-Rahmi & Zeki, (2017) found that students' concentration and focus may be affected when they use social media in the classroom, which could harm their learning outcomes and achievements.

One practical approach is a collaborative approach where students are encouraged to actively participate in discussions, share their thoughts, and learn from each other's experiences (Widjaja & Aslan, 2022). Using social media as a platform for interaction and discussion can foster student collaboration in deepening their understanding of Islam. There are several successful examples of using social media in Islamic religious education. One example is the creation of Islamic religious discussion groups on social media platforms such as WhatsApp or Facebook. These groups can provide a space for students and educators to discuss, ask questions, and share Melly Minarti 
2023 thoughts on Islamic concepts. Additionally, using high-quality and accurate video lectures by reputable Islamic scholars on platforms like YouTube can help students enhance their understanding of Islam visually and audibly (Yasin 2023). 
Appropriate teaching strategies are needed to support social media use in Islamic religious education. Firstly, educators must select quality, accurate, and value-aligned student content. This content can include video lectures, articles, infographics, or religious Q&A. Furthermore, educators need to manage interactions and discussions on social media by moderating content and ensuring politeness and relevance to the learning objectives (Winarto et al., 2020). Moreover, educators can assign tasks and projects involving social media, such as creating short video lectures, participating in online discussion forums, or creating religious blogs. By actively involving students in using social media as a learning tool, they can develop a practical understanding of the Islamic religion (Bean & Melzer, 2021). 
In Islamic religious education, educators must provide appropriate supervision and direction for using social media. In order to promote the responsible use of social media in Islamic religious education, it is essential to teach students how to evaluate information, select accurate content, and effectively manage their time (Tambrin et al., 2021). The use of social media in Islamic religious education can be a valuable tool for improving student understanding and achievement in Islam if a collaborative approach is used, examples of successful social media usage are shown, and appropriate teaching strategies are used. 

The Impact of Using social media on Strengthening Student Outcomes and Achievements 
Theory and research on the use of social media in education are examined: The impact of using social media in education is the subject of several different theories and studies. Vygotsky's theory of social constructivism is one of the relevant theories. Social media is a platform that facilitates this theory's emphasis on the significance of social interaction in education. Social media use in education has also improved collaborative-based learning, student engagement, and learning motivation (Susilawati, 2021). The positive effects of using social media on comprehending and putting Islamic religious ideas into practice: Islamic religious education can benefit students' comprehension and application of religious ideas through social media. Students can access various learning resources through social media, including in-depth articles, podcasts, and video lectures on religious topics. Mushtaq & Benraghda, (2018) found that students' understanding of the Islamic religion, including faith, worship, and ethics, can be improved by using social media. Students can also use these religious ideas through social media discussions and interactions with religious communities (Rosidi 2022). 
The adverse consequence of utilizing web-based entertainment on fortifying understudy results and accomplishment: When it comes to improving student performance and achievement, the use of social media also has adverse effects that need to be considered. Social media Use among Secondary School students
Social media is commonly used on a regular basis by millions of people across the globe for different reasons as mentioned earlier. Tertiary students as Browning et al. (2019) pointed out are exposed to all types of technologies in many aspects of their lives. These include desktop computers, laptops, e-readers, tablets, mobile phones and so on to engage in social networking actively. A large chunk of social media users are made up of students. A recent survey of 3000 students from across the US confirms that 90% of university students use Facebook and 38% use Twitter (Dahlstrom  2017). Given the acceptance level of social media, a great number of tertiary institutions use these communication tools in the classrooms. Some University lecturers according to Abdul Rahmi , (2014) are embracing the use of social media for productive discussions as well as dealing with their respective learners in matters concerning academics and improving learning benefits through better communication within and outside the lecture hours. 
