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ABSTRACT
This study will be designed to investigate the relationship between teacher-related factors and the usage of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) in the teaching of Business Education courses in Nigerian universities. Despite the global push for ICT integration in higher education, its adoption among lecturers remains inconsistent. This study posits that factors inherent to the teachers themselves—such as their ICT competence, attitude towards technology, access to resources, and demographic characteristics—are significant determinants of their ICT usage. A correlational research design will be adopted for the study. A structured questionnaire will be administered to a sample of Business Education lecturers from selected Nigerian universities. Data will be analyzed using descriptive statistics (mean, standard deviation) and inferential statistics, specifically Pearson Product-Moment Correlation (r) and regression analysis, to test the formulated hypotheses at a 0.05 significance level. The anticipated findings will illuminate the key teacher-related variables that predict ICT usage, providing empirical evidence to guide university management, the National Universities Commission (NUC), and other stakeholders in designing targeted interventions, training programs, and policies to enhance the effective integration of ICT in Business Education pedagogy.
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
