ABSTRACT
This study examined effects of internet services on the academic performance of students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis. To establish this, three research questions were formulated for the study. Related literatures were reviewed using journal, textbooks, articles etc. Descriptive survey research method was used in order to achieve the objectives of this study. The research questions were administered to one hundred and twenty respondents comprising the student and teacher. A structured questionnaire was designed as the instrument for data collection. The research questions were analyzed using frequency counts and percentage. The findings of the study revealed that among others that students who browse through internet obtain information on topic taught in English language learning situation, internet provides answers to confusing questions, students who apply internet to their learning situation find learning understandable, new words are learnt via internet and internet creates a platform where new friends who can assist in improving academic performance in English language and also that there are many unethical and pornography available on the Internet that can cause distraction to student’s mind, some people can be addicted to buying items on the Internet that can cause serious debt, if the internet surfed frequently can also lead to obesity and an unhealthy lifestyle, internet allows for playing of games and spending too much time on the computer which negatively can affect students’ performance and a person who uses the internet very frequently can face abusive or trolls' people. The study recommended among others that the government of Nigeria should make sure that they improve on the internet network in Nigeria to enhance effective use of learning facilities and also that computer science education and activities should be intensified in learning in all learning environment as this will enhance the effectiveness of internet usage among the students.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
During the last two decades education institutions have invested heavily in information and communication technologies (ICT) particularly computers and internet. The use of the internet has had a major impact in the secondary school context, and in teaching and learning (Emma and Ajayi, 2022). One puzzling question is the effective impact of this internet usage on students’ achievement and on the returns of education. Many academic researchers have tried to answer this question at the theoretical and empirical levels. According to Anyanwu (2023), they have faced two main difficulties. On one hand, student performance is hard to observe and there is still confusion about its definition. On the other hand, internet is evolving technologies and their effects are difficult to isolate from their environment. There is no standard definition for student performance. The standard approach focuses on performance and curricula, how students understand the subjects and obtain their certificate or their marks. However, a more extensive definition deals with competencies, skills and attitudes learned through the education experience (Kamba, 2019).
The internet had long been used in the society and educational system. Teachers, students and the society at large have been feeling greatly the usefulness and the effect of the internet. Also, according to Anderson (2019), the internet can be problematic or filled with problems to the users, especially with the youths. Such problems may be in form of those who spend excessive time on the internet (addiction), betting in the internet, and use of mobile hand set in class during lectures, watching of pornographic pictures and videos, missing class, test and failure to submit assignments. According to Scott (2024), students that extremely use the internet may possess uncontrollable behaviour that is impossible to stop or interest towards the internet which may result to unhealthy life style and severely upset feelings
The internet and its usage is of very great importance in our day to day living for being a source of channel for information enlightenments, information gathering, access to important and relevant academic materials for the teaching and learning likewise for socialization and fun. It has brought hope for students in particular and young generations in general There has been a never before seen growth in the numbers of internet users since the 1990s According to Computer Almanac (2023) over 290 million people accessed the internet in United States of America (USA), over 320 million people in Europe and more than 60 million people in Africa. The numbers of those who access the internet keep on increasing
Conversely, so as to meet the demand of educational tasks, educational (schools) institutions in the country are asking for more internet aided instruction (IAI) and initialization of different technology with education. 
More so, the internet provides students with continuous access to family members, friends and other social groups to get social support. Thus, access and usage of the internet may bring about increase stress and tension. Through various internet tools such as the e-mail, social network like Whatsapp, facebook, 2go, badoo, imo, twitter, Instagram, and so forth, students are able to communicate, interact and connect with family members, relations and friends. Anderson (2009) reported that students who use the internet extremely too much may encounter a drop in their study habit, exhaustion, loneliness and sleeplessness. Some students feel that life without the internet is boring therefore they show clear preference to internet as a medium for interaction and leisure activities. 
