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Abstract 
This study investigates the effect of Management Information Systems (MIS) on the administration of higher institutions, using Kwara State College of Education, Ilorin, as a case study. The research adopts a descriptive survey design with data collected from 120 academic and non-academic staff selected through stratified random sampling. Structured questionnaires served as the primary instrument for data collection, while descriptive and inferential statistics were employed for analysis.
Findings indicate that MIS plays a crucial role in enhancing administrative functions such as student record management, financial control, academic planning, communication, and evidence-based decision-making. However, challenges including inadequate funding, poor ICT infrastructure, unstable electricity, and low ICT literacy among staff hinder optimal use of MIS. The study establishes a strong positive relationship between MIS adoption and administrative effectiveness.
It concludes that MIS is indispensable for modern higher education administration in Nigeria. The study recommends improved investment in ICT infrastructure, regular staff training, government support through sustainable funding, and institutional policies promoting digital transformation.
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
