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ABSTRACT
This study examined the impact of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) on the teaching of Business Studies in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Five secondary schools were purposively selected, namely Government Day Secondary School, Odookun; Model Secondary School, Ilorin; Sheik Abdulqodri Secondary School, Ilorin; Government Day Secondary School, Adewole; and Government High School, Adeta, with a total student population of 3,500. A sample of 350 students, representing 10% of the population, was drawn using stratified random sampling. The study adopted a descriptive survey design, and a structured questionnaire served as the main instrument for data collection. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics such as mean and percentage, while inferential statistics including t-test and chi-square were used to test the hypotheses at 0.05 level of significance.
The findings revealed that ICT has a significant positive impact on the teaching and learning of Business Studies. Students agreed that ICT enhances understanding of practical concepts, improves classroom participation, and makes lessons more interesting. However, challenges such as inadequate ICT facilities, irregular electricity supply, insufficient teacher training, and outdated equipment were identified as major barriers to effective ICT integration. Results further showed no significant difference in male and female students’ perceptions of ICT use in Business Studies.
The study concluded that ICT is a vital tool for improving Business Studies instruction, but its potential is limited by infrastructural and human challenges. It was recommended that government and school authorities should provide adequate ICT facilities, train teachers regularly, ensure stable electricity supply, and update existing ICT tools to enhance effective integration in Business Studies classrooms.
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
