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ABSTRACT
This research work found out the influence  or effect of early marriage on Girl-child Education in Ilorin South Local government Area of Kwara State. The population for the study consist of some selected secondary school in Ilorin South Local Government  Area  of Kwara State. A sample of 100  Students and 10 teachers and parents each were involved. The researcher made use of questionnaire as the instrument used in the study. The data collected were analysed using the frequency percentage method. It was revealed in this study that there are some factors that influence early marriage of Girl-Child in our society. This, if these problem are 100% tackled or solve the issues of early marriage would be greatly minimized if  not totally eradicated  
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	The meaning involvement and period of contracting marriage differ form one society or community to other. Also, some society defines marriage in relation to social relation share only by a couple (both husband and wife). While other view it as the only way by which children can be legal status and right in a family. Marriage according to Osadiya (2012) its defined as a social status or relationship between a matured man and woman joined together as husband and wife. Marriage is also perceived by others as the act of joining a man and woman together as husband and wife. Some other views it as an obligatory (compulsory) for every healthy and sound human being (matured) man and woman to engage himself or herself in the marriage act. 
	However, the term marriage generally refers to the arrangement including the ceremonies which society approved for a man and woman to come together and form a family.
 Some payment is made to the woman through her parent by the male, suitor or his parent. This marriage payment is popular known as “bride price” 
	A public service is to solemnize the marriage because it is publicity except that ensure the measure of durability and legitimacy.
	Marriage therefore, can be define as an enduring bond established through mutual commitment between a man and a woman which is publicity witnessed. In the country today, these are there main kinds of marriage:
Traditional marriage otherwise known as customary marriage which is held in the mosque, church or shrine. Finally, we have the ordinance marriage which is held in the court of law. Out of three kind of marriage, the church and ordinance marriage are monogamous while traditional and Islamic marriage the number of wives a man can have must not be more than four. While the traditional marriage has no limit.
Statement of the Problem
	The issue of dropout from school has been an increasing concern to parent education and society in general with particular reference to female dropout which is mostly associated with pregnancy. This project work is therefore determined to find out the probable causes of easily marriage and ways it used to affects female education in Ilorin South local government Area of Kwara state.

For the fact of research should proceed form basic assumption without which an investigation can deteriorate into relatively aimless search for the fact. The following assumption will be tested by the study.
There are many examples of teenage marriage in Ilorin South local government area of Kwara state from which one can easily carry out the research of the study.
Majority of the female children involved in the disgraceful union are under oppression. Very urgent need to be taken to redeem them from such condition. 
A great percentage of our female children entrapped by teenage marriage who are now educationally background in the community.
The case of easily of early marriage is on the increase within the local government.
It is assumed that majority of the teenage marriage are caused by the ill advised given by the friend and that there is hope to redeem it.

The researcher has made effort in sampling the opinion, various people directly and indirectly involved or connected with education, such as parents or guidance, teachers and students. The project work should have carried wider than this, but owing to time and financial constrains it is not possible.

