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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study was to investigate the factors that affect the study  of oral English among junior secondary school student in Ilorin metropolis of Kwara state. The study was conducted in the ten selected junior secondary schools in three local government (Ilorin West, Ilorin East and Ilorin South local Government) comprises of Ilorin metropolis of Kwara state. The sample consisted of 50 Teachers. This study used the descriptive design and employed both qualitative and quantitative approaches; the research instruments used to collect data were questionnaires, lesson observation, document analysis and interviews. Qualitative data was analyzed thematically; where the identified key ideas were codified and organized into themes, the package which generated frequency tables and simple percentages methods was used. The research participants consisted of the teachers of English Language particularly, junior Secondary Schools within ten selected schools. The results have shown that interference of mother tongue, unqualified teachers and dearth of relevant teaching materials are the major factors affect the study oral English in junior secondary school. The study suggested that (i) a high degree of motivation in both students and teachers, and (ii) the teachers’ competence in the subject and their mastery of the techniques of imparting knowledge in it are the basic the solutions. Teachers and Language instructors should identify these problems, face the challenges through practical classes and improvisation and also insist on standards.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the study 
	English language is Nigeria’s official language. Obviously the language is formal or official language for the country. It has been made to be a compulsory language for all Nigerians. Been a foreign language, the skills in it are being learnt and also acquired. The area of English that aids to the progress is the aspect of Oral English.
	Oral English is a tool in English language which is more related purpose and a specific skill which is spoken and common to us all. 
	The way in which the English language is transmitted through a conventional system is sounds…. (Richard, 2014)
	The aspect of oral English which carters for this interest is referred to as “phonetic and phonology” 
	Phonetics can be defined as the scientific study of human speech sounds in English language spoken in different geographical areas in the world. It is concerned with physical properties of sounds, which has three sub-fields; 
· Articulatory phonetics 
· Acoustic phonetics 
· Auditory phonetics 
	Phonology is the manner by which sounds are patterned into a system of a special language. Phonology of English language is a study leveled into two areas; 
· Segmental level 
· Supra – segmental level 
	The learner’s of English language that are competence in speaking skill are usually determined by much they have internalized those properties of the English language sound system. 
It is pertinent to state that, the phonetics level in the academic field differs from one stage of education to another and if not well handled, such problem encumbered in selecting target language (TL), Mother tongue interference, which affects our oral pronunciation of English, problem of pronunciation of English lexicons and also a result of lack of learning facilities like pronunciation of journals, articles and so on,
	Furthermore, problem of the research work explore it necessary to expose the aforementioned problems of pronunciation of English lexicons and suggest means of improving the mastery of English language in Nigerian Junior Secondary School, for instance, as Banjo (1999) observed English language is important at all the levels of our education system in order to bring productive, especially in Junior Secondary School.
	In the study of English language, test of Orals (phonetics and phonology) remain a very vital issue that cannot be ignored in the educational system in primary, secondary and tertiary institutions. 
	The knowledge gained from the study of phonetics and phonology has helped Nigerian Junior Secondary School Students and Educated individuals generally to pronounce English words more correctly and it has a good mastery of the English sounds which has ascertained to when their mother tongue (MT) is gaining influence on English language.
English language has no doubt come to stay as Nigeria’s Lingua Franca. As a Lingua franca, English obviously is formal or official language for the country. The status account for the high premium Nigeria places on it. Being a foreign language the skills in it have to be learnt rather than acquired. Since the language is needed for the proper functioning of the country, the Federal Republic of Nigeria has severally demonstrated its commitment towards the promotional and development of the language here. In doing this, the government adopted a multi-dimensional approaches or strategies.
 	An integral part of these strategies aimed at ensuring the growth of English language in Nigeria is its inclusion in the school curriculum, as a subject of study of particular interest to the curriculum planners is the speaking skills, a knowledge which enables the learner to speak the language in the same way the native speaker do. The aspect f English which caters for this interest is referred to as “Phonetic and Phonology”     
Statement of the Problems
It is quite uncontended that in spite of the important of English language to the student in Ilorin metropolis as means of communication. They perform poorly in oral English language especially Junior secondary school students which contribute to the poor performance of English Language.
	One widely held view, considered as a factor affecting the student of oral English in Ilorin metropolis junior secondary school is the influence of mother tongue, mother tongue affect the oral English language due to some sounds that are absent in their language. It will not gain influence on the child’s spoken except English if well monitored. 
	The researcher intends to examine the factors affecting the study of oral English language among junior secondary school student most especially in some selected junior secondary school in Ilorin metropolis of Kwara state and suggest the possible solution to the problems. 
Purpose of the Study 
	The general purpose of the study is to examine the factor affecting the study of Oral English languages among Junior Secondary School in Ilorin South Local Government Area Kwara State.
	In specific terms, the study would seek to find out if: 
1. It indicates or explores the method to the study of Oral English language based on the teachers’ use of instructional materials and learning materials. 
2. It portrays to the study of Oral English language based on teachers’ method of teaching. 
Research Questions 
	The study is guide along the following research questions: 
1. Is there any effect to the study of Oral English language among Junior Secondary School in Ilorin South Local Government Area Kwara State?
2. Is there any effect in the study of Oral English based on the teachers’ use of instructional materials?
3. Is there any effect in the study of Oral English language based on the teachers’ method of teaching?
4. Is there any effect in the study of Oral English language base on teachers’ idea to motivate the students? 

