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ABSTRACT
	The study examined the relationship between family size and academic performance of students in secondary schools in Ilorin west local government, kwara state. 	The research design used for the study is a descriptive survey, three hundred respondents were randomly selected out of 1,250 covered population (students and teachers) that led the required data for the study. A self-designed questionnaire tagged “family size and child education rating scale (FACERS)” was used to elicit useful information from the respondents. The data collected were analysed using simple percentage, while chi square was to test the hypotheses postulated in the study at 0.5 level of significance. The findings of the study revealed that the male and female students views shows that there was significant relationship between family size and the ways they affect child’s education and development. Also there was an agreement in the views of teachers students on the effect of family size students academic performance. Based on the findings of the study, it was recommended among others that the parents should accord more attention and priority to their children by ensuring that they feed well, possess, relevant school materials needed as well as encourage them to cultivate good attitudes to their studies furthermore the government should assist secondary school students parents through adequate provision of textbooks and relevant materials and scholarship award to the needy students.
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
