It was recommended that state government should be providing free education and basic of secondary level scholarship should be introduced for further education  
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	Education can be said to be a strong and powerful instrument that affect the attitude of people in the society. 
	The importance of education in our society or community made it compulsory for government to give priority to the sector so that the citizen can be well educated. The facts is that in a situation where a nation lacks behind or defaults in educating her citizens such country are in danger of ignorance. Based on the roles played, by education in our society. The federal government of Nigeria (2004) in her National policy on education (NPE) has adopted education as an instrument for effecting national development. 
	An extensive system of formal education requires careful planning, allocation and effective and effective use of available resources for its development. One principal objective of this formal education as noted by Akeula and Komolate (2000) is to provide firstly, a general education necessary to equip[ the individual for life and secondly, to provide them with a form of training in specific skills in order to help the nation to an accelerated pace of socio-political and economic progress of the country. Consequently, education has always beren given priority in the national development plans right for independent, because of its influence on technological development and specific orientation. 
	Many schools had been established by both the state and federal governments to further the course of education. The private school were also established to by private individuals. Therefore, the number of established school and their moment number had been on the increase over the years. There had been on extremely increased awareness and understanding among the people that education can easily liberate them from the shackles of poverty, backwardness and under development. In view of this, education had been an instrument that can change life pattern of an individual to become responsible people in the society. 
	The effort of state government towards effective execution of the national; policy on education bring about entrance awareness of significance of education which results in increase population of students in school. Apart from this, the introduction of free education in some states of federation. However, the increased population of students does not correspond with the number of school especially in the rural areas. Large percentage of the established schools are located in cities and towns which necessitated the students to travel to the urban or nearby cities to attend school on daily basis. The situation, according to Adeshina (2004) causes untold hardship to (SSCE) Azuka (2001), in his own submission, educational system has witnessed so much deterioration of quality. He identified some indices of deteriorating conditions as poor performance by students due to shortage of facilities, inadequate qualified teachers, poor method of teaching, and students’ interest to mention a few especially in rural areas, with the disparities in the level of academic performances between the rural areas and urban schools in Kwara state as a case study, the teaching service commission was established in an attempt to achieve uniformity and efficiently in schools. 
Statement of the Problem
	The alarming rate of failure today in our school is highly embarrassing. 
	Bukoye (2007) commented that, the issue of examination failure has deviled the standard of educational system in Nigeria. The situation is becoming worrisome not only to the educational industry but in all ramification in Nigeria, the low academic performances has posed a problem to teachers, parents, guidance/counselor, students and society at large, what a pity? The influence of parental poverty on the academic achievement of the students has been of great concern to most teachers so as to find possible causes and lastly solutions to the incidence of the under-achievement which is being experienced by the primary school students. However, the tendency of the students from rural area or schools wiling to be more serious to urban schools is very rampart because differences in inability and educational attainment that exist in the urban schools. 
	The fact is that the home which are warm are likely to give an engirding endient to social, cognitive and emotion developments of a child. Most homes whereby the parents are poor are likely to be instrumental enough for child’s cognitive, affective and psychomotor or behavioural development. 
	The issue of poverty is very dangerous to the children and the children in such homes have higher rate of exhibiting anti social behaviours such as tendency, promiscuity, drug abuse, hooliganism and others. In view of above stated problems, the researcher aimed at investigating the effect of parental poverty on the academic achievement of secondary school students in Offa West local Government Area of Kwara state. 


Purpose of the Study
	The purpose of this research is to study the effect of poverty on the student, academic performance in selected secondary schools in Offa Local Government Area, Kwara state. The researchers intended to examine the following in the course of the study. 
i. To establish whether there will be a significant differences between the parental poverty on education and the academic achievement of secondary school students. 
ii. To examine whether there will be a significant differences between the eefects of poverty and academic achievement of the secondary school students. 
iii. To find out whether or not family size has any effect on students performances. 
General Questions 
	The following questions will be answered at the end of the research work. 
i. What are the effect of parents level of education on the academic achievement of the students. 
ii. What are the effect of poverty on the academic achievement of the students. 
iii. What are the effect of family size on the academic achievement of the students. 
Research Questions

i. Is there any significant difference between the parent level of education and academic achievement of secondary school students in Offa Local Government Area.

