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ABSTRACT
	The study examines effects of hawking on students academic performance in the selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State. Related literature were reviewed using journal, textbooks, articles etc. Descriptive survey research method was used. The target population comprises 120 students randomly selected; twenty (20) secondary school students, five (5) secondary school teachers and five parents were selected each from the selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State. A structured questionnaire was designed as the instrument for data collection. Frequency counts and simple percentage were used to analyse the research responses of the respondents. The study revealed that children whose parent are not poor participate in hawking, students get engaged in hawking not because of money inducement but because they are force into it. Students who engage in hawking neither do nor perform well in test and examinations. The study therefore recommends among others that students who involved in hawking should be treated as those with special need. During teaching and learning and also teachers should give then special attention by encouraging them to participate; help them develop positive academic self-concept and self-esteem and make the classroom conducive for learning. These will help the students to be interested in learning and make them pout effort to school work which will improve their academic performance
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
          Nigeria as a developing country needs people who are required for the political social and economic development of the country. This is necessary because Nigeria no longer need money bag citizens, rather she needs men and women and enough money for the peoples comfort. In order to achieve this, school or formal education for all in Nigeria is mandatory and necessary. It is now important that all Nigeria citizens in particular kwara state get full formal education and not partial education which leads to school dropout and human wastage or attrition going by the national policy on education which recognizes that greater achievement are got and most explanted through formal education is essential to Nigerians and so have made primary education in government schools free for its citizens. Looking at the economic problems in Nigeria today many families most especially those in the low socio- economic classes engaged their children and weeds in various activities such as hawking
        Hawking according to the oxford advanced learners dictionary, 6th edition, means moving to sell things by going from place to place asking people to buy them. However, Olalere (2020) identified two main types of hawkers which are; the hawkers that carry their goods in wheels and the side walk hawkers who sit with their wares beside the road. According to Olalere (2021), the capital out lay for types of trade is determined by nature of goods traded in the hawker builds cart to suit his or her purpose. The hawker also employs different media of advertising their wares like; buy your sweet orange, the hawker may also decided to short the goods of their names in the manner peculiar and appealing to people.
        Many of the hawkers sell different goods, which one might not go out ordinary to buy, except on impulse basis if we come across them on the way. For the side of the hawker, they sit by their goods and attend to those who come to them. The capital required is determined by the nature of the wares for instance Five Hundred Naira N 500 would appear sufficient for a side hawker who is trading in orange while a provision seller who sells beverages would require a higher outlay. The hawker business grows increasing by in many Nigerian cities and towns. Hawking also take place in the rural areas but are mostly alone in the evenings when people are back from the farm, village markets or school. The situation is ever different in urban areas. Hawking goes on in the urban area from morning to evening on a daily basis.
        This situation has no doubt affected the child’s schooling specifically another important aspect of the child’s developmental stage. A child who shares the school time with street hawking is always late to school and he or she is bound to develop immaturities in school work which may include poor studying habits, lack of skills, low self esteem and low performance in class hence resulting in failure or total dropping out of school.
        It has been heard of that some parents in towns and cities withdrawn their children from school in order to send them hawking so as to make more money for the family up keep. In some cases, some children are always dropped out from school for a term or even a whole year and when they get back to school (that if they go back to it all) they become too big for their cohort and they fall victims of name calling by younger classmates. This type of situation could have many negative effects on the children psychologically who became under achiever or might develop school phobia. Such children at the end of the day fail or drop out at the end of day.
        The search for money to make ends meet in a depressed economy is obviously one of the major reasons for parent and guardians sending their children or wards to hawk. Most of the hawkers are either in primary/ secondary school for the purpose of hawking and at each day sales the children becomes weak and tired that they are unable to concentrate, contribute to discussion or study on their own. Apparently, parents and guardians do not realize this and children do not know that the means by which the mental. Moral, social and material inheritance of the society can be passed from generation to generation is through formal education.
Researchers such as: Akpan, and Oluwabamide, (2020); Ashimolowo, et al (2020); Ubajaka, et al (2020) call for legislation against child-street hawking in Nigeria. This suggests that when child-street hawkers are barred from hawking it enable them the time to concentrate on school work. Thought it is desirable to discourage any activity that will interfere with schooling of the children, however, it is not feasible when such activity is the means of livelihood in the absent of other alternatives (Omokhodion, Omokhodion & Odusote, 2021; Anumaka, 2020). Insisting on exclusive schooling for children from low income or unemployed parents will likely: hinders enrolment; leads to withdrawal and drop out of school due cost of schooling and need for survival. Given the above situation it is better to allow school going children to engage in income generating activity while they continue schooling than not to be in school at all (Okpukpara, Chine, Uguru, & Nnaemeka, 2021). Moreover, there are in-school child-street hawkers that perform betterin academic work. Recent study reveals that while 35.7 % of the students had worse grade, 31.2 had better grades and 33.1 had no change in their grades since they began hawking in the street (Johnson, & Ihesie, 2024).This implies that despite the challenges that associated with combining school and work, there are students who perform better. This situation is not unrelated to factors that minimized the effects of combining schooling and hawking. 
