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ABSTRACT
This research focused on the assessment of early marriage for girl-child from Islamic perspectives in Ilorin Metropolis of Kwara State. The survey research method of descriptive type was adopted in this study. Muslims parents and scholars in Ilorin metropolis of Kwara state constitute the target population for this study. Purposive sampling technique was used to select one hundred (100) parents and Islam Scholars as respondents for the study.  Self-designed structured questionnaire was design to elicit information from the respondents and is divided into two sections. The data was analysed using simple percentages. The results show that greater percentage of the respondents indicated that early marriage prevents free sexual intercourse behavior or immorality; early child marriage undermines the freedom and rights of children to live a fulfilled life and early marriage leads to domestic violence that threatens the girl-child’s life, health, and happiness.. Based on the findings, it is therefore recommended that there is need for organising regular seminars and workshops to educate and counsel people in the communities in the Ilorin, North-Central, Nigeria about how girl-child marriage encumbers the growth and development of a girl-child. The seminars must aim to change the people’s worldview to raise their voices against the practice.
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