Studies have revealed that Facebook is the most popular social tool used where 85 to 99% of tertiary students use it for different purposes (Matney and Borland, 2019. Social media communication and collaborative technology capabilities such as threaded bulletin boards are used to support teaching as well as learning and have been found to be effective (Leask, 2018). The value of interactive social media technologies in tertiary institutions is now recognized in the way that teaching and learning strategies are in an increasingly globalized process (Kirkup 2015). The most commonly cited benefits of social media by scholars are their ability to facilitate collaborative learning and communication among peers and with individuals outside academia (Collins and Hide, 2017).
On the contrary, some researchers disagree with the previous statement (Chen & Bryer, 2016) who noted that notwithstanding the prevalence of social media for private use, a low percentage of students and educators use them for academic purposes. Junco (2018) asserted that time spent on social media were adversely related to the overall Grade Point Average (GPA), and time spent on Facebook is somewhat negatively correlated with time spent reading. Also, Paul et al. (2014) suggested a statistically significant negative relationship between time spent by students on social media and their academic performance in their study of the ‘effect of online social networking on student academic performance’. As time spent on social media sites increases, the academic performance of tertiary students deteriorates. This ties in well with the discoveries of Kirschner and Karpinski (2018), which demonstrate that addiction with social media by Secondary school students can have negative impacts on academic performance.
Many parents as mentioned earlier have concerned about their wards, as they seem to have been carried away by the fascinating world of social media. Bello (2015) noted that if the dangerous trend of social media obsession is left unchecked, it may affect an already collapsing education system. 
According to Kuss and Griffith, (2015), most students engage in a variety of activities relative to social media some of which may be potentially addictive. The mass appeal of social media can be a cause for concern, particularly when attending to the gradually increasing amount of time students spend online.
Secondary school students spend more time on Facebook, Twitter and other social media through smartphones that are now in abundance. Many students cannot go for two-three hours without checking and updating their profiles on these social networks even to the detriment of reading activities. Morahan-Martin and Schumacher (2019) describe social media obsession as the extreme use of the internet and the failure to control this usage which seriously harms a person’s life. Charlton and Danforth (2017) are worried hence noted that there seems to be an alarming rate of social media obsession among students today. A trend that might affect their academic, social and spiritual lives negatively if not controlled.
Efforts of School Management in Making Social Media Effective for Students
		There are developments in the Nigerian education sector which indicate some level of ICT application in the secondary schools. The Federal of Nigeria, in the National Policy on Education (Federal Republic of Nigeria, (2004), recognizes the prominent role of ICTs in the modern world, and has integrated ICTs into education system in Nigeria. In June 2003, at the African Summit of the World Economic Forum held in Durban, South Africa, the New Partnership for African Development (NEPAD) launched the e-schools initiative, intended to equip all African high schools with ICT equipment including computers, radio and television sets, phones and fax machines, communication equipment, among other things. It is meant to connect African students to the internet.
		Furthermore, the State of Osun, under the leadership of Governor Rauf Aregbesola, in his resolution to champion inspiring innovations from Africa, has taken a ground breaking step to utilize ICTs to concisely tackle the learning problem through the use of tablet (Opo Imo) initiative. The Osun state, through ‘Opo Imo’ Technology Enhanced Learning System (OTELS), has developed a learning tool that could revolutionize learning in developing states around the world.
		On the part of the school management, they embarked on continuous training and development of the teachers and non-academic staff on Information and Communication Technology (ICT) usage. 
	The school management also educates the students on the shortcomings and benefits of social media to students. Emphasize on the need for teaching computer studies in secondary schools in Nigeria. Although efforts have been made to ensure that ICTs are available and used in Nigerian secondary schools, the level of uptake is still low. It has been observed by Goshit (2016) that most schools where both private and governments do not offer ICT training programmes.			
Assessment/Perception of Students in the use Social Media
		The students’ assessment and perception on the use of social media is extremely positive and the vast majorities of students users are member and would be sad should social media sites be closed down. It is clear that secondary school students are strong users of technology. They spend time daily using technology. McArthur and Bostedo-Conway, (2012), “encourage teachers to join the digital age and begin to experiment with any new tool that is available for students”. Academics should therefore, make use of social media sites software such as Facebook, Twitter, Whatsappetc both in their personal lives and in classrooms.