Sometimes students often look unstable, restless, exhausted and depressed when they make effort to reduce the time they spend on the internet. Also, they are always looking forward and eyeing the next interaction online. Sometimes students lie to their parents and lecturers to conceal the amount of time spent on the internet which they see as a way of escaping from problem of unstable behaviour such as having a feeling of guilt and stress. Davis (2008) opined that the act of spending extreme time on the internet results to disregard of school responsibilities and keeping away from classes which result to unsatisfactory academic performance
Studies done on problems of Internet access and usage include effects of personal relationship and communication in internet room (Bellamy & Hanewisz (2022). Brown & Duguid (2021) investigated the influence of internet on academic performance of students. The finding of the study showed that students’ academic performance was influenced negatively by the internet. Beida (2024) examined internet use, abuse or dependence among Students of University of Maiduguri. The findings of the study showed that those who spend excessive time on line encounter a drop in their academic performances. 
The narrow definition allows the observation of the outcomes of any change in secondary education, while the more extensive definition needs a more complex strategy of observation and a focus on the labour market. The outcomes of education are mainly validated in the higher institutions. The effect of internet usage on learning is currently in relation to the internet to facilitate teaching and learning. Computers are the technologies used in conveying, manipulation and storage of data by electronic means, they provide an array of powerful tools that may help in transforming the present isolated teacher-centered and text-bound classrooms into rich, student-focused, interactive knowledge environments (Ogunsola, 2005). 
To meet these challenges, secondary schools must embrace the new technologies and appropriate computer and internet use for learning. The relationship between the use of internet and student performance in secondary schools is not clear, and there are contradictory results in the literature. Earlier economic research has failed to provide a clear consensus concerning the effect on students’ achievement (Kamba, 2009). Since student performance is mainly explained by a student’s characteristics, educational environment and teachers’ characteristics, the use of computers may have an impact on these determinants and consequently the outcome of education. 
The differences observed in the performances of students are thus more related to the differentiated impact of internet usage on the standard determinants. The direct link between internet use and students’ achievement has been the focus of extensive literature during the last two decades. Several studies have tried to explain the role and the added value of the computer technologies in classrooms and on student’s achievement. The first body of literature explored the impact of computer uses. Since the Internet revolution, there has been a shift in the literature that focuses more on the impact of online activities: use of Internet, use of educative online platforms, digital devices, use of blogs and wikis, etc. Looking at the link between internet usage and student achievement seems nowadays a misunderstanding of the role and nature of these technologies. In fact, since computer is general purpose technology (GPT), it needs to be specified in order to meet the needs expressed by students and to be adapted to the local context and constraints (Antonelli, 2023; Youssef, 2024). 
A variety of models of usages can be identified leading to the same outcome. Computer and internet usage brings widened possibilities for the learning processes that are independent from place and space. Internet usage also allows more flexible (asynchronous) and more personalized learning. It offers new methods of delivering subject at secondary education level. Taking advantage of these opportunities needs a profound change in the organization of the secondary education system. It is against this backdrop that this study intends to investigate effects of internet services on the academic performance of Junior secondary school students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Government Area of Kwara State.

Statement of the Problem 
For many years, educational researchers have maintained an interest in the effective prediction of students’ academic achievement at school. The prediction and explanation of academic achievement and the examination of the factors relating to the academic achievement are topics of greatest importance in different educational levels. Studies have shown that prior academic achievement is an important predictor of performance at other levels of education. Similarly, cognitive ability was found as the strongest predictor of academic achievement.
However, some studies confirm that the correlation between cognitive ability and academic achievement tends to decline as students progress in the educational system. The direct link between internet usage and students’ academic achievement has been the focus of extensive literature during the last two decades. Some of them help students with their learning by improving the communication between them and the instructors (Valasidou and Bousiou, 2011). 
Leuven et al. (2013) stated that there is no evidence for a relationship between increased educational use of the internet and students’ academic performance in English. In fact, they find a consistently negative and marginally significant relationship between internet usage and some student achievement measures. In support to these, some students may use the internet to increase their leisure time and have less time to study. 
Online gaming and increased communication channels do not necessarily mean increased achievement. Based on all these, the researcher is examining the effects of internet services on the academic performance of Junior secondary school students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Government Area of Kwara State. 
Objectives of the Study
The study intends to examine the effects of internet services on the academic performance of Junior secondary school students in English language in secondary schools in Ilorin West Government Area of Kwara State. Specifically the study intends
i. To examine the relationship between internet usage and academic performance of students in English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area
ii. To examine the effectiveness of internet usage in teaching and learning process of English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area. 
iii. To identify the disadvantages of internet usage in English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area. 