Traditional Marriage
	Awoyemi (2013) stressed the traditional marriage as a marriage that carried out according to the native laws and customs of the society. He said that the Nigeria as a whole some common features includes the receiving of traditional blessing by the bride from parents and other members of her extended family. In traditional marriage there is total freedom of having more than one wife depending on the ability and capability of the husband to satisfy all of them Adepoju (2014).
Family 
	According to advance leaner dictionary of current English, defines family as consisting of one or two parents and thier children and close relations Jack (2016), sees it as an bivalent term meaning you and your mother, father, sister and brothers and all other related to you by blood or marriage. According to victor (2014) defined family as a small group of people because of birth or choice of living together under the same roof. There are two important types of family.
1. Nuclear family:- Awono et al (2015), sees that nuclear family as the type of family which consist of parents and their children. The nuclear family is composed of a father, mother and their children Awoyemi (2015) therefore, every man born by a father and mother is a member of one nuclear family or the other
2. Extended family:- the extended family includes all the people who are related by blood Ogunbiyi and Awoemi (2014) so it is wide then the immediate family. It includes not only parents and sibling but also aunts, uncles, niece, cousins, and in-law. These relations are also called kin. In traditional societies such an Ilorin local government members of extended family live in one house or in a large compound, learning one surname e.g. Alaro, Afaran, Olojoku, Onokijipa, Alause, Ajibade, Ojibara, Oniyangi Bibire, Ali – Agan, Solati e.t.c.
Education 
	Encyclopedia (2015) defined education on any process by which an individual gains knowledge or insight or develop attitude or skills. Forbel (2015), education should lead to the pure and guide man to a knowledge of God and nature to the pure and loyal to which such knowledge leads. There is no education. It is an old on man and there is no society without any form of education or the order 
	Amonoo et al (2011), ascertained that the major function of education is to help the children to learn people learning things about their way of life.
	Professor jubril Aminu the minister of education in his write-up (socialization of the child) in the herald of October 125th 2014 described education as a way of modifying ones behaviors in order to make him/herself useful to him/herself, family, children and the members of the society in general. Therefore, we cannot mount education truly except all hands are on deck i.e the government; school administration teachers and especially the parents in particular should join hand together to lay a good foundation for the education of the children.
	The education for child based on two categories. Formal and informal the types of training given to the child at home by parents, relatives, mallam, pastor, or other elderly person in the society which does not have formal arrangement (i.e it can take place any where at any time) is referred to as formal education, this education as been in existence before the arrival of western education which is later referred to as informal education formal. Education is govern under the direction of the school and runs form primary to the university including the general academic studies it is imperative to note that every human society has its own way of education the young ones In order to appreciate and participate in the activities valued by the society. 	Fraud and other psychologist believed that impression made upon the child’s mind determiners the child’s personality. As a result child’s mind at home is very flexible and susceptible to any influence . The parents love for the child make a deep impression on him and affection has detrimental effects. The complete absence of affection create unbalance personality.   
	The child’s personality also influence greatly by the behavior of his brother or sister. The role of the parents on child’s education cannot be over emphasized Amonoo et al (2013) said that the family is one of the means by which a person can teach his children, their culture and how to be a member of the responsibilities until the child is six years. While other agent like, age group, organization and schools help in the educating and training the child,. Also Dubay and thakr said that not all parent pay absolute concern to the education system. He opined that some parents pay nonchalant attitude to the progress of school in general but have been interested in what the government can do to improve the standard of education of their own children.
	In the motivation sphere, parents attitude towards the education and future employment of their children together with the degree of encouragement, which they offered the child towards school work, were significantly related with students understand and performance. Parent’s illiteracy is on of the major set back for students in this Area. Some literate parent placed little value on education. The encouragement needed by student’s form their parents are lacking.

	The literature reviewed is concerned with the effects of early marriage on girl-child education. Special attention must be given to these effects in order to experience a society with people of good behavior and rapid development literature of a many scholars have been reviewed in investigation the effects of early marriage on girl-child education.

	In this research study the investigation carried out by the researcher shows that Early marriage has drastically reduce the standard of girl-child education in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State. Hence, the following conclusion was made;
· That early marriage attribute to early involvement of our youth in sexual mal-practice.
· That parent should exercise restraint in making sure girl-child receive qualitative education as their male counterpart in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State.
· That parent should try to inculcate moral discipline into our youth.
· That government has a role ton play in making sure that early marriage is reduced if not totally eradicate.
Recommendations
	In view of the finding of this study the following recommendations for students, teachers, parents and government were made to undermined early marriage and its effects. On the education of Girl-Child in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State.
	Students should strife heard in achieving qualitative education to brighten their future rather than engaging in anti-social or sexual malpractice.
	Teachers should enforce laws on students who go against them. Also parents should abide to the age of 18-26 years as the right age for contracting marriage. Government should give necessary encouragement to the education of the girl child in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State.
	Finally, government should promote enlightenment campaign team to create awareness within the people of area on the education of female youth in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State.