Significance of the Study 
	This research work undergoes a significance to the Oral English in the Junior Secondary School to improve the students pronunciation in English language and as for the students, it will help them to the outcome of the study which would be suitable by making in adjustment to their attitudes to the English learning generally and with particular emphasis on Oral English (spoken).
	The benefit of this research work is to give a broader explanation to method of socialization is as to inculcate knowledge to the children through speaking English is vocal and deals more on speaking skills. 
Scope of the Study 
	This is a study designed to find out the factors affecting the study of Oral English among Junior Secondary Schools in general and in Ilorin South Local Government Area Kwara State in particulars. 
Operational Definition of Terms
Vowel sounds: are powered by plutonic airstreams from the lungs. The airstreams, at different pints, are configured in a certain fashion to achieve desire “phonation”. Vowels are produced without any sort of obstruction of the airstreams in the ‘mouth region’ but with stringent obstruction mounted around the larynx region of the vocal passage; such that perceptible vibration is felt. 
Consonant sounds: are speech sounds that are realized with either partial or total obstruction of the airstreams in the mouth and nasal region. While some of them are voice, others are voiceless. 
Intonation: is used to describe fall and rise in pitch of utterance. When we speak at certain pints of momentary or longer pauses, our voice rises of falls drastically. Such points are marked as boundaries in tone contours. 
 Tone: is a whining style of speaking, a kind of mournful or artificial strain of voice, an affected speaking with a measured rhythm and a regular rise and fall of the voice,