Significance of the Study
	The declining academic performance in our secondary schools is one challenging situation facing all concerned stake holders in education. The study will treat its importance and be conscious of their responsibility in poverty, and also to find out if there is any significant influence of parental poverty on the academic performance of the students.
	The outcome of this study will be helkpful to thew parents because, it could help them to identify those sailent aspects of parental factor will help the teachers to know how the effect of parental poverty to achieve better academic performance. 
	The result will also be important to school administrators, educational personnel ministry of education and society at large. This is because, the outcome would be helpful in their administration, planning, co-ordinating and approaches in counseling process to adopt insisting the student so that they can perform better in their academics. 
Scope and Delimitation of the Study 
	The study intended to cover all the effect of parental poverty on the student academic performance in selecting secondary school in Offa Local Government Area, Kwara State due to the limitation and financial constraint, only five secondary school were ramdomly selected and twenty (20) students were selected from each school. 
	The researcher is meant for the secondary school in Kwara State, but all the secondary schools in Offa Local Government Area Kwara State would be there of concern. 
Operational Definition of the Key term

Child Education: Education received by individual in the school system usually for children between the age of 11-16 years of age. 
Academic Achievement: This is the total sum of all ther children’s educational activities and performance in the school in Offa Local Government Area Kwara State.
Family: This compose of men and women with expected of them to act in certain prescribed ways. 
Home: This is the residence of family 
Facilities: These are tangible things that can facilitate easy learning in Offa Local Government Area Kwara State. 
Universal Basic Education (UBE): a program for the provision of composure and universal basic education for every Nigerian child of school age in Offa Local Government Area Kwara State.
Poor product: This is a situation where one invest more than what he get.
Education Outcome: Is the product at the end of education  system in terms of the graduants in Offa Local Government Area Kwara State. 
Low class: These are people that fall within the poverty line.

Concept of Poverty
	Poverty is defined from various prospective conventionally, a person earning less than one dollar daily is said to be lioning below the poverty pear scholar of different academic disciplines for instance economist , sociologist, educationalist, psychologist, define poverty from their discipline perspective likewise internal organization for instance united nation development programme (UNPP) derives its definition from the field observation as show nation which are grossly affected by lack of resources.
	The poor and religions scholar are not left out in search analyzes of what poverty as a concept refers to rather than defining of theoretically, the poor so far simple out for interviews in various word in Offa local government area describe poverty empirically.
	The economist perceived poverty in generics term that is not from individualist views growth, smooth social policies and political nations state in other words poverty of any individuals is inseparable from the unfavorable economics social policies and government that are to public welfare and development trends. Poverty means that the pen capital income is low and to the level of productivity per man is generally low.
	Aliyu (2002) explained absolute poverty to be the condition where an individual group of people are unable to satisfy that basic requirement for human survival in term of education, health, housing feeding, employments,  transportation e.t.c
	 Poverty is sociological point of view within the context of culture and social million of community. Social scientist  (2003) conceptualized the phenomenon of poverty. Broadly, poverty can be conceptualized in form ways, these are lacks of access of basic need good a result of lack of or impaired access to productive resources outcome of inefficient use of common resources and result of exclusive mechanisms  world bank review (2003) poverty  may arose from change income or change in the distribution of income.
Absolute definition are based on access to basic resources to sustain life e.g food and sheltered) Relative definition are based on indicators of access good or activities  that are deemed essential or appropriate in particular societies act particular point in time. Absolute poverty is relatively phenomenon and consequently most indication of poverty in such countries are based on relatives indicators.
The link between Poverty and Education Outcome
	Although the concept of poverty and education are contested, the link between education (as defined in various ways and in relation to indicator of environment retention and outcome) and poverty in Nigeria other place have been demonstrated dearly.
	Those young people who live in condition of poverty, however defined are more likely to achieve poorer educational outcomes young people living in relative affluence. Conversely, these not enrolling or being sample opinion poverty an old women from Ilorin replied that, you want to know how I define poverty. How can you ask the question when you see that I live in poverty the definition of poverty is right in from of look at me nearby, I love no element clothes, look out my swelling leg I can get to clinic which is too far for me too walk so what land of definition of poverty do you expect me to gave you which are better than what you are seeing with your naked eyas. The above statement represent son extreme case of women suffers another old man I saw on his way to define poverty this way, poverty is a pain morally, it eat always dignity and drives one in to despair.
The Definition and Measurement 
The definition and measurement of poverty is also a lightly contested area key issue who did not succeed educationally are those that have inherited poor cognitive capacities such as low dysfunctional behavior restraints the correction between education and poverty is premised on the nation that those in poverty are nonelively to show continue and psychological capacities which in terms are associated with them in living poverty
Warayan (2003:30) captured the definition from the point of view of the following perspective poverty is  humiliation the sense of being dependent, and of being force to accept rudeness insults and indifference when seek help.