Effect of hawking on in-school children can be reduced when hawking time is minimized (Omokhodion et al., 2021). It is not unlikely that academic performance of child-street hawkers would be better when parent regulate hawking time and monitor school work. Hawking time is the period in which students carry out hawking. This could vary based on schedules of school work and/or convenience. Studies suggest the in-school students` hawking time could be: before school hours; after school hours; before and after school; and weekend/holydays (Education Research Network for West and Central Africa (ERNWACA), 2021; Ubah, & Bulus, 2024). Hawking time could determine students: attendance in school; participation in extracurricular activities; amount of time for study at home and rest. These are factors that are likely to influence academic performance of students.
Statement of the Problem
        The majority of Nigerian parents believe that children are their God sent helpers both for economic purpose and other wise. This is why many Nigerians want to have children until old age. Most average Nigerians do not consider street hawking by children and some other child labour practices are seen as part of the socialization process in the society. This brings the question to mind that, most of the parents whose children are participating in street hawking may have been street hawkers themselves in their life. Thus, the use of their wards or children as hawkers may largely reflect their value representation.
        In Nigeria today, hawking by children of school age is not entirely new in society. Street hawking creates room for lack of seriousness and interest in school work, poor memory, learning difficulty and under achievement the problem of this study therefore is to investigate the relationship between street hawking and drop out.
Purpose of the Study 
           The main purpose of this study is to examine the effects of hawking on students academic performance in selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State. Specifically the study intends to;
i. Find out the influence parental level of financial wellbeing on children hawking
ii. Investigate attitude of students towards hawking
iii. Examine the level of academic performance of students who indulge in hawking
Research Questions
The following research questions were to guide the study.
i. Does parental level of financial wellbeing influence children street hawking business
ii. What Child’s Street Hawking and the Socio-Economic Status of Parents. 
iii. What is the level of academic performance of students who indulge in hawking?
Research Hypotheses.
HO1: There is no significant level of financial wellbeing that influence children street hawking business
HO2: There is no significant difference level of academic performance of students who indulge in hawking 
Significance of the Study
        This study is meant to investigate effect of hawking on students academic performance in selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State. From this study parents would learn importance of formal education and so give it its right position while drawing the scale of preference for their children. Similarly, parents would then set goals for their children and motivate children in their academic work so that the children would put formal education which gives self esteem, respect, prestige and good personality before money making venture.Finally, this research will serve as guide to parents, teachers and even policy makers on now bets to develop children positively in order for them to become more useful in the society
Scope and Limitation of Study
        As a result of inadequate and limited time, this study is limited to students in Ilorin West L.G.A. Kwara State.  The scope of this study moves students of school age within ten to fifteen years of age are hawkers.
This study covers five (5) secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis e due to financial constraint.  The study is restricted to possible effects of hawking on students academic performance in selected junior secondary schools at the Junior Secondary School levels.
Definition of Terms
        In order to make the study clearer and to avoid confusion, the following term used is defined;
Hawking: carrying of wares or goods about for sale by students of secondary schools 
Effect: Implication of hawking activities on secondary school students 
Phobia: having excessive fear, some object or a particular situation in the absence of real danger among secondary school students 
Underachievement: the inability of a child to perform up to the child measures aptitude for academic excellence in secondary schools due to exposure to hawking activities.
Academic Performance: this is the achievement at which the level of learning is measured in students 


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Introduction 
 This chapter deals with review of previous literatures and contribution of past scholars on effects of hawking on students academic performance in the selected Junior Secondary Schools. The review is organized under the following sub-heading:

Concept of Hawking 
A synthesis of literature shows that there are other names street hawking is been refer to among are (Eghosa, 2010); small and medium scale trade (Eghosa, 2010), street trading (Amoo, 2022), street vending (Mittulah, 2020), which however, has the same meaning and can be used interchangeably. There is no single universal definition of the concept street hawking; it has been defined differently by many researchers but portraying the same meaning. Asare (2021) sees street hawking as an act of selling retail goods directly on busy city streets, while to Amoo (2022), is displaying of wares by the road side, carrying head pan or raising a sample of wares to the commuters while the vehicle are moving. Umar (2019) define street hawking as the selling of things along the roads and from one place to the other. The above definitions give a picture of what is visible in the pattern of present day hawking. Unlike in the past when hawkers move from house to house and around the market place, now high ways are the major spot of hawking due to large number of commuters every day. Street hawking therefore, is a small scale trade in which the seller move around in search for prospective buyer from house to house, public offices, institutions and mainly motor parks and busy pedestals.