		Several studies have investigated influence of social networking on secondary school students. Although, it is said that active learning from reading books is better than passive learning, such as watching television. Some researchers have observed that the decline in the reading habits of students is as a result of technological innovations such as social networking. According to Agwu and Kalu (2011), the abuse of new technologies contribute to students’ poor reading. They opined that in this era of information and communication technology, the general orientation of young people has unconsciously changed from reading and the love of books are substituted to these new technologies. They further emphasized that people now live in the generation of Ipad, Laptop, iphone, Facebook, Twitter and other social networking sites, thereby reading has been literally sacrificed on the altar of modern technologies.
		Karpinski (2009) reported in her findings that the majority of students who use facebook every day are underachieving by as much as an entire grade compared with those who shun the site,facebook users may feel socially successful in cyberspace but they are more likely to perform poorly in exams. Some empirical studies have been conducted Pierce and Vaca (2007) carried out a study to examine the differences in academic performance between teen users and non-users of various communication technologies. 517 high school students were sampled, the ages of the participants ranged from 14-20 years. The sample consisted of 201 males and 316 females. This study was a purely survey research. The purpose of the study was to look at teens’ use of social networking sites, cell phones, and instant messaging (IM) to determine if there are differences in the academic performance between users and non-users of those communication devices. The results revealed that there is a difference in grade fluctuation between those who had My space account, IM account and those with a cell phone and text messaging.
		Those who had social networking site account or social media account recorded significantly lower than those who did not have any social media account.  While those who had a cell phone reported significantly lower grade than those who did not have a cell phone. Almost half of the students are reported text messaging someone during class time. This study suggested that students may not be paying attention as carefully in class as they could. This too may be an additional distraction to their studies and a factor that influences their grades.
		Sofela, T. (2012), In his study “The Effect of Social Media on Students. (A Paper presented in Craft Magazine October 23, 2012.)”. Asserts that, the popularity of social media has grown expediently. The social networking sites such as Facebook, 2go, Myspace, BB chat allows social interaction among students.
		The study examined the possible effect of such sites on youths. He said, gone are those days when events happen and it stays a while before people begin to hear about it.But now, through social media, events and news are now known within splits second after they are shared. It offers youths a channel for entertainment, communication and meeting friends and those you have not seen for a long time.        
		The study also analyzed the negative consequences of such sites. Despite the positive gain, it comes with the negative impact of it.It was before now used by students for research but most students abandoned their home work to chat with friends.The study emphasized the need for students to create a balance between social media and their academics to prevent setbacks.



CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This study is undertaken to examine the Assessment of effect of Social Media on academic performance of Islamic Studies Students in Ilorin metropolis, the presentation is itemized under these sub-headings:

Research Design
	The research design used for this study is survey research design. An attempt was made to determine the opinion of respondents on the Assessment of effect of Social Media on academic performance of Islamic Studies Students in Ilorin metropolis .
Population and Sample
According to Caben (2014), population is the total collection of all elements or number about which the researcher used to draw conclusions.
		The population for the study comprises of five secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis, Kwara State, 20 students were randomly selected from each schools.
Research Instrument
		The research instrument used in this was a set of structured questionnaire. It is preceded by covering letter, introducing the researcher, explaining the purpose of the research and soliciting assistance in providing the required information. The questionnaire has two sections. Section A contains personal data of the respondents such as; name, age, gender preferably, class etc. While Section B contains twenty (20) statement items that were expected to throw light on the research questions.
Research Procedure
		The researcher personally takes the questionnaire to the selected schools. The hundred (100) questionnaires were given to students offering Islamic Studies with the assistance of their class teachers who helped to identify those Islamic Studies students, having sought the permission of the school principals. The questionnaires were administered face to face with the respondents and were collected on the spot to avoid getting lost.