Research Questions 
	The following research questions were formulated to guide the research study: 
i. What is the relationship between internet usage and academic performance of students in English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area 
ii. What is the effectiveness of internet usage in academic performance of students in English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area?
iii. What are the demerits of internet usage in English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area? 
Research Hypotheses
The following research hypotheses were tested:
HO1: There is a significant internet usage and academic performance of students in English in junior secondary schools 
HO2: There is a significant of internet usage in academic performance of students in English in junior secondary schools 
HO3: There is a significant of the demerits of internet usage in English in junior secondary schools
Significance of the Study 
The outcome of this study aims at determining whether or not the use of the internet has any significant influence on the academic achievement of students in junior secondary schools in Kwara state. More over education is the bedrock of any society. Nigeria as a developing nation needs a standard secondary schools that has available learning resources, that teachers can improvise learning resources easily and more often also where teachers and students utilize learning resources on a regular basis. It could be a guide line for incoming students and be educative to them when writing and studying similar problems in school. This research will be a contribution to the body of literature in the area of the effect of personality trait on student’s academic performance, thereby constituting the empirical literature for future research in the subject area. 
Scope of the Study 
This study will cover the effect of internet usage in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West Government Area of Kwara State, with a view of ascertaining its influence on student’s academic achievement. Insufficient fund and time tend to impede the efficiency of the researcher in sourcing for the relevant materials, literature or information and in the process of data collection (internet, questionnaire and interview). 
Operational Definition of Terms 
Internet: a vast computer network linking smaller computer networks worldwide (usually preceded by the). The Internet includes commercial, educational, governmental, and other networks, all of which use the same set of communications protocols.
Computer: an electronic device which is capable of receiving information (data) in a particular form and of performing a sequence of operations in accordance with a predetermined but variable set of procedural instructions (program) to produce a result in the form of information or signals. 
Student: a person formally engaged in learning, especially one enrolled in a secondary school in Ilorin Metropolis
Academic Performance: Is the measurement of how well secondary school students in Ilorin Metropolis perform in English through the implication of internet service
Internet Service: Is the productivity of internet, in its application on the academic performance of students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis

CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Introduction 
This chapter presents and reviews related literature on effects of internet services on the academic performance of students in English in junior secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis. This chapter is discussed under the following sub-headings;
· Students and the uses of internet services  
· Motivations for Using the Internet in English Language Learning Situation
· Benefits of Internet Usage for English Students

Students and the uses of internet services  
According to Aliu (2011), students’ access to the volume of information and interaction provided by the internet, help students complete their homework and other studies. Also the internet tools associated with spending time with and talking with people through the internet help students to study with their peers. Idris (2024) observed that the quantity of time exhausted or spent on the internet is not as important as quality of time spent on the internet when talking about students’ internet usage and performance.
Specifically, when the quality of the usage of the internet, especially when excessive, is not closely guided, and confirmed that more harm than good could be done to student academic achievement when students spend lots of time using the internet. Some studies have showed positive impact of excessive use of the internet and academic achievement of students. An investigation by Abdullahi (2023) in their study on internet usage and students’ academic performance, the result of the study showed that there was no significant relationship between too much usage of the internet and academic performance. In almost the same way, an exploratory survey study showed excessive internet usage affects students’ academic performance negatively. In another dimension, James et al (2023) in their s study on the relationship between heavy internet use and students’ academic performance showed a negative significant relationship.
However, Davis (20018) as well as Adegboye (2022) observed that students who spent so much time on the internet for non-academic motive have always shown to prefer spending too much time surfing the net which act as distractions or actions that interfere with mental focus to them because of the time devoted to it.
Motivations for Using the Internet in English Language Learning Situation
Abdullahi (2024) asserted that internet user make use of the internet to connect with others, bring to mind the importance of studying the motives or purposes for using the internet. The Internet allows students to learn language whenever and wherever they want. In Internet Assisted Language Teaching, students can make all decisions about their learning: determining goals and objectives, choosing content and materials, deciding methods and techniques, organizing their learning and evaluating their progress. Each learner is allowed and encouraged “to manage the learning process independently and to explore linked pieces of information non-sequentially on the basis of their personal preferences and needs” (Son, 2019). It gives students confidence to take a dynamic role as autonomous learners outside the classroom and provides greater freedom and flexibility in learning at one's own pace and convenience, whether in the context of a language course or beyond.