The Meaning and Nature of Language 
	Language as many definition according to different researchers and linguists.
	Linguists have defined Language from the perspectives of forms, styles or through the rules that govern a particular language for instance, concern itself with either verbal and non verbal communication. 
	Verbal communication for expressed through spoken and written form. Here utterances are made to convey information while non-verbal communication form has to do with making of signs or gestures, paralinguistic’s. e.t.c 
	According to Aremu (2015) observes that language reflects the norms, ethos, and social structures of the people living in a society. 
	Language has rules that govern its use. These rules can be affected in a language by impact of another language. 
Meaning and Distinctions between Phonetics and Phonology 
	These two are usually used by most people interchangeable but they are two different things for instance, phonetics can be defined as the scientific study of human speech sound in the language of the world and it is concerned with the physical properties of sound which has three sub-fields. 
1. Articulatory phonetics explores how human vocal apparatus produce sounds and the source of air stream, which is modified, in the production of speech sounds. 
2. Acoustic phonetics studies the sound waves   produced by the human vocal organs, which travels between a speaker and his listeners.
3. Auditory phonetics examines how speech sounds are perceived by the ear (Yusuf 2010). 
	Phonology of English is a way whereby sounds are patterned into a system of a special language. Phonology of English language is studied at “segmental” and “supra-segmental” levels. 
1. Segmental level deals with the consonant and vowels phonemes of English language. 
2. Supra-segmental level deals with the analysis of stress, rhythm, intonation and tone (Yusuf, 2010) 
Though phonetics and phonology goes side by side and work together, however the following distinguish them.
1. Phonetic is studied at three levels while phonology is studied at two levels. 
2. Another thing that distinguished phonetics from phonology is that while phonology concerns itself with how words are patterned and organize into system of specific language. Phonetics on the other hand study the sound used in language. 
3. While phonetics can be restricted to the sound alone, phonology goes ahead to discover the sound inventories of a given language utterance. That is to say phonology could be wider in scope than phonetics.
Speech Production as a Concept of Language 
	Language is a human instrument of expression, through sound (speech) as released by the vocal cord, says Barder (2018) it gives a vivid and clear expression to human thought, also language is seen as a system of arbitrary vocal symbol of communication which has a lot to do with speech sounds, i.e it is through the coming together of many symbols, that speech sound could be produced, and without speech sounds, there can be nothing called language.
	According to Yusuf (2012), speech is a form of human communication, which involves the use of human body organs, as in the lungs, the vocal cords, pharynx, mouth, the teeth, alveolar ridge, the nose, velum, tongue e.t.c. these organs however, have their primary biological functions in the life of man. 
	The mouth, for instance is used for eating, lungs and nose for breathing, although their use for speech is secondary. 



Vowel sounds

Our voice rises of falls drastically such points are marked as boundaries in tone contours and there are two basic tunes in English: these are falling tune [  ] and rising tune 
[     ]. Each of these basic tunes exhibits variant forms with respect of interact ion behind the utterance. 
	Intonation is variedly, but systematically used in English to convey attitudinal, meaning, illocutionary force, grammatical structure and information value. (Wale, 2001).
	At this point, it is pertinent to examine the major uses of the two basic tunes in English.

Syllable 
	Syllable is the combination of two sounds to form alarge unit called syllable as in (vowel and consonant) sounds and the combination of this sounds form words. 
	The vowel sound is usually given the greatest prominence and it is called the ‘peak’ of the syllable the other parts of a syllable are ‘onset’ and ‘closure’ in word like ‘bat’, the first consonant / b / is the  ‘onset’ / i / is the ‘peak’ while / t / is the ‘closure’ (Yusuf, 2010) 
Words of one syllable are called monosyllabic 
Examples: one, fit, bye, win, run.
Words of two syllables are called disyllabic 
Examples; city, select, package, bay 
Words of three syllables are called trisyllabic 
Examples: educate, holiday, minister. 
Words of four or more syllables are called polysyllabic 
Examples: politician, communication, desirability.