Factor Associated With Poverty That Appear To Education Outcome
There is much debate about those factor associated with poverty that appear to ameliorate education outcome within that there are those who talk about the person on social/cultural attribute that individuals, their families and communities possed (sometimes defines as their families) which predispose them  to low educational attainment lower life chance and inequality create level of poverty than themselves how retain in educational and those achieving how education outcome in well being are also more likely outcome in well being are also more likely to expert ensure poverty
In addition those finding are consistent from one generation to the next cringer and john (2002) other research has demonstrated the link between schools serving poor communities and some of the low level aggregates  educational attainment to be found in those areas (Kelly 1995 found that tunes) neighborhood had serious weakness as was typically the case and children draw from poorer family origin were more to have been in the lowest quartile of attainment in educational test they are more affluent counter part 
Olatomide Waheed Olowa (2012) observe that inadequate endowment of human capital is a major cause of poverty. Poverty can also be the outcome of in efficient use of common resources. This may result from weak policy environment, in adequate in structure, weak access to technology and credit which affect educational outcome of individual genetic and inherited differences.
Explanation education is a good measure of human development. In adequate endowment of human capital is a major course of poverty. Poverty is the outcome of inefficient use of common resources. This may result from weak policy environment in adequate infrastructure, weak access to technology and credit which affect educational outcome of individual 
Poverty Promoting Policy in Education
The absolute poverty rest in the colonial regime was further experiment by the add berate in the long renlike their empowerment policy. The British policy on education was selective and discriminatory or simple a little subtraction from illiteracy.
Their (2004) said the intention of British education was just to case a class of literature who could assist the government in preserving and strengthening the colonial regime.
Their acrimonious experience in India and Egypt where people rose against colonialism after been fully educated the British decided to only produce the indolent class of those who could understand their instruction subject on excluded and marginalize some group of young people from mina stream society that have the effects of replication social in equalities. This recession often generates tow aspiration and hence low aspiration towards formal education and hence low attainment .
Aluke (2005) stake that poverty could donated a state of deprivation as was captured by Nigerian’s Federal Ministry of Economic Co-Operation and Development (1993) as “not having enough to eat, a high rate of infact mortality , how white expectancy how educational opportunities, poor water, inadequate health care, until housing and over basic needs such as food, clothing and shelter “glaring detects on the economy etc.
Chitty (2002), specifically implicate expect of the education system itself creating and reproduction in equalities. He said such explanation suggest that policy maker and educational practitioners privilege that include and alienate some group from education.
	Howard steven friedina (223), poverty and education are in extricable link where education is a primary means of social mobility. Enabling those born into poverty to rise in society. Powerfu7l evidence of the link include the fact that 46 percent of American’s who grew up in low income families but failed to earn college degree stayed in lowest income quantities, compared to 16 percent for those who earned a college degree.
	Tahir (2004) said lack of sufficient  financial commitment to the college of the sector and brain drawn but also0 affect the qualities and ambivalence both with in and outside the country. The moral of teachers has gradually declined due to teaching founding sufficient salary and social stigma attached to detaching profession.
	Okongwu (2004), further observed that parent especially the rural and low income earner in  the urban area are getting disenchanted with the idea of sending their children to school due to series of imposed levies which government do not longer afford to pay for them, the extra population of instable minds are one’s hand and the other at producing darks and messenger in Nigeria.
	Tahir (2004), further explained that the4 opportunity for education was an exist out of i8lliteracy, one of the most sensitive agent of poverty. He said, the British deliberated denial of relevant education for people must have been party responsible for the slow development of education particularly in Ilorin and generally in kwara state. Hence any attempt to trace the root of endemic poverty in Nigeria without resource to coloni9al will reduce the weight of analysis picture and sporadic affect of the phenomenon over the years. 
	The desire for education is a old as knowledge education it immeasurable importance. Individual particularly the letter, intellect he said unfavorable social environment bring about development ideas and social environment bring about development ideas and social process.
	Helen .F. LAPP and Edward .B. Fiske (2011), explained that no one seriously disputes the fact that students from disadvantaged backgrounds. But rather than confront this fact of life head on, over policy millers mistakenly continue to reason that since they can not change the background of the students they should focus on things they can control