For the purpose of this study, street hawking is referring to hawking by school-going children except otherwise stated. A child is a person male or female who is below the age of eighteen. In literature, hawking involving children is referring to differently but holds the same meaning. It being refer to as child street-trading (Ashimolowo, et al 2020), teenage hawking (Eghosa, 2010), juvenile street hawking (Udoh & Joseph 2021), child street vendor (Ugochukwu, 2012) and child street hawking (Dada, 2023).Therefore, child street-hawking can be interchangeable with street hawking which is the act of selling wares by children. A hawker is someone who engage in street hawking, however when the person is a child, it can refer to as; juvenile hawker (Ayodele, 2024), child street-vendor, (Ugochukwu, 2022), child hawker (Akighir, 2020), and child street-trader. To distinct the child hawker by gender, it can be refer to as male child-hawker (if it is a boy) and female child-hawker or girl-child hawker (if it is a girl).
Street hawkers are categorised based on the mode they practice their trading. The Ministry of Urban Development and Poverty Alleviation cited in Ayodele and Olubayo-Fatiregun, (2024) classifies hawkers in to; those who hawk wares on regular basis and those who are irregular hawkers. The child street hawkers were observe to be regular, that is those who hawk wares every day before and/or after school, and even the whole day (Ebigbo, 2023), and irregular, that is those who hawk on weekends (Ayodele 2019) and when on holiday. Also, the different pattern in with hawkers carry out their trade is distinguishable. It has been pointed out that street hawkers “...may be stationary in the sense that they occupy space on the pavements or other public/private spaces or, they may be mobile in the sense that they move from place to place (Bhowmik, 2018:2256). Some hawkers could be said to be stationary-mobile in the sense that they keep their goods in a particular place where they sale for some times and after a while they pick few of the items and rush to meet/or search of customers.
Hawking has no permanent site or place. Street hawkers’ patronage to a place depends on how long the situation enabling the gathering and/or access to prospective consumers last. Street hawkers always move to locations where they would meet large customers and make good sell of their wares. It was observed (by this researcher) street hawkers suddenly disappeared in Ubbe village along Akwanga-Lafia road, in Nasarawa state, when the check point mounted by mobile police officers was removed. Before the relocation of the check point out of the area, large number of street hawkers roams in the area as from 6 am to 9pm daily causing obstruction, not only to moving vehicles but also to walking passers-by. The hawkers are now seen going to Endehu-Gida ten kilometres away from Ubbe where another check point was set up. Those who hawk at construction site disappear when work stop or completed. Street hawkers choice of place is always purposive and timely and as asserted Solomon (2022) they do not locate their place of hawking haphazardly. Most street hawkers as observed locate themselves along main roads and streets, near shopping centres or at corners where they can be seen by pedestrians and motorist (Mittulah, 2024:7).
Another issue relating to street hawking is the sustainability and expansion of the activity. The persistence of street hawking defies its restriction by authorities and the emergence of modern retailing (Solomon-Ayeh, 2019). Literature suggests that the survival of street hawking activities is owing to a number of factors. Researchers the world over, such as: Anumaka, (2020), Shailong, et al., (2021), Mitullah, (2023), Bhowmik, (2024), Kwankye, et al. (2022), all concur that street hawking is a major source of income to poor families. Empirical study (Nduka, & Duru, 2019) on the menace of street hawking in Aba, found that, children engage in hawking to support themselves and their families. This could be said to be the core factor surviving street hawking across the globe as it is a means of lively hood many people
Bhowmik (2020) submits that, “...lower income groups spend a higher proportion of their income in making purchases from street vendors mainly because their goods are cheap and thus affordable”. He concluded that were it not for prevalence of street hawking, urban poor situation would have been worst. Reasons abound for the survival of street hawking in Nigeria. In the first place, most Nigerians have a habit of eating while on transit. Commuters hardly eat before boarding vehicle and while on transit, orders the driver to stop so that they can buy food. The poor nature and network of roads in Nigeria has also, made maters worst as it takes several hours to cover short distance due to pot holes, check points “stop over” and congestion in which people become hungry even when they have eaten before taking off. It has also, been observe, most Nigerians get up to work as early as 5am to avoid heavy traffic and end up having breakfast while on transit. In addition, low income earners as well as people who do menial jobs prefer to buy from hawkers because it is cheaper and sold in small quantity and items can be obtained at any time. The above sustains the continuous existence of street hawking.