Method of Data Analysis

The potential of social media to support Islamic religious learning is noteworthy. These online platforms enable students to access Islamic educational content such as video lectures, articles, infographics, and Q&A sessions (Islam et al., 2021; Salarvand et al., 2023). This visual and additive approach to learning aids students in grasping complex religious concepts more comprehensively. 
Furthermore, the interactive nature of social media facilitates direct engagement with religious experts, ustadz, and a broader religious community. Students can seek clarifications, participate in discussions, and share their insights on religious topics. This connectivity opens doors to deeper exploration and understanding of Islamic principles and values. 
Advantages abound when incorporating social media into Islamic learning. The flexibility of these platforms allows students to study at their own pace, catering to individual schedules and preferences (Solahudin & Fakhruroji, 2020). Moreover, as students navigate digital spaces, they develop essential digital literacy skills, enabling them to discern reliable sources, critically evaluate information, and participate constructively in online discussions. This active approach to learning enhances their engagement with Islam, fostering a more profound and critical understanding of the religion's teachings. However, challenges accompany the integration of social media into Islamic education. The accuracy and quality of content are paramount concerns. Students must cultivate the ability to discern credible sources aligned with Islamic values amidst the vast sea of information available online. Additionally, the allure of entertainment and unrelated content poses a risk of distraction, diverting students' attention away from their religious studies. The temptation to consume non-academic material might compromise the depth and sincerity of their engagement with Islamic teachings. 
Addressing these challenges necessitates appropriate guidance and supervision. Educators and religious leaders are crucial in directing students toward reliable and authentic content that adheres to Islamic principles (ElSherief et al., 2018). Moreover, strategies to manage time and maintain focus are indispensable to prevent the dilution of students' religious learning amidst the influx of entertainment content. A judicious combination of guidance, structure, and autonomy will help students navigate the online world while staying true to their religious pursuits. In assessing the impact of social media on student outcomes and achievements in learning Islam, both positive and negative consequences emerge. On the positive side, the accessibility of religious (Melly Minarti 2023) education content and the opportunity to interact with a broader religious community enhance students' comprehension of Islamic teachings. They can discuss and share ideas, apply religious concepts, and deepen their connection with their faith (Mushtaq & Benraghda, 2018). However, the negative side presents challenges like distraction and exposure to content conflicting with Islamic values. Excessive use of social media can hinder concentration, affecting students' overall learning experience and achievements. 
Practical approaches must be employed when integrating social media into Islamic religious education to harness the potential benefits and mitigate the challenges. A collaborative approach stands out, encouraging students to participate actively in discussions and learn from their peers (Sarkar et al., 2022). Platforms like WhatsApp and Facebook can serve as virtual spaces for students and educators to engage in fruitful dialogues, ask questions, and share insights. Incorporating video lectures by reputable scholars on YouTube offers students an immersive learning experience combining visual and auditory elements (Yasin et al., 2023). Effective teaching strategies are pivotal in managing social media interactions. Educators must curate high-quality content, moderate discussions, and ensure that conversations align with learning objectives (Winarto et al., 2020). Assigning tasks that require engagement on social media platforms, such as participating in online discussions or creating religious blogs, empowers students to take ownership of their learning and practically apply their knowledge of Islam (Bean & Melzer, 2021). 
Ultimately, a balanced approach is crucial. Acknowledging both the advantages and drawbacks of social media in Islamic education allows educators and practitioners to tailor their strategies effectively. Through guided navigation of the digital landscape, students can emerge with a deeper, more informed understanding of their faith and a skill set that equips them to thrive in today's interconnected world. 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary

		The researcher visited the schools and personally administered the questionnaire with the assistance of the class teacher. From the findings, it was discovered that social media have both positive and negative impacts on the academic performance of students in Islamic Studies. It was observed that the use of social media among Islamic Studies students and their academic performance, comparison were made and concluded that, the academic performance of Islamic Studies students suffer set back. However, if Islamic Studies students use social media judiciously, it will enhance students’ academic performance.