Authenticity is very important because when language learning takes place in an authentic and meaningful context, then the process is most successful. The Internet provides students with access to vast quantities of authentic material on any topic. It also allows authentic communication and publishing opportunities that are rewarding, motivating and easy to arrange. The Internet can be considered as an ideal learning and teaching tool because it offers authentic learning resources available without having to travel to English-speaking countries (Smith, 2021). The Internet is often recognized as a factor in increasing the motivation of learners. Students are motivated in the learning process by using internet facilities. Using the internet in language learning enhances the English skills of students. Students who are computer literates are more interested in internet-assisted teaching and say that when learning English the internet was of great help. 
Communication and information are the Internet's two most important uses. At any time and for any number of times, information can be updated or modified, which helps in learning and understanding better. In a wide range of subjects, students can search for up-to-date information, learn to present their information on the web for others to see and appreciate. They learn to communicate with students from different cultures and countries. Good communication is the most common goal for language learners. The internet will improve learners’ communication skills.
To gain more knowledge and teach the English language efficiently, teachers need to learn how to use the internet tools effectively. The use of new and emerging Internet technologies to support English language teaching and learning creates many challenges for teachers in their careers to execute and use it properly. They will therefore have basic computer skills including typing and using the mouse, the proper way to start and shut down computers, and a basic understanding of how computers work. Additional skills such as creating documents in a Microsoft word, using email and the internet, operating scanners or printers and searching on the internet are required for successful operation of computer and internet.
Benefits of Internet Usage for Students of English
Rainie & Packel (2023) reported that English students are generally positive about the internet and its impacts on their educational experience. The study also discovered that majority of English students have positive attitude toward the internet. They find the internet useful and are comfortable with its communication, along with even give account of its enjoyment while using it for academic and personal reasons. Their purpose of using the internet is divided between academic and social uses, and they find it functional for both purpose. A great number of English students are of the belief that internet have positively improve or enhance their academic knowledge or experience. The internet is employed or utilised in most cases to augment English students’ activities and provide some options for English teachers and students looking to bring new life to well-known educational experiences.
Fatoki (2024) asserted that internet usage in Nigeria started in 1995, and ever since a lot of organizations and institutions of learning have been connected to enhance their corporate output and objectives. Gbenro (2015) stated that English students make use of the internet usage for research purposes. Lubans (2009) opined that the internet positively influences English students’ academic work and performance. English Students have access to enough facts and information like internet reference materials and sources. The internet makes available enriched information on day-to-day events and the newest views since it is easier to access, its’ fun, interesting and it exposes English students to a large quantity of materials and inspire the students to do more reading or study.
Use of the Internet for learning by secondary school students
	The Internet is a valuable tool that can improve the learning of secondary school students if well utilized. Studies conducted in this area show different results. Chandran (2000) conducted a study and noted that majority of the respondents used web and email services on the Internet especially for communication and information gathering. Berg (2005) surveyed the available research on student attitudes, perception and behaviour in the area of technology. The report of the study showed that nearly every online teen (94%) of 12 to 17 years old who reported that they used the Internet, had used the Internet for school related tasks or research. They even used the Internet in a sophisticated way in these capacities. In addition, according to a 2003 Net Day study quoted in the work, 67% of the students in grades 7-12 said they conducted internet search or visited a bookmarked website if assigned to work on a report or write an essay about a topic they knew little or nothing about. Most of the students also indicated that they used the Internet as a communication tool first and later used it to complete their school work.
	Kubiatko (2007) also discovered in the study that captured information and communication literacy of secondary school students in different regions and districts of Slovakia. Results showed that nearly all the students (70%) used the Internet at school and about half of them use the Internet at home. Out of this number, 30% used the Internet every day, 28.3% two to three times a week and 22% once a week. Most of the respondents (70%) said that they used the Internet to obtain information for their academic work, while less than 8% said they used the Internet to download music.
	Teachers and educators also appreciate the Internet as a vital tool that can be used by students for learning activities. Even though, some educators do not encourage the use, some have seen the benefits associated with the use of the internet by students. The National Education Association (2008) did a study where about half of the educators required their students to use technology at school for individual research and problem solving. But only few educators reported that they required their students to use computer and the internet regularly. Only one-third of the educators reported that they required their students to use the computers at least a few times a week.