Importance of Oral English in Nigerian Schools 
	Most linguists have helped in exposing the major importance or oral English to learn through their researches. For instance, Oral English to learners through their daily communication e.g. 
1. Oral English serves as a corrective medium of expression, most especially which mother tongue (MT) is trying to give influence over English. 
2. It helps to improve one’s speaking skills and helps to distinguished among related sounds e.g / s,z,f,v / e.t.c.
3. Oral English further helps in building both the teacher and students vocabularies.
4. The inclusion of Oral English into junior secondary school curriculum gives students the opportunities to apply stress and correct intonation at any given occasion.
5. Perfect mastery of Oral English gives its users strong reputation when it comes to delivering speech on occasions or when passing and reasonable information. 
6. It is also means of improving utterance i.e. one s able to utter (pronounce) word correctly. 
7. The knowledge acquired form Oral English like the Bristoos and Americans. 
Problems Facing the Teaching of Oral English in Nigeria Junior Secondary Schools.
	Everything in life has both its positive and negative sides, so it is with the teaching of Oral English in Nigeria junior secondary school.
Although, one talks on all that can help the civilization of good performance in test. 
	But despite all effort to bring Oral performance to the lime light it is when these problems are taken care of that Oral performance progress and standard. 
The includes: 
a. Lack of the appropriate and sufficient teaching aid to ease earning.
b. Lack of personnel to teach English language at various levels. 
c. Problem of unconductive learning environment in our junior secondary school that is too many students in small classroom, poor classroom, ventilation, dirty classroom, in term of good lockers and chairs e.t.c 
d. Poor supply of textbooks to the students and the teachers.
At a point, Alabi (2015) says Oral English can come back, if these mentioned problems are carefully attended to with lasting solution. He further observed that the performance of Nigerian junior secondary school Oral English could be improved, if the aforementioned factors are seen to. 
Major Issues to be Borne in Mind towards the Development of Pronunciation Skill
1. Positive (personal) attitude towards speaking of good English.
2. Avoid total dependence on written English as a guide.
3. Know how to effectively use the pronouncing dictionary.
4. Selection of just one dialect of English for study as the target variety.
5. Stick to just one standard variety. Do not infer-mingle different varieties.
6. Try to improve your speaking skill by listening to news and so on. And proper use of recorded voices of native speakers.
7. Be more conscious of your areas of mother tongue (MT) interference. (Alabi, 2007) 


Teaching Aids and Method of Teaching Oral English 
	Teaching in a formal school setting involves the classroom routine of guiding and making learning easy for learners in favourable condition. In the teaching of English language teachers aim at preparing of Orals, such as;
a. Helping students to describe the various phonemes of English language.
b. Explaining to details each the phonemes to the learners (student)
c. Assisting the learners in realizing the problems and prospects that can be discovered in the teaching of Oral English.
d. Empowering students toward correct usage of the dictionaries for accurate pronunciation and spelling of the English words.
Teaching aids is a material that can assist learning are said to be of immense help the teachers and students English. 
According to Ajayi (2010) teaching aids are both audio and visual ways which can spore the interest of the learners towards what the teacher is talking about in other words, teaching aid facilitate easy learning (communication and feed back) that transmits from teachers to the students.
Teaching aids chosen should be in accordance with the topic, subject matter, level and age of the learners. For example in teaching of test of Orals in secondary school such as tapes, radio, diskettes, microphones, speakers, dictionaries (pronouncing), flash card, computers ban be employed when teaching Oral English with the teacher’s expertise. (Ajayi 2012) 
	A good techniques of teaching Oral English in Nigerian junior secondary schools have the following benefits in the teaching of English language Duntoye (1994) 
1. It help in keeping the interest of the learners alive because of the challenges it gives to them in the process of learning.
2. It enhances effective teaching of sounds speech, and all the entails like stress, syllable, intonation, transcription e.t.c 
3. Following a stated method of teaching, learning are encouraged not only in the learning of Oral English but also in language practice generally.
4. An effective method eases learning generally.
5. The employment gives room for good atmosphere in which both the teachers anf the learners can interest together to exchange ideals. 
Communication method, just as its name to do with the teacher talking to the learners expecting feed back or reply Olajude (1999).
This method is modified into discussion method, questioning, teaching e.t.c as a matter of fact, a teacher can explain what a sound (phoneme) is, describe it, give examples of it using the modified methods, that is found in communication method. One major strength of this method is that it makes both the teachers and the learners to have free interaction which ease up learning. Olajide (1999) 
Audio-lingual is another interesting approach to the teaching of Oral English in Nigeria junior secondary schools. Babarinde (2000) declares that this method has to do with reading that is meaningful. It also talks on the correct pronunciation of vocabularies. 
Audio-lingual is term fit because it encourages both students and the teachers in pronouncing correctly. This as well penetrates, through many fields not only in English language. Babarinde, 2000) 
Summary of the Literature Reviewed 
	Although much had been said about Oral English in this review of related literature.   Nevertheless, there is still much to say. The most disturbing thing is that why is there still persistence in the failure in English language, especially in the aspect of test of Orals; over the years, of the students of Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State, Nigeria.