Parent Level of Education and Pupils Academic Achievement 
The significance of parental level of education on their children academics achievement can not be over emphazised Shittu (2004) expatriated that parents who were above average in terms of education provide good environment for their children of  educated elites to a greater extend encourage at home and are more likely to participate effectively in the activities of the school that enhance better academic achievement than those children from under families 
Molagun and Taiwo (2002) expressed that children from literate and uneducated homes tend is to have special assess  to some basis instructional materials such as calculator, dictionary, and some others textbooks which may not be easy for the other children to get easily, by and large, this material make the students from such home to have high academic achievement better than their counterpart from uneducated homes.
Finlayson, (2004) in his longitudinal studies carried out in Britian find out that parent educational background and home showed quite remarkable relationship with their children achievement, from his investigation, it is associated with students academic achievement.
However, or illiterate home lack continuity because they lack fellow up of school assignment and other educational facilities, compare with their counterparts children whose parents have high educational qualification.
Shittu (2004) studied the life style of rich and educational families with that of poor and uneducated families among the yorubas. He concluded that the children of the educated white care taver, heavier and skillful more than their counterparts from poor and uneducated parents. In the same vain, Adufe (2007) stress that the life styles of the rich or wealthy and educated families are different when compared with those poor and uneducated families expressed further that educated parents provide conducive environment for their children in order to enhance their mental skills than their counterparts from illiterate homes it was discovered that the pupils from stimulating home background have shown more possible attitudes towards the west African school certicate examination than those from poor and uneducated home background (Oweyde, 2008).
According to Cooksey (2006), a well educated and wealthy family produces more than fair share of physicians, lawyers, engineers, and soon. This is further explained as a result of their ability to afford the cost of education and value of its significance area on their children students is very important. 
Family Size and Pupils Academic Achievement 
First and foremost, family size as to do with the number of member on the family. It is highly related to the issue of monogary, polygamy and number of family member (birth rate) Adufe (2007), Cookery who described family as those characterized by face to face interaction and association. He further posited that family is a looking glass self. It is family that the child first learns attitude and way of behaving. Although, the family everywhere on the world serve the basic function of socializing the young but the affect on the child may differ form one family to another either within the same society or across society.
Fageyinbo (2005) expressed that there are two main types of family which are nuclear family and extended family. He posited further that nuclear family consists of a husband and wife without  their offspring living together, while the extended family could be incorporated by other persons apart from the members of the nuclear family but with whom it has the same bloodor conjugal relations. Although, a successful marriage beings from the choice of a life partner of marriage partner. The choice of a life partner is made once ion life. The facts is that any mistake mad in choosing a wife or husband is a life time mistake which is very difficult to correct, and will make a very great impact in the entire life of an individual (Duntoye, 2007) but on the other hand, if the choice of patner is rightly done, to will be an enjoyable union between a man and a woman for the procreation of children do their subsequent protection. The society need the marriage to provide a stable bas fro new generation. (However, as it is seen in may countries today, divorce or break down of marriage often results in divorced or broken homes and in secured children 
Adufe (2007) stressed that polygamous marriage is the marriage where by spouse of another gender many to more than one spouse of another gender. He explained further that monogamous marriage is when one man marry only one women.
The fact is the children from polygamous family tends to the many and they are prone to various problems such as financial difficulties, fighting, oppression, and other. By and large, all those problems an contribute to the negative effects on the Childs academic achievement (Fageyinbo, 2005).
Another issue gere is the issue of birth rate in the family. The facts is that, if the birth rate is high such family may likely have problem of giving quality education to all the children due to financial ability of birth parents will be to give their children good education. According to Oloko (2001) from his research carried out on some pupils in Ikorodu, he discovered that pupils from large familiar have and they have little time to read or even to do their home works, this is attributed to the fact that, they hawk till late in the night and sleep in the classroom till closing time, all these which  have direct impact in their academic achievement. The similar research conducted  by Olayinka (2003), he revealed the same effect of hawking on same Lagos state school children. His conclusion was that the large size family forced them to looked where to find other means of getting large, they neither how time to serve sister nor have time to study in the evening the end result of se on the children was poor academic performance.  
	However, Ladokun (2005) studies the fact  the belonging to a large family children in  having contact with adult such as the habit of speech, through and behavior the major disadvantages, of this is that the test performance of the children from the large families tends to be lower that those from the small families 
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
It was gather from the related literature reviewed that home environment overall development of a children the stability parents Owoyele (2008) highlighted two forms of poor academic performance as low academic achievement he further explained that the consequential problem of poor academic performance as low academic achievement is enormous


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
Research Design
It is surely research which is mean to find the current of poverty on education and to identify way on how it reduces poverty as its effect academic performances of the students in Offa Local Government Area.

It was administer to both headmaster and teachers were given different questionnaire which was distributed to both the principal and the teacher that demand short and clear answer of the study. Beside the voluntary organization and the Muslim/Christians organization should be developed of assistance the school may seek from time to time youth organization especially within the locality be encourage to donate funds to their ward and education development, sustainable poverty reduction strategy should not focus narrowly on self or rather assets redistribution and creation of inceptive structure of economy growth should be seen as essential component.