The above contradiction, one may say, resulted from choice of subjects of study and location and could not necessarily be a perspective of the whole country. Situation such as this presents a challenge that call for a thorough study to ascertain gender proportion in street hawking.
Prevalence of Child Hawking in Nigeria 
There may not be available study or record which shows when child-street hawking stated in Nigeria, however, it is a common knowledge that right from the seventies (1970) children have been engaged by parents in transporting and/or sales of farm produce and as well on their own look for fire wood to sell in the city to meet their personal needs. In Nigeria today the incidence of child-street hawking is wide spread (Ebigbo, 2023) and despite the public enlightenment campaign in the media and the signing in to law child right act in some states, the menace continue to flourish unabated. The effort by government agencies to stop the practice especially in the cities did not yield any considerable result. Instead the number of children who enter in to street trading is on the increase as each day pass by. The estimated fifteen million children engaged in various form of labour in Nigeria (UNICEF-Nigeria, 2020; Femi, 2018) include those who hawk goods in the street. A child is an individual under the age of eighteen years old (Shailong, et al., 2019). Children at age below ten are found to be engaged in street hawking in Nigeria (Ugochukwu,, 2022). This shows that hawking in the street has been part of the children`s way of life right from early child hood which could make it difficult for them to quit the practice.
Every day school age children roam in the street advertising and selling goods from morning to evening. This situation has been found to be on the increase in Nigeria (Ekpenyong, & Sibiri, 2018). Literature reveals that these children are commonly seen hawking at road junction, high ways, markets, in buses, motor parks and check points (Shailong 2023; Femi, 2021; Ubah, & Bulus, 2019). Also, construction site, schools, hospitals, public offices and events like religious or political rally are places, street hawkers commonly patronised.


Causes of Child Hawking in Nigeria 
The synthesis of literatures shows a consensus that poverty is mainly the cause of involvement of school going children in street hawking (Osonwa, 2020). Beside poverty, street hawking is attributed to; urbanization and modernization (Dada, 2023), population growth and migration (Ugochukwu, 2022), failure in core family values and weakness of the instrument for the protection of children (Unicef-Nigeria, 2020). Unemployment, family size, greed and illiteracy are other factors that could cause involvement of children in street hawking. It is pertinent to state that, most of these factors are tie to the existence of poverty the family. Findings of empirical studies indicates varying factor as the causes of students involvement in street hawking. This could be said to be so due to peculiar situation, characteristics or home background of the individual hawker. Whatever the reason that pushes children into the street to hawk, it is for the sole purpose of contributing to family income, survival or to meet personal needs.
Parental lost, through separation, divorce or dead, has been the reason some children involve in income generating activities (Femi, 2021). In a study (Dada, 2019), it was found that 20% of the respondents (child street hawkers) lost either one or both of their parent. It further pointed out that, the loss of parent heighten the burden -economic and social- in the family. In the situation of loss of parent, the child is left with no option than to hawk wares in the street for the purpose of survival. The study (Dada, 2023), also, found significant relationships between:
i. Parents/guardian`s educational level and street hawking among children; 
ii. Parents/guardian`s occupational level and street hawking among children; and 
iii. Parents/guardian`s family size and street hawking among children. 
Education and occupation correlates and it determine income level of a family. Parent with little or no formal education earns little income, due to lack of employable skills, which cannot meet the family needs. In this situation, parent force their children into street hawking to supplement family income (Kwankye, 2019). Commenting on the involvement of children in street hawking, Nduka, and Duru, (2020) states that, „parental influence could have influenced their choice to engage in hawking ...”. There are, however, a number of children whose decision to fall into the street was not influenced by their parent, but the prevailing situation. As well there children who are push in to hawking by their desire to make money at early age (Shailong, 2021).