		It was also revealed that, there is a difference in the performance of male and female students in Islamic Studies as a result of their use of social media. It was observed that, female students use social media more than their male counterparts. The implication is that, the female students need to be closely watched for better performance than their male counterparts.
Conclusion
One of the most astonishing revelations from this research is the substantial positive impact of integrating social media into Islamic religious education. Traditionally, religious education has often been associated with more conventional teaching methods and materials. However, the unexpected finding of this study highlights the transformative potential of modern technology in enhancing the educational experience within religious contexts. The fact that social media can contribute significantly to improving student outcomes in Islamic religious education challenges preconceived notions and underscores the importance of adapting to the evolving educational landscape. 
Scholarly Contribution: This research contributes significantly to the scholarly discourse surrounding the use of social media in education, particularly within the framework of Islamic religious education. By confirming the positive influence of social media on student outcomes and achievements, it not only builds upon existing research but also expands the horizon of educational possibilities. The study introduces a novel perspective by emphasizing the critical role of proper guidance and supervision when incorporating social media into religious education. In doing so, it not only validates the potential benefits of this approach but also offers practical insights for educators and policymakers seeking to harness the power of technology for educational purposes while preserving the core values of Islamic religious education. 
Implication of the Study
The implication of the study would be carried out in five different schools in Ilorin Metropolis, Kwara State with a sample size of hundred students, twenty students would be randomly selected from each school, resulting to a total number of hundred respond. This scope would enable the researcher to investigate the assessment of effect of social media on academic performance of Islamic studies in Ilorin metropolis.
Recommendation
		Based on the findings of this study, the following recommendations are offered. The stakeholders (school authorities, teachers, parents and guardians) should pay more attention to the female folk. Both male and female English students need to be guided properly and informed on their vulnerability which they may encounter on these sites if not utilized in moderation.
		School teachers can introduce a group discussion forum on these networking sites for the students to contribute positively on different topics of interest; this will keep them active in a productive way.
		Teachers, parents, guardians and school management should teach students the importance of prioritizing their needs and visit social networking sites with good intention rather than for ulterior motives. They should be encouraged to explore the potential benefits of social media sites.
		Parents, teachers, school management and Islamic studies bodies should monitor the students from falling to the dangers of wrong use of these social media sites. Schools teachers should also make sure that when students are in class they pay attention to teaching and not distracted by some social networking sites.
		Parents, teachers and school management need also to teach the students about time management. They should put a limitation to students activities while at school and at home so that they will not fritter away useful time on irrelevant activities like chatting.
		School management and teachers should checkmate English students’ use of GSM/Cell phones especially during school hours to ensure that students are not carried away by use of these technological devices. As some stakeholders have purposed, students should be discouraged from the use of GSM in schools. Most of them use these social media for ulterior purposes and this hinders them from attaining academic excellence.
Limitation of the Study
It is not an expectation that covering distance in the cause of making some findings people come across different problem either finance or availability of time.
Due to transportation problems in the local government area, the researcher was unable to cover the entire local government area as wished.
Un-cooperative attitudes of students and not keeping to time appointed, it was noted that most people found it difficult to reveal their minds as they feared to be implicated. There were no enough materials like textbooks and journals and some people were not ready at all to answer the questions given by researcher due to lack of interest or ignorance on the project.
Suggestion for Further Studies 
This study examine only the impact of social media on the reading skill of secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara State. The research has not exhausted all the advantages and disadvantages of social media on the reading skill of secondary school students. Therefore future researchers can still carryout studies of other advantages and disadvantages of social media on the reading skill and even suggest most relevant website for students that will serve as advantages for them in the term of reading skills. But similar studies could be extended to other local government areas of the federation to increase the generalization of the finding of this study.
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