  	Brandstrom (2011) did a qualitative study of teacher’s opinions on the use of the Internet in planning and instruction. Five upper secondary school teachers were interviewed face to face. The teachers thought that the Internet was a valuable source of information and an additional teaching tool. They further explained that the Internet motivates the students, make teaching more fun and allows variation in teaching tool. This opinion reveal that the teachers interviewed were favourably disposed to the use of the Internet for teaching and if teachers should encourage that, students will also do likewise. This will no doubt improve their learning. 
	Singh and Bala (2014) in their study gave the various academic reasons for which secondary school students used the Internet. Most of the respondents (82%) in the study used the Internet for the purpose of assignment completion, 66% said they used the Internet to download different materials that are in the course syllabus so that it would be easy to grasp the contents of the course. A little above average (55%) of the respondents also said they read e-newspapers on the Internet, while (68%) of the students searched for information for colleges and universities through the Internet. Also, most of the respondents affirmatively indicated that they did not access blogs on the Internet.
	In as much as secondary school students use different information resources to improve their learning, the Internet is still very prominent. Benard and Dulle (2014) assessed the access and use of school library information resources by secondary school students in Morogoro municipality, Tanzania. They used simple random sampling method to select the sample size of 150. Resulted presented showed that despite the fact that library resources were used, (46.4%) of the students indicated that they used Internet sources to access the materials that will enhance their learning.
Effect of Time Spent on the Internet on Students Academic Performance 
Technology has changed speedily over time. Where people used to spend an extended amount of time watching television, currently there has been a shift into spending more time on the internet, where a wider range of activities are accessible. This can be seen by the recent popularity and the several options of activities that can be done using the internet. In a study by Olaleye (2024) to evaluate the effects of time spent on the internet and students’ academic performance, the finding of the study disclosed that there is no significant effect of time spent online and students’ academic performance. However, with the internet, there has been noticeable social influence for individuals to use the internet to be up dated with information from the outside world. 
According to Chike (2018), some may argue that internet utilization is of many benefits though there has been a large amount of researches that has connected excessive internet usage and poor academic performance. Various researchers have concluded that a percentage of internet users perceived that online use have negative bearing on their lives. Majority of the problems connected to internet use are issues of development, pornography, daily activities reduction, depression and sleep problems, academic/school dismissal and dropout, social isolation, online gambling, stalking, and binge drinking among students. The major issues that students are mostly concern with is developmental and academic dismissal issues (Anderson, 2019). 
Ajao (2020) found that students spend 17 hours weekly on websites making friends & chatting, searching for non-academic and academic information, playing games, and read-through emails. Exact websites that they discovered visited the most were social media, and searching for scholastic materials to boost their performance. The study observed that those who spend lesser time on the internet had better academic performance than those who spend much time on the internet users. The purpose or motive of using the internet includes recreational and academic purposes. Most times students are spending or devoting their treasurable time on the internet at the detriment of school work, which undeniably could have a resilient effect on their academic performance. A student confirmed that Facebook social media definitely interferes with his academic activities (Pychi, 2021).
According to Hafeez (2023) adolescents have a limited amount of time. Therefore, expending huge time in non-educational usage of the Internet may hinder their academic performance. When students increase the time spent on the internet involving in social and/leisure or recreational activities, time expended or sacrifices will have to be created in other aspects, like time spent on completion of assignments, reading, and studying (Neuman, 2021). This displacement and unsatisfactory performance may occur for the internet, which entertains or interest adolescents with exciting images besides audio-visual effects, is more appealing than school study. 
Consequently, using the time spent on the internet may result to the displacement or lack of interest of academic activities, as did television, and will eventually impede or decrease students’ performance (Layman, 2023). The use of the Internet has become very popular among tertiary institution students. Indeed, with the coming of the internet students were among the first group to make use of the internet on a large scale, and also the first to come across problems connected with excessive Internet usage (Baba, 2009). According to Jones (2012), the present generation of students grew up at a time they can be introduced to the internet into at very tender age. The fact that students could carried away by the internet without much control has resulted to considerable debate, controversy and ongoing research. However, existing literature has clearly indicated that users are experiencing negative consequences from the time they spent on the internet (Anderson, 2021).