Research Design

Population 
The population for this includes junior secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government. The target population is the junior secondary schools students and the teachers of English in these schools.
Sample and Sampling Techniques
A random selection of two hundred (200) junior secondary school students from J.S.S 1 to J.S.S 3 were involved and students were randomly selected and likewise chosen from each of the five junior secondary schools for the study as well ten (10) teachers of English language two from each of the chosen secondary school in Ilorin South were also randomly selected. These are the randomly selected schools.
1. Sheik Abdulsalam Junior Secondary School
2. Saint Williams Junior Secondary School
3. United Community Junior Secondary School
4. Oke Aluko Junior Secondary School
5. Government Girl Day Junior Secondary School Okesuna

Research Instrument
	The instrument used for this study is the questionnaire. Items based on the research questions relating to students and teachers as stated in chapter one, formed the content of the administered demand response such as Yes / NO
Validity of the Instrument 
	The questionnaire was given to the project supervisor, other lecturers in the Department of English, Kwara State College of Education, Ilorin to examine the appropriateness and the suitability of the items contained in the questionnaire. After the careful examination and through scrutiny these items were confirmed that the instrument used had both face and content validity.
Reliability of the Instrument
	Test-retest method was used to ensure reliability of the instrument and copies of the questionnaire were administered twice on sets of the student expert from the respondents for an interval of two weeks to measure the consistency of the measuring instrument over time. Thereafter, the obtained were correlated.
Procedure for Data Collection
	The letter of authority was given to introduce the researcher to each principal of selected schools. In administering this instrument copies of the produced questionnaire were personally administered by the researcher to individual respondents while necessary information, assistance and interpretation of the questionnaire items were given and the copies of the questionnaire distributed.
Data Analysis Techniques

	As shown in table 4.1 above, an aggregate of 80% of the students agreed that they found it difficult to recognize some speech sounds in their tests orals, while the remaining 20% disagreed with the opinion. 
	Similarly, an aggregate of 87.5% of the students responded in the affirmative, that they discovered some inconsistencies in the spelling of some speech sounds, while only 12.5% responded in the negative.

	As shown in table 4.3 above, 85.5% of the students responded in the affirmative that, I always have difficulties to dictionaries, for correct pronunciation of Oral sounds, while 14.5% of the responded negatively, 92.5% of the students also said they cannot master too many speech at a time, and 7.5% responded negatively. 
	Similarly, a vast majority of the students 77% of them agreed that they find it difficult to spell some words correctly while 23% disagreed with opinion. 
	From these findings, one can deduce the fact that, in Oral English, a vast majority of the junior secondary school students. 
a. Do not have dictionary to boost their effect in Oral English.
b. Could not successfully mention and identify the speech sounds. 
c. Are no able to spell words correctly expect with the help to a dictionary.

Among the teacher respondents, it was found that 4 of them were WCE holders, 3 of who read English as a major subject. 5 of the other were first degree holders 3 combined art with education, but only 1 read English as a major subject 2; had single honour in art but were minor in English only 1 had his master degree in Education with minor n English. 
	The summary part shows that there were some other factors that are responsible for student’s successful performance in Oral English, but the following are the obvious ones: 
1. English language teachers have too many class to teach.
2. Most of the English language teachers are unable to cover the aspect of Oral English in the junior secondary school syllabus. 
3. Most of the language textbooks lay little emphasis on the major aspect of Oral English.
4. Most of the junior secondary schools lack teachers who read English as a major subject. 