Concept of Academic Performance 
Academic performance is a key aspect of education system. It is a yardstick through which students‟ progress, teacher`s effectiveness and over all educational standard is determine. Academic performance can be measured through some instruments (Sikhwari, 2024) such as examination and test and the marks, grades and percentage obtained are giving as the results (Awan, 2018). This result is, what is used to determine student progress, teacher`s effectiveness and the standard of education. Academic performance of students is conceived as the reflection of their ability in academic work (Attah, 2020). Olibie (2019) see it as how well a student performs in test and examination. The scores of the students indicate their performance which could be either low or high depending on the standard that is set. Students’ score that meets the standard or is above is said to be good or excellent performance and scores below is a poor performance. Asikhia (2021:230) define poor academic performance as a performance that is adjudged by the examinee/testee and some other significant as falling below an expected standard
Academic performance of a student is a key to educational progress. It determines whether the student will be due for admission, promotion and transition or not (Nyagosia, et al 2020). One other thing tie to academic performance is that it indicates teacher’s effectiveness. Akiri (2022) submits that academic scores of students` are predictors of teachers` effectiveness. This means that high academic performance of students indicates the teacher is effective while poor academic performance indicates teachers` ineffectiveness. The view of Olorundare (2021) is in that direction but, noted that a student could possibly have a good grade in a class of ineffective teacher likewise, in a class an effective teacher, a student could possibly fail. Factors that contribute to teachers‟ effectiveness according to Oredein (cited in Akiri, 2023) includes; teachers relationship with students, teaching experience and qualification, which influence on teaching and learning could be positive or negative that would in either good or poor academic performance (Akiri, 2022). Academic performance of student has been used to describe the quality or standard of the educational system. The prevailing poor performance of students in school and public examination has been seen as the outcome of poor quality of the educational system in Nigeria. Educationist such as Olorudare (2024:4) doubt if the poor performances of students as witness now is not “a reflection of the institutional and structural qualities in the schools”.
Hawking, Risk exposure and Academic Performance 
Street hawking is associated with exposure to risk which commonly results to health consequences that have a resultant effect on the academic performance of the children. Street hawking is a rigorous activity. It was observed the child street hawkers walk along distance carrying heavy goods every day under different weather condition. Street hawking has been recognised as a hazardous activity that has high risk on human life (Akpan, 2024). Fetuga (2023) pointed out that besides being harmful; hawking interferes with the schooling of the child street hawkers. The risk street hawkers are exposed to include but, not limited to road accident, sexual abuse, diseases kidnapping, being victims of ritual and antisocial behaviour (Akighir, 2022).
Largely, Street hawking is mostly done by the road side which make the hawkers vulnerable to road accident (Okoye, 2009). Ayodele (2021) pointed out that “accident involving hawkers is inevitable when one looks at their various risk behaviours ...” The risk behaviour of hawkers is clearly seen while chasing moving vehicles (Agbanyi, 2020) and going in and out of traffic to advertise or sale their wares (Femi, 2019). Others includes: attempting force entry of a moving vehicle; carelessly alighting buses after making sale and hawking in robbery scene (Ayodele 2018) Cases of street hawkers involved in road accidents have been identified in empirical studies. In a study of Child Street vendors in Nnewi, Nigeria, Ugochukwu, et al., (2022) found that a significant number of children in the study area have been involved in road accident while hawking. Similarly, Akpan (2021) found that children involved in road accident almost every day in Uyo metropolis. Hawkers who are involved in accident would miss classes a lot and while in the class the trauma could impede concentration the result which will be poor achievement.
Hawking activity is characterised by walking long distance and hawking all through the day. Going through the syntheses of theoretical literature, researchers (Femi, 2022; Dada, 2021; Abisoye, 2023) shows that street hawkers are often exposed to harsh weather and unhealthy condition. The child street hawkers usually, walk a long distance to get to location where they meet customers. The lucky few, whose home is close to hawking location, escape walking long distance, however, the hawking around if put together would also amount to walking long distance. It is observed some of these children do walk distance of five to seven kilometres to and fro hawking location every day carrying goods too heavy for their age. Those who claim to be smart do board vehicle or bike to hawking location of which they do out smart customers (by inflating prices of wares or defrauding customers of their change) to recover money paid for the transport fare. These children set out to hawking in cold hours of the morning, through the hot sun of the day till the cold hours of the night daily. They do not border to observe the cloud to see whether it is going to rain as so long as the customers are out there, they carry out their business even when it is raining (Agbanyim, 2022). In a study Akpan (2020) reveals that hawkers in Uyo are exposed to extreme weather condition such being under the sun and in the rain while hawking.
In another study of street hawkers in Nnewi, Ugochukwu (2024) observed that street hawkers were involved in smoking, cigarettes and marijuana in the area. The above findings are a reflection of the moral decadence among street hawkers in the whole of the county. Other risk factor which street hawking exposes the hawkers to is sexual abuse which has tendency of negative impact on their performance in school.
Absenteeism/Truancy, Hawking and Academic Performance 
Absenteeism has been refer to as persistent absence from school, while truancy is the deliberate practice of staying away from school, classes or lesson (Idowu, & Durosaro, 2018). This behaviour affects attendance in school which has been a factor influencing students’ academic performance (Nyame, 2019). Abraka, cited in Anumaka, (2020) “found that 22% of student`s academic performance was influence by attending classes in secondary schools in Delta state of Nigeria.” Street hawking has been a root cause of students playing truant and/or absent themselves from school. A study, (Inegbedion, 2021) indicates that, 79.2% of respondents admitted that their attendance in school have been affected due to the rigours of street hawking. 