Empirical Review on Internet Usage and Students’ Academic Performance 
In line with the study of Cox (2020), who examined the effect of the social networking, attitudes and habits among college students in Britain. A population of 433 college students were given questionnaires, while a simple random technique was used. The result of the finding shows that college students are frequently uses of social media. Adding that the age subsets, is between 15-24years. Ojedokun (2021) investigated the relationship between problem of internet usage and academic performance of students in Ibadan, 706 undergraduate students were administered with questionnaires. A simple random sampling technique was used for 30I male and 405 female students. The result indicates that a large percentage or ratio of students recounted feelings of detachment and symptoms or signs of in tolerance, withdrawal and escape.
Scherer (2023) investigated problematic internet usage among students in Boston. A total Number of 706 respondents were administered with questionnaire. A simple sample technique employed for (301 males and 405 females). It was found out that a large proportion of students reported feeling of dissociation and indicates symptoms of low tolerance, withdrawal and escape. Also, it affects their academic performance. Whyte (2018) examined correlation between excessive internet usage and academic success of students. Result from the study revealed that there was negative correlation between excessive internet usage and performance of students. A study conducted by Anderson (2009) revealed that college students who use the internet excessively experience deterioration in study habit, loss of sleep and loneliness.
Ojedokun (2019) examined online habits and attitudes of undergraduates at midsize university in the middle East, and found that large majority of students (80%) used one or more social networking sites (facebook, Whatsapp, Imo, Instagram, and so on). A population of 1,530 was sampled (753 males and  774 females). A simple random sampling technique was used the result of was that students who use the internet most heavily may perform below expectation academically. A study by Nelson (2020) also looked at what exactly college students were spending their time doing online, as well as looking at the differences between genders. Their study revealed that female heavy users did well in their performance when they favoured information searching and chatting, nevertheless felt more depressed and unhappy compared to non-heavy users; female heavy users had lower academic performance when they favoured information seeking, chatting, and online gaming, and had greater loneliness, physical illness, and depression than non-heavy users; male heavy users had lower academic performance when they favoured online games; male heavy users were more likely to feel physically ill, unhappy and depressed if they favoured chatting, looking for information, and online games. Abdulwahab (2020) investigated the impact of over-involvement with social networking on students’ academic performance. The result of the study showed that students over-involvement with social networking have negative impacts on their academic performance.
Nnewi (2010) carried out a study on the amount of time students spent online in Canadian University. The study focused on youth in grades 6th-10th found that 41 % of females and 34% of males watched two hours or less of television per day. This contrasts significantly when they appraised the amount of time spent online. In this context 18% of females and 14% of males were on the net for two hours or less per day. Raymond (2020) investigated if there is significant relationship between multiple indices of Facebook usage and students’ academic performance. The finding of the study showed that there is negative significant relationship between multiple indices of Facebook usage and students’ academic performance. 
Ahmed & Qazi (2021) investigated students’ perception of satisfaction for maintenance on class performance. The result indicated that 76.5% of the students sampled agreed that they could maintain their class achievement, while only 10.3% stated otherwise. In his study, Joel (2021) investigated the impact of internet on variety of disciplines on the technological, social, behavioural and neuron-scientific on students’ self-study. A precise emphasis was allocated to the reading behaviour of emergent university students. The study revealed negative effects on students’ self study.
Ogedengbe (2022) explore the extent of usage of internet among Nigerian University, undergraduate and who it has affected the academic performance in a university at Maiduguri, a questionnaire was administered to a total number of 350 respondents who completed and returned the questionnaire. The result of this founding was that the internet services are fully exploited by the students and this has affected their academic performances either negatively or positively. Cochran (2022) investigated the impact of social networks on students’ academic performance. The finding of this study indicated that there is a significant impact of social network usage on students’ academic performance. Charles (2023) in his study on the effects of Facebook social media on students' self-study. The result of the study revealed that students cope with their self-study and also interact or correspond with the virtual environment effectively
Appraisal of Reviewed Literature 
According to Aliu (2021), students’ access to the volume of information and interaction provided by the internet, help students complete their homework and other studies. Also the internet tools associated with spending time with and talking with people through the internet help students to study with their peers. Idris (2016) observed that the quantity of time exhausted or spent on the internet is not as important as quality of time spent on the internet when talking about students’ internet usage and performance.