Discussion of Result
	Results obtained in relation to research question one, confirmed that inconsistencies in orthography was responsible for the students’ poor performance in Oral English and until the students can take the pain of recognizing all the Oral sounds. There will be lapses in the Oral performance of the junior secondary school students.
	Likewise on research question two, which established the fact that insufficient teaching aids were also one of the factors affecting the students performance. In Oral English Ajayi (2002) has opined learning materials should be made available to schools, as students learn permanently with when they see with their eyes. 
	Further more, poor student’s and teacher’s attitude towards Oral English according to research question three, is another factor affecting the Oral performance in junior secondary school, as it believed that teachers should be dynamic and not inclined to only one method of teaching, in order to create an interesting learning atmosphere. It is both teachers competence and students readiness that ensure the success of a lesson.
	In view of this, it is clear that the negative attitude of both teacher and students towards Oral English bring about poor performance of students in the exercise. 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
Summary 
	Oral English has been noted to has an aspect rate of English language that contributes to the alarming rate of failure in junior secondary schools I Nigeria today. Here the researchers have examined the problems of Oral English among the junior secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State, Nigeria.
	The main instrument used to obtain data for the study were questionnaire which were administered on both teachers and students of five randomly selected secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government.
	From the opinion of teachers and students and form the inferences they gave, the following results emerged: 
1. Most students do not understand what Oral English entails because of lack of good pronunciation ability. 
2. Students have negative attitude towards the study of Oral English.
3.  Most teacher of English have negative attitude toward the teaching of Oral English.
4. There are inadequate learning/teaching aids
5. Inconsistencies that are discovered in some English sound speech.
Conclusion 
	In the course of investigation, the researcher was able to fish out many factors responsible for the problems of teaching Oral English in Nigeria junior secondary schools especially, in Ilorin South Local Government Area. These problems include: 
1. Poor pronunciation of students as a result of lack of dictionary.
2. Lack of qualified teachers to teach Orals.
3. Insufficient/inadequate teaching aids.
4. The influence that mother tongue in gaining over the English sound speech.
5. Problems of standard textbooks and a host of others.


Recommendations
	Following the result of this study, recommendation and suggestions are given to the following sets of peoples in the education of learners.
	Parent are the first-hand teachers at home they should not fold their arms. They should allow their children to have enough time to study and revise their book (school work) at home. They should endeavour to buy all prescribed textbooks for their children, at worst the most important one’s like test of Orals and arithmetic’s; encourage their children starting from age of six and above to listen to news on radio, television and news papers to point out misspell or mispronounce words and look for the correct ones in the dictionaries and reading of novels. 
	The teachers of English language are employed to make learning conducive and captivating to students i.e through the way they explained or describe sounds, and the examples of sounds they give. They should also ensure, they teach speech with adequate teaching aids such as dictionaries, textbooks, tapes e.t.c emphasis should be laid on phonological aspect of speech as intonation, (stress) division of words, into syllables, minimal pairs and transcriptions. They should be encourage to attend seminars workshops in order to afford them of new trend of development taking place in the teaching of English language.
	These are the people that see to the running of the affairs of the schools like Principal, Vice principals, Head of Departments, Proprietors in Private School, e.t.c School administrators are encouraged to ensure proper administration of the school, look into the factors militating against the advancement and better teaching of Oral English in their schools and crucial parts of English language to teach with through supervision.
	Many people believe that failures are recorded by students in Oral English because the students themselves are not serious. These students should therefore sit up and be determined to come out with success in their studies. They should cultivate the habit of researching in place like libraries, internets e.t.c.
	Not that alone, they should devote time to read novel, listen to news on radio, television and news papers, so that they can be conversant with the latest development in the word of English generally.
	The government of Nigerian as a whole should intensify efforts on the provision on the provision of well equipped libraries for junior secondary schools, textbooks are to be supplied to these students, competent and qualified language teachers should be employed.
Suggestion for Further Studies
	Furthers studies could be carried out on topics such as:
Techniques and teaching aids for Oral English in Public Junior Secondary Schools.
1. A comparative study of Nigeria junior secondary school students performance in Oral English of junior school certificate examination over 3 years.
2. Students attitude towards the teaching of English phonology in Nigeria junior secondary school; a case study of Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State.
It is believe and hoped that such further studies will boost efforts on improving the junior secondary school students performance in Oral English.