Similarly, Beshi (2022) in their study, found that, 60% of the subjects report to school late and are not regular as a result of fatigue. It is also pointed out that, some of the times students are seen in their school uniform hawking goods in the street during school hours (Ubah, & Bulus, 2023), “which also affects their school attendance” (Arhedo, , 2024). Udoh and Joseph (2022) in their study found that street hawking does significantly contribute to truancy among the street hawkers in Uyo metropolis. It is glaring that involvement of students in street hawking made them to be irregular in school and develop truant behaviour which impact negatively on their performances. 
Parent Socio-Economic Status and Academic Performance 
The family is the first environment of the child in the society and parent holds the key to the education of their children. Parents determine the kind of education, type of school and the level of education a child attends which however, depends on the socio-economic statuses they fall into. Okoji (2020) shows that Nigerian society falls in to high socio-economic status which consists of the upper and middle classes and low socio-economic status which consists of the lower class. It has been shown that education, occupation and income are factors that determine socio-economic status of a family and the three correlates (Nicholas-Omoregbe, 2010; Okoji, 2021). Highly educated people are more likely to be engaged in occupation that earn them higher wages because they acquired skills that made them more resourceful while those who are less educated finds employment in occupations that offer lower income. 
The scenario might be the reason attributed to classification of people into high or low socio-economic status. Adeyemo (2022) pointed out that, the social and economic worth of people in the society is determined by their socio-economic status and this status is a “powerful indicator” of their children's achievement in school. In agreement to the notion that socio-economic status affects achievement, Azhar (2023) asserts that students of high socio-economic status perform better than those from low socio-economic status. Socio-economic status of parents has been an aspect that is widely researched in determining the factors influencing academic achievement of students (Adeyemo,  2024). Rothman, cited in Salomi (2018) submits that, parental educational level, occupational status and family income are socio-economic factors that are “critical” and “important factors associated with the educational achievement of children” (p.100). The above, according to Akinsanya (2019) are among the frameworks academic achievements of students were studied.
Orji, (2020) study the effect of socio-economic status of parents on educational attainment of female secondary school students in Rivers state of Nigeria, and found that educational status of parents has significant effect on educational achievement of their children. Educated parents know the value of education and so therefore, have interest in the schooling and success of their children unlike the less educated parents who are less interested. 
Gender Differences in Academic Performance 
In literature and as well empirical studies, gender difference in academic performance of students is an area of concern in Nigeria and the world over. However, an over view of position of authorities in the academia on the difference in academic performance of students on the basis of gender indicates that they are contradictory (Obeka, 2024). While some shows that female students outperformed their male counterpart others shows the opposite and as well, there are those who finds that there is no significant difference in academic performance between male and female (Dania, & Eboh, 2024).
In a study (Olibie, 2023) on effect of Guided Inquiry Method (GIM) on academic performance of students in Social Studies, the difference in between male and female students was examine and the result shows that there was no significant difference between the mean score of male students and that of female counterpart taught Social Studies with GIM. A number of studies, such as: Dayioglu, and Turut-Asik (2022), Nyame (2021), Obeka (2020) Abdullahi (2019), Balarabe (2018), Ibrahim and Sambo (2021) and Abdulssalam (2024) also, found no difference between the performance of female and male students. Though the above studies indicate no difference in academic performance on the basis of gender, however, the reason each suggested for this position differs. Contrary to the finding of studies above, which holds that there is no significant difference between the academic performance of male students and that of their female counterpart, a study (Dramanu, 2020) in Ghana, examine the academic performance of students on the basis of gender, the result indicates a statistically significant difference between the performance of male students and that of their female counterpart in Junior High Schools in Ghana. The male students with a mean score of 53.59 outperformed their female counterpart who had 51.23. A number of studies (Ala, 2023) lay credence to this view. This shows that there is no position that can be single out as most reliable and applicable to all situations.