Abdullahi (2024) asserted that internet user make use of the internet to connect with others, bring to mind the importance of studying the motives or purposes for using the internet. Lam, Bello (2019) reported that the individuals or people who spend excessive time on the internet, do so to gain a sense of control in their lives and to reinforce self-esteem, also demonstrations the significance of looking at the role of motives when investigating predictors of excessive internet usage. 
Fatoki (2024) asserted that internet usage in Nigeria started in 2019, and ever since a lot of organizations and institutions of learning have been connected to enhance their corporate output and objectives. Gbenro (2021) stated that English students make use of the internet usage for research purposes. 
Nwachukwu (2023) and Ben (2019) opined that previous and present studies have returned negative correlation between spending much time on the internet and students’ academic success or achievement. In a study by Olaleye (2021) to evaluate the effects of time spent on the internet and students’ academic performance, the finding of the study disclosed that there is no significant effect of time spent online and students’ academic performance. However, with the internet, there has been noticeable social influence for individuals to use the internet to be up dated with information from the outside world. 
Ojedokun (2021) investigated the relationship between problem of internet usage and academic performance of students in Ibadan, 706 undergraduate students were administered with questionnaires. A simple random sampling technique was used for 30I male and 405 female students. The result indicates that a large percentage or ratio of students recounted feelings of detachment and symptoms or signs of in tolerance, withdrawal and escape.
Ogedengbe (2022) explore the extent of usage of internet among Nigerian University, undergraduate and who it has affected the academic performance in a university at Maiduguri, a questionnaire was administered to a total number of 350 respondents who completed and returned the questionnaire. The result of this founding was that the internet services are fully exploited by the students and this has affected their academic performances either negatively or positively. 




CHAPTER THREE

Sample and Sampling Techniques
Due to the time and financial constrain, ten junior secondary schools in Ilorin west LGA of kwara state were randomly selected as the sample for the study. Twenty (20) English teachers and eighty (80) English students were randomly selected from the five junior secondary schools. The English teachers and students were selected from each school considering their level of maturity. The researcher had intentionally spread the study so that an objective result could be arrived at.

Research Instrument
The research instrument used for this study is questionnaire. This questionnaire titled “Effects of internet services on the academic performance of students in English in Secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government” was administered on the selected respondents in each of the items, respondents are asked to indicate by ticking their view or opinion. All the items in both parts were structured; the respondents are required to express their view with a certain statement or event using a four point likert scale as follows: Strongly Agreed (SA), Agreed (A), Disagreed (D) and Strongly Disagreed (SD). The level of understanding of the respondent was taken into consideration before their questionnaire was constructed. Section A personal information of the respondent, section B Effects of internet services on the academic performance of junior Secondary School students in English in Secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government  
Validity of the Instrument
The questionnaire was drafted by the researcher and was subjected to experts’ criticism and advice. Their suggestions were incorporated into the final draft both in the wording and arrangement.
Reliability of the Instrument
According to Oladele (2018) reliability is the consistency accuracy stability and trust worthiness of a measuring instrument or some score obtained that is, how far the same test or similar one would give the same result, if it could be done again by the same students on different occasion.  To determine the reliability of the research, instrument test retest reliability procedure was used. Sample of twenty (20) respondents were selected from two other schools that did not participate in the actual study. The questionnaire was administered twice within two weeks. The two results were compared and were brought to 0.76. 
Procedure for Data Collection
In order to obtain required information for the study, copies of questionnaires was administered in person by the researcher; the strategy will provide the opportunity of solving the problem that might be encountered in the course of completing the question the respondents.
Data Analysis Techniques
Frequency count and simple percentage techniques were used to analyse the data collected.

This is in agreement with Kubey, Lavin & Barrows (2013), internet used for educational purposes include English students using the internet to enhance their knowledge related to their academic interests (for example, online assignment manager, watching news and videos relevant to the student’s academic courses, and so forth).

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary 
The study was conducted to effects of internet services on the academic performance of students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government . Information was collected by means of questionnaires from one hundred and twenty respondents, in ten (10) secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government , Nigeria. The objective of the study were to examine the relationship between internet usage and academic performance of students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government , examine the effectiveness of internet usage in teaching and learning process of English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government , identify the disadvantages of internet usage in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government . .  