Appraisal  of Literature reviewed
From the above review of related literature; attempts were made to look in to the concepts of street hawking, study habit, academic performance and Social Studies. It was seen that street hawking is a form of trade in which the trader carry wares from place to place advertising and/or displaying for public view. This was usually done along the major high ways and motor parks. Academic performance entails progress of students as indicated by scores after being tested. Study habit is an important concept in academics which is regarded as a tool for academic success. Achievement in school work is associated with study habit of learners -which determines how well a student learns and how dedicated he/she is to school work. Social Studies as a subject of study in JSS have been giving a core and compulsory status in Nigeria. This is due to the fact that the subject has been used as a medium through which the necessary skills, attitude, values and competency needed to survival of the individual in its immediate environment is being transmitted. Other topics that were reviewed include prevalence of street hawking, causes of street hawking, street hawking truancy and academic performance, study habit and academic performance and street hawking and risk exposure. Generally, the literature suggests that good study habit is associated with better academic performance.

Research Design
This study adopted the Descriptive Survey Research Design. It was deemed appropriate for this study because, according to Osuala (2020) it is a design which studies a population through a sample in order to determine the status of a given phenomenon. Furthermore, Best and Kahn (2019) pointed out that the design collects relatively large data at a given time, and it is essentially cross-sectional because it is interested in the statistics that result when data are abstracted from a number of individual cases. Finally, Olayiwola (2018) related that it describes a particular state of affairs at a given time and draws inferences from the sample group, using appropriate statistical technique(s). Therefore, since the study made use of questionnaire which was distributed to a sampled population, the descriptive Survey design study was seen as meeting the necessary requirement for the study.
Population 
The population of the study comprised the entire students and teachers in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A
Sample and Sampling Procedure 
In determining a sample size, Nwana (2021) stated that no fixed number or percentage is ideal. Rather, it is the circumstance and the study situation that determine the proportion of the population to be studied. He however advised that it is better to adopt a large sample. This is because the larger the sample, the more reliable and valid the result from it becomes. Gay, in Olayiwola (2022), suggested a minimum of 10% for a descriptive research. 
Finally, a simple random sampling technique was used to respectively select 100 respondents;  five school randomly selected twenty (20)students selected in each school and five (5)Teacher selected in each school in junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State. The list of school:

Research Instrument
A self-designed four-point rating scale questionnaire was used for the study. It was made up of two sections. Section A was used to collect information on the bio-data of the respondents. Sections B was designed to collect data to answer the research questions formulated for the study. Finally, the rating scale was: Strongly Agree:4. Agree: 3; Disagree: 2 and  Strongly Disagree: 1.
Validity of the Instrument 
The test of validity was done to ensure that the face and content validity of the instrument were met. The instrument was validated and adjudged as meeting up with the criteria of face and content validity by experts and supervisor
Reliability of the Instrument 
As a result of the pilot study conducted in which the reliability co-efficient of 0.83 was obtained, the instrument was taken to be reliable for collecting data that led to the findings of this work. This is because, according to Awotunde and Ugodulunwa (2024), an instrument with reliability co-efficient of 0.70 or above is taken to be reliable for research purpose. 
Administration of the Instrument 
The data were collected through administration of the instrument by the researcher. The researcher personally visited selected secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A and craved the indulgence of the respondents to respond to the questionnaire. To ensure that all copies of the questionnaire were returned, pleaded with the respondents to respond immediately and return the copies of the questionnaire. 
Method of Data Analysis 
The data collected from the subjects will be analysed using percentage based on the agreed, disagreed and not decided. To analyse the responses from the subjects, simple percentage method will be used.


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Introduction
This chapter presents the results and discussion of findings on the Effects of Hawking on Students Academic Performance in Selected Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State.

This implies that majority of the respondents disagreed that students plan their reading time and strictly follow it.
Item 6 shows that 48(40%) respondents strongly agreed that students get worried about doing well on test/examination that it interferes with their studying, 19(15.8%) respondents agreed, 28(23.3%) respondents disagreed while 25(20.8%) strongly disagreed. This implies that majority of the respondents strongly agree that students get worried about doing well in test/examination that it interferes with their study.
Item 7 shows that 34(28.3%) respondents strongly agreed that they do not attend extra mural lesson organized by their teachers, 25(20.8%) respondents agreed, 18(15%) respondents disagreed while 43(35.8%) respondents strongly disagreed. This implies that majority of the respondents agree that students do not attend extra mural lesson organized by their teachers.

This implies that majority of the respondents disagree that students do not feel tired and absent minded when lesson is going on as a result of hawking.
Item 10 shows 50(41.6%) respondents strongly agreed that students find it difficult to understand concepts taught in the class due to hawking, 21(17.5%) respondents agreed, 16(13.3%) respondents disagreed while 34(27.5%) strongly disagreed. This implies that majority of the respondents strongly agreed that students find it difficult to understand concepts taught in the class due to hawking
Item 11 show that 61(50.8%) respondents strongly agreed that students do not meet their teachers for clarification after comment has been made on their assignment, 19(15.8%) respondents agreed, 28(23.3%) respondents disagreed while 12(10%) respondents strongly disagreed. This implies that majority of the respondents strongly agreed that students do not meet their teachers for clarification after comments has been made on their assignment.