Literature reviewed highlighted the internet access and usage and students’ academic performance, motivations for using the internet in English language learning situation, benefits of internet usage for English students, internet usage and English students assignment submission, effect of time spent on the internet on students academic performance, empirical reviewed on internet usage and students’ academic performance and appraisal of literature reviewed
Descriptive survey design was used in carrying out the study. The sample size for the study was 120 respondents randomly selected from ten (10) secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government . The data collected were analyzed using frequency and percentage.
 Conclusion
          In the first objective, the study established the relationship between internet usage and academic performance of students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government . The result had shown that students who browse through internet obtain information on topic taught in English language learning situation, internet provides answers to confusing questions, students who apply internet to their learning situation find learning understandable, new words are learnt via internet and internet creates a platform where new friends who can assist in improving academic performance in English language
In the second objective, the study established the effectiveness of internet usage in academic performance of students in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government . The result has shown that that internet usage aid research, internet usage provide access to current information sources, internet usage help to prepare for examinations and tests, internet usage help in assignments and internet usage aid communication between students and lecturers.
Lastly the third objective, the study established the demerits of internet usage in English in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government . The result had shown that  that there are many unethical and pornography available on the Internet that can cause distraction to student’s mind, some people can be addicted to buying items on the Internet that can cause serious debt, if the internet surfed frequently can also lead to obesity and an unhealthy lifestyle, internet allows for playing of games and spending too much time on the computer which negatively can affect students’ performance and a person who uses the internet very frequently can face abusive or trolls' people.
Implication of the Study
Based on the results of the study and discussions, it was found out that many of the respondents who engaged in social media feel that they can improve their academic performance because it can help them in doing their assignment or to supplement their works as well. Though, it can be seen that many respondents are not aware of the educational sites available for educational purposes. They tried their best to gather information and gained some knowledge from social media by getting themselves updated with the things that were happening around. As we all know that social media is a source of knowledge it can help in the students in their learning process. 2. 80 per cent of the students find difference in their grades after they engaged in social media which shows that social media has a significant effect on the student’s academic performance and it makes a difference on the student’s academic life as well. In the present research, more than half of the respondents find that their academic performance has lowered down due to unlimited engagement in the online social media sites. And this is because of the constant engagement on the online network like those available for entertainment. In the teaching and learning activities, social media was seen to be very significant and it has a positive effect if it was used wisely and purposefully.
Based on the analysis and findings, many respondents feel that social media was very helpful in educational life of the students. The researcher also finds that the students can perform much better in their studies in the absence of social media as they can have a free mind and free thinking and they could
.Recommendations
From the analysis and findings, it was recommended that:
· The government of Nigeria should make sure that they improve on the internet network in Nigeria to enhance effective use of learning facilities.
· Computer science education and activities should be intensified in learning in all learning environment as this will enhance the effectiveness of internet usage among the students.
· There should be adequate provision by the government and school management for all students in the usage of internet as this will take care of the socio economic background of all the students for effective use of internet
· Schools should make sure that all their students are computer literate.
· Parents should make frantic efforts to make sure they have computer connected with the internet at home to get their children acquainted with the use of these facilities in accessing necessary materials without going far.
· Students should make sure that they engage in the utilization of internet usage facilities provided for them at the school or internet usage centre.
· Government should ensure that a minimum standard of requirement is set or schools to get learning facilities to enhance effect we patronizing internet usage centre by the students.
Limitations of the study
It was impossible however, to visit all the secondary schools in the study area in Ilorin West Local Government  because many of them were situated at the interior area. Therefore, not all the secondary schools were visited by the researcher. There was also lack of good road network and township buses for transportation. Some of the villagers in the interior where some secondary schools were located were hostile to the researcher due to ignorance and illiteracy as they were skeptical about the fact that the researcher was on an academic research mission, but rather thought that he came to explore their lands or possibly a Boko-haram member who has come to survey their villages for a possible attack.
Suggestions for Further Studies 
Based on the findings of the study, there is need for further research in the following areas:-
1. This study could be replicated in other part of Kwara State. 
2. For the results of the study to be more generalized, a larger sample should be used in replicating the study in  the North central zone of Nigeria