Item 12 shows that 18(15%) respondents strongly agreed that students do not study enough for test/examination, 27(22.5%) respondents agreed, 26(21.6%) respondents disagreed while 49(40.8%) respondents strongly disagreed. This implies that majority of the respondents strongly disagreed that students do not study enough for test/examination.
Discussion of the Findings
The findings on research question one: Does parental level of financial wellbeing influence children street hawking business? Result shows that parent provides you with learning materials, students receive help on their assignment/homework from their parent, students do not attend extra-moral classes or study together with their peers at home and students fall asleep in the class when lesson is going on a s result of hawking. This is in agreement with Bello (2012) students who hawk after school hours, get themselves occupied and this in turn deny them from attending to schools needs which may even spread to their classroom behavior having them sleep and loitering.
The findings on research question two: What is the attitude of students towards hawking? Result shows that students do not plan their reading time and strictly follow it, students get worried about doing well in test/examination that it interferes with their study, students do not attend extra mural lesson organized by their teachers and students who hawk abandon school for money because of money inducement. This is in agreement with Nwachukwu (2013) students who engage in hawking get themselves exhausted during the exercise making them not to attend to other activities that do call for their presence.
The findings on research question three: What is the level of academic performance of students who indulge in hawking? Result shows that students do not feel tired and absent minded when lesson is going on as a result of hawking, students find it difficult to understand concepts taught in the class due to hawking, students do not meet their teachers for clarification after comments has been made on their assignment and students do not study enough for test/examination. This is in agreement with Bamidele (2009) students who engage in hawking are always having their attention distracted during teaching and learning situations, making them not to pay attention to whatever is taught in the classroom which in turn leave them with no option rather than to fail in their academic pursuit.


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The study was conducted to examine the effects of hacking on students’ academic performance in the selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A Kwara State. Information was collected by means of questionnaires from 120 respondents in four (4) secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A. The objectives of the study were to investigate the level of academic performance of students who indulge in hawking and appropriate strategies to improve secondary school students’ performance.
Literature reviewed highlighted that concept of hawking prevalence of child hawking in Nigeria, causes of child hawking in Nigeria, concept of academic performance, hawking, risk exposure and academic performance, absenteeism/truancy, hawking and academic performance parent socio-economic status and academic performance, gender differences in academic performance and summary of literature reviewed.
Descriptive survey research method was used, a simple random sampling technique was used to respectively select one hundred and twenty 2(12) respondents; twenty (20) secondary school students, five(5) secondary school teachers and five parents were selected from the four (4) junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L..G.A


Conclusion
Based on the outcome of the study, it is concluded that children whose parent are not poor participate in hawking, students get engaged in hawking not because of money inducement but because they are force into it. Students who engage in hawking neither neither do nor perform well in test and examinations
The essence of life is to produce children, take good care of them; so that they can carry on with their responsibility when the parents grow old. Students of today are leaders of tomorrow, we should not destroy their future. This study showed that street hawking is a common form of child labor in Ilorin. Adolescents engaged in street hawking were more likely to be of age between 10 and 13 years and were also more likely to be females. The occupation of their mothers played a significant role in determining if the child hawked or not. Street hawking appeared to have negative effect on the academic performance of hawkers. Addressing the problem of child labor in Nigeria would need a broad based approach in terms of policies and programs to tackle poverty which seems to underline street hawking. Mass education of the entire populace on the ill-effect of all forms of child labor on adolescents would also be helpful. There may be need for legislation against child hawking in the long term to curb this menace. Child hawking can lead to broken future. We must try to create a healthy and conducive atmosphere for their growth in every sphere of life by discouraging separation in marriage.


Recommendations
Emanating from the findings of this study, the following recommendations are offered;
1. Students who involved in hawking should be treated as those with special need. During teaching and learning.
2. Teachers should give then special attention by encouraging them to participate; help them develop positive academic self-concept and self-esteem and make the classroom conducive for learning. These will help the students to be interested in learning and make them pout effort to school work which will improve their academic performance
3. The school counselor should from time to time meet with the students to discuss their academic progress and offer them study habit counseling

Suggestions for Further Studies
The interest and commitment that was devoted in the understanding of the factors associated with street hawking among children of school age had generated many studies. Hence, this research work only made use of Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The researcher suggests that further research could be done on the Solutions to factors associated with street hawking among children of school age. And the researcher should try and extend his other study to other local government areas in Kwara  State and also in other states.
