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ABSTRACT
Democratic governance is better sustained when the younger generation are allowed to fully participate in the democratic process in the country. When youths are disallowed or hindered from partaking in the democratic process of the country, that democracy will in no distant time hit the rock. This study investigated the challenges facing youth participation in Nigeria’s democratic process. It was revealed from the study that much as Nigerian youths are actively engaged in politics, they are hindered by factors such as godfatherism economic stagnation and poverty, the culture of corruption among Nigerian youths, among other challenges. The study recommended that for youths to actively participate in the democratic process of the country unhindered, youths inclusive legal framework that will mainstreaming the youths in the political space of the country be adopted, age limit especially for old politicians be put in place, Nigerian youths be empowered both politically and economically. 







CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
In the past years, there has been an unprecedented and significant increase in the number of young people across the world. There are no fewer than 1.3 billion young people between the ages of 12 and 24 living around the world with over 80% in developing countries (National Youth Policy, 2009). The number of young people within this age bracket is expected to increase to almost 2 billion by 2050 (Population Reference Bureau, 2012). There were strong and credible indications that Sub-Saharan Africa (SSA), where Nigeria belongs, has the most youthful and youngest populations in the world with an estimated 200 million young people between the ages of 12 and 24 years (Ezeah, 2012).

Specifically, in Nigeria, youth constitute almost 40% of the total population out of more than 130 million people as at 2001(the National Youth Development Policy, 2001), the national population increased to 140million in 2006 and is projected to rise to 150 million in 2013 (NPC, 2006).
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Based on this, it is believed that Africa and indeed Nigeria, has one of the most treasured and most enviable assets in the world. The question is: does the Nigerian government recognize this fact? To what extent has the Nigerian government tapped the potential of this young population to achieve its development agenda considering the fact that youths are stakeholders in the development agenda of any nation? Prior to 1960 when Nigeria got her independence from the British, the Nigerian youths have been the prime agents of change and are usually the most affected by such changes. The youths, therefore, are resourceful men and women who engage in social enterprises that require physical strength, mental and intellectual capacities. Thus, no nation aspiring to national greatness can afford to ignore its youths and allow them to constitute a major social problem (Chukuezi,2009).
Nevertheless, a growing awareness of political processes notwithstanding the number of youths in active political institutions are now beginning to emerge in the fourth republic given the mandate by various parties to contest for elections. If giving the right incentives and enabling laws to participate fully in politics, the role of Nigeria youths in politics cannot be under estimate or overlooked.2

Currently, although the three major political parties in the country; PDP, APC and APGA have well-developed youth wings, these are more or less like ceremonial offices as they are not really allowed to play prominent roles in elections and to a large extent, youth are not allowed to play their role in politics due to exorbitant cost of nomination forms, issue of god-fatherism (Joseph 2014, Salam and Hassan,2011), nonchalant and cold attitude towards politics have fenced the youth out of political knowledge and leadership qualities which might have allowed for expected role in the nation politics. While a number of research studies have looked at the low participation of youth in politics particularly in developed countries (Hein and Foad,2013). This research intends to focus primarily on the expected role irrespective of the number of youths involve in Nigeria politics in the fourth republic.
Although some research studies have been carried out on the role of Nigerian youth in politics but many findings have not been revealed on the expected roles of Nigerian Youth in politics in fourth republic. This study intends to fill this gap; it is against this backdrop that the study intends to examine the expected roles of Nigeria youth in politics (A case study of fourth republic). And based on this, recommendations will be made on ways to tackle the issues for equitable representation of the Nigerian youth in governance.3

Statement of the Problem
The Nigerian politics has been dominated for over 30 years since the return of democracy in 1999 by same cycle of former and old politicians with little or no youth participation in governance. These politicians failed to take into account the fact that for effective democracy, every strata of the society need to be involved in the decision making. Currently, youth involvement in the nation's politics is low averaging between zero and five percent (YIAGA, 2017). However, until the youth are given the opportunity to be fully involved in the decision-making process particularly on issues that affect them, they will not be able to contribute their quota to nation building (Dike & Dike, 2017). Currently youth are now beginning to show interest in politics and the manner at which they are governed by political leaders. Though there are obstacles that limit youth from fully performing heir expected roles in Nigeria politics.4

The marginalization of the youth in the political process of Nigeria represents a significant lapse in its democratic set up (Amzat & Abdullahi,016). Presently, the political scene is manned by the same sit-tight and money bag politicians who have taken over the political arena of the country and refused to allow youth to actively contribute their quota to nation building by playing prominent roles in governance (Achebe, 1984; Agbaje & Adejumobi, 2006; Gbemisola, 2014; Ukiwo, 2003; Wahiu, Lappin, &hadiagala, 2017). However, in order to attain the much desired goal of transforming the nation, Nigeria needs the youth to perform their expected les to bring in the vibrancy, vigor, energy and drive needed for nation development (Adegbami & Uche, 2016) and boost the socio-political development of the country (Amzat & Abdullahi, 2016).
This cycle of non-inclusion as noted by some scholars can be reputable to the fact that the youth do not have a platform and a voice to move for change on issues that concern them (Meagher,2014;Sloam,2014).However, there are a lot of barriers militating against from performing their expected roles, such as legislative age which limits their opportunities to qualify for public office (NYP, 2009, Pg.6; Stockemer &Sundström, 2018), godfatherism (Olaniyi,2018; Osayi, 2015; Sule, Sani, &Mat, 2018), funding (Stratmann, 2017), political party structures to mention but a few. Youth are relegated to the background in politics. Rather than becoming political actors, youth tend to be used more as political thugs and opposition tools during elections to rig and achieve the political goals of their godfathers after which they are quickly discarded (Agba, 2011; Agba et al., 2010). The alienation of the youth from performing their expected role in the nations' politics can spell doom for the growth and development of the country and therefore, there is need for the youth to be allowed to perform their expected role by actively making avenue for which they can be allowed for the expected roles to be performed.5

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Purpose of the Study
The purpose of the study is to examine the expected roles of Nigerian youth in politics (A case study of fourth republic. Specifically the study intends to;
i. find out the level of youth involvement in politics
ii. establish the roles expected to be performed by them
iii. find out the challenges faced by Nigerian youth from performing their expected roles
Research Questions
The following research questions are formulated for the study
i. Does Nigerian youths actively involved in politics?
ii. Are there expected roles of Nigerian Youths in politics?
iii. What are the challenges faced by Nigerian youths which hinder them from performing their expected roles in politics?
Research Hypotheses
HO1: There is no significance involvement of youth in politics
HO2: There are no significant expected roles performed by the youth7
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HO3: There are no significant challenges faced by Nigerian youth from performing their expected roles in politics.
Significance of the Study
Nigeria is manned by the older people in politics (Adibe, 2015; Gbemisola, 2014). The youth are relegated to the background and are lacking in elective posts where their voices will help tackle issues concerning youth as well as nation building. The national parliament as asserted by the country late President Musa Yar'Adua lacks adequate youth participation and representation in decision making; hence the establishment of the youth parliament in 2008 (Ajakaye, 2012). This above all is to absolve youth from manipulation by the older politicians, who use them only as political thugs. As the President emphasized, the participation of youth in the nation's parliament, will bring in more depth to the political institutions and impact on the quality of democratic governance in the country (Bello,2014).
The youth with the numerical strength and known for their vibrancy, energy and radical approach to issues will bring in the needed impetus to transform the political scenery of the nation. This study as a result is geared to explore this gap and come up with practical solutions that will boost more expected role in politics.8

The study will add more contributions to the existing body of knowledge in the academic sectors which can boost the awareness of the policy makers, political parties and youth for sustainable development and governance.
Finally, it is anticipated that this study will assist political parties, policy makers and successive governments in reviewing the existing laws/policies that limits youth political participation in the nation's parliament.
Scope and Limitations of the Study
This study will cover the expected roles of Nigeria youth in politics limited to fourth republic while evaluating how involved they are in Nigeria politics, challenges and way forward.
However, potential constraint is envisaged in the area of resources, time and availability of the interviewees which may possibly hinder smooth process of data collection as they are located in different parts of the9

Definition of Terms
Role: The political and civil responsibilities that are supposed to med by individual who are less than 35 years in Nigeria politics.

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CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
This chapter deals with review of previous literatures and contribution of past scholars on the expected roles of Nigerian youth in politics. The review is organized under the following sub-heading:

Politics
The term politics lends itself to a more definite and precise explanation. Its original Greek roots are “polis”, meaning “city”, and “techne”, which mean art, skill or method”. Etymologically, the word "politics” refers to the “art of governing a city (Nwoko, 1988). Thus, it was political life as an organized mode of living started in the city to the neighborhood. In this classical sense, politics is held to be organizing men in a society to live and interact with one another of organizing of social structures such as the establishment of governmental systems of facilitate this interaction (Nwadike)
	In wider extension, the term politics applies to different forms of on and direction of human interest at various levels of the society, the family, village, church and university with some purpose in ce politics is essentially about governance, it primary involves the g of power for achieving some articulated goals (Sigo, 1995). Scientists usually distinguish two levels of operation, namely: externa and internal levels of operations. The external level of operations with the administrative organization of governance. While the internal level of operation refers to the under girding ideology which informs hence the two broad fields of organization and theory in political (Ejizu,1998).12
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Definitions of a Youth
Encarta (2009) defines youth as a “time when somebody is young: the period of human life between childhood and maturity". This somewhat vague description was however given more definitive boundary by the United Nations (1981; 1999; 2000), who for statistical purposes defined youth as a person between the ages of 15 and 24 years. It was however quick to point out that the designation of youth is subject to change from one country to another and from region to region based on parameters like changes in demographic, financial, economic and socio-cultural backgrounds.
The Commonwealth (2013) on the other hand, classified youth as ages between 15 and 29 years. Consequent on the Commonwealth definition of youth, in some of the Asian countries, China and the National Youth Policy of India (2014) youth were also designated as those aged 15 to 29. However, the National Youth Council Singapore defined youth as 15-35 years; in the Youth Law of Indonesia (2009) youth were classified as 16-30 years old; Thailand Youth Development Act (2007) and the Youth Development Plan13
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(2012) pegged its own as 18-25 years. And for Malaysia, 1997 National Youth Development Policy defined youth as 15 to 40 years. Meanwhile, in Africa, the African Youth Charter at its 17th Ordinary Session of the Conference of Heads of State and Government held in Banjul in the Gambia on August 2, 2006 defined youth or young people as persons between the ages of 15-35 years. Countries in Africa have, however, had to define their youth age based on individual differences and their own peculiarities.
Youths Involvement in Nigerian Politics
Since Independence in 1960, the political history of Nigeria has manifested an unmerited monotony of rascality, political, unbridled corruption, political blundering, moral decadence, incessant conflicts, and political motivated assassinations of political opponents, molestations of innocent citizens, wanton destruction of properties that worth millions of naira, political sycophancy and lawlessness due to the introduction of monetization of politics. Before amalgamation of Nigeria in 1914, the political practice in Nigeria was a humanitarian service and communitarian affairs which involves the whole members of the society. It was not a game of “do or die affair”, as it is being practiced today. Those elected into political positions were legitimately chosen by the populace without any form of political manipulation or malpractice of any sort. Most of the elected people were youth who had contact with western civilization, especially through education (Margaret, 2016). The youths and women were chosen only in peculiar situations. Even in the colonial period of Nigeria politics, which lasted till political independence of the nation in 1960, some of the prominent nationalists and politicians were youth. In contemporary times, there is a steady onslaught on the youths in Nigeria who has nursed some feelings of disadvantage position, religious wise. These youths have divided attention of going into politics for what they can get and their philosophy of politics at best heightened materialism and secularism as counterproductive. The deep conviction of average Nigerian youth today is that you must be a corrupt and unjust politician to succeed or bribe your way to get what you want. This philosophy becomes clearer with the prevalence or the popular dictum that “if you cannot beat them, then join them" (Nwoko,1988). It suffices to say that the political lawlessness in Nigeria has produced another phenomenon of precedent known as God-fatherism. In this relationship, there is “God-father” and “God-son”. The “God-sons” are the youths who are recruited by their political God-fathers and must remain loyal to them throughout the period of political process. Any attempt of disloyalty, other God-sons will be recruited to deal decisively with the escape son. These God-sons are sometimes referred to as political thugs and are employed by political God-fathers or political lords to achieve their desired goals. The thugs could be used to eliminate opponents who stand on their way of achieving political goals or preventing them from manipulating political elections in the society.14

As for the God-father, he is the political financer who pays for services provided by the God-son. Sometimes, he provides legal coverage by paying for legal charge in case there are, foot medical bills and other costs involved in the process of politicking. He promises the God-son political appointments and acquisition of extra-powers to influence or change issues of interest and power to protect them. Again, some of the God-fathers who are ardent cultists usually enroll some of their Godsons (the youths) as members too (Nwadike, 1999). In this ungodly practice, cultism becomes a political tool to grapple power from the opponents by unjust means. And the scapegoats are the youths. As a political lord, the God-father has the right to hire and fire God-sons anytime he deems necessary. At times, he can even disown or sacrifice the God-sons if he has met his desired goals. Sometimes, there is misunderstanding and disagreement between the God-father and many God-sons. This is because the God-father has a way of exploiting the God-sons. When this happens, the God-sons will rebel against the God-father and may even recruit many youths to join their fold. This is what leads to more violence and destruction of lives and property in politics and dispensation.16

The point being demonstrated here is that youths no more adhere to their religious doctrines but are carried away by the materials benefits of politics in Nigeria. They therefore, resort to all forms of anti-social behaviors to achieve their desired goals. However, this is only limited to those youths who are materially inclined or were initially lured financially into politics. Notwithstanding this scenario, some youths who are God-fearing and subscribe to the tenets of their religion will do everything possible to preach the fear of God and its precepts17

Expected Role of Youths in Nigeria Politics
The youths are leaders of tomorrow and so must participate in the politics of their nation in character, spirit or action that can effectively contribute to all round development of the nation. They must not be as onlookers, passengers or passive participates in the political affairs of the nation. The youths must be actively involved in politics in order to guide or influence government policy, with the sole objective to ensure just and fair governance. According to Olagbesan (2014), outlined the following as expected roles of Nigerian youth;
Participation in Legislation
The youths can sponsor competent ones among their fold for elective posts. When such members get elected they should be able to guide and influence legislation in the house of representative, assembly or senate as the case may be. The youths, through such representative may introduce bills that will ensure good governance in several countries of the world, youths have been known to initiate for reaching bills that have affected the likes of millions.18

Executive Position
Given the enormous powers wielded by the executive arm of the government the youth may choose to provide moral, spiritual and material support to see a capable member of their group elected as a chairman of a local government, or even president of the nation who will govern with fear of God, transparency, honesty, prudence, justice and accountability, to the benefit of his people.
Party Functionary
Past experience both in Nigeria and other parts of the world revealed that certain functionaries of government may possess far more powers than those who hold positions in the executive arm of government. Where possible, the youths should joint hands to elect their members to such positions. Through such functionaries, the youths can exert tremendous influence on the government and government policies. Political Education19
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Dictators, despots and inefficient leaders flourish in a nation or environment were a large proportion of the populace is politically ignorant. The youths will therefore, ensure good and just governance by providing political education and awareness not only among their members but even among other masses. When the masses know their rights, they can then demand for them. When the politicians know that the masses are aware of their rights, they usually don't wait to be reminded of those rights and those who dare to withhold them do so at their own peril.
Mobilization
The youths must educate their members on the need to participate in politics. They should be motivated to do so because they have everything to gain and nothing to lose in the process. The objective, however, of participation is not for personal gains but for the common good of all citizens. Aspect of politics in which the youths could participate should be explained to them so that they do not assume that occupying the state house is the only way to “serve the nation” just helping a politician to run a campaign efforts of a competent candidate as a sign of active participation into politics.20

People Watchdog
The youths, even if they are neither in the legislature nor the executive arms of government, can help ensure good governance by offering "constructive criticism” of inappropriate actions of either the legislature or the executive. Anyone who chooses to participate in this form under certain regimes may face harassment, intimidation and physical assault. Even if the government does not rescind its decision on the issues being criticize, the public outcry helps to check the government from future excesses.
Political Attitudes of the Youth
Hyman (1959) thought of political socialization as an individual's “learning of social patterns corresponding to his societal positions as mediated through various agencies of society.” Considering that it is one of the most commonly used definitions of political socialization, it is surprising that researchers had mostly analyzed family influence first and foremost and neglected various agencies of society. Furthermore, Sapiro (2004) points out that, in its early days, dedicated research on political socialization mostly focused on shared party affiliations, participation in voluntary organizations, or the genuine political interest of children and their parents' possible influence on it. However, scholars have repeatedly faced the same methodological challenge, since young children do not possess many issue beliefs at all (Searing et al., 1973).21

This makes it hard to identify inferences valuable to political science. Hess and Torney-Purta (1967),on the other hand, claim that children are able to express political opinions and partisanship. This uncertainty caused researchers (Nieuwbeerta and Wittebrood, 1995) to shift their focal point toward adolescents and young adults instead of children, because their issue beliefs could be accessed more easily due to the wider scope of methods available for gathering data. The driving force behind socialization research until now has been a biologically sound core assumption: The neurological structure, senso-motoric skills, as well as temperament, reactivity, semantic networks and behavior of infants and adolescents differs from adults (Kagan, 2003).Dollard and Miller (1950)argue that this difference slowly deteriorates through learning because “human behavior is learned".22

However, political socialization is not only country specific; it also depends on the respective political context. This raises the question of generational dependency, i.e., if it makes a difference whether young adults themselves or their parents have been socialized in a specific political context. The various studies on this question reveal that political socialization is influenced by the broader context both during one's own political socialization (Grasso et al., 2019) and during the transmission from parents to children. In this way, researchers have shown that “if parents are politically engaged and frequently discuss politics with the child, transmission rates rise substantially, particularly on topics of general political significance and salience” (Jennings et al., 2009). Here, regular political events, as well as more episodic events, offer socialization opportunities for parents (Valentino and Sears,1998).
Furthermore, Jennings (1984) demonstrated that socialization can also be observed through social class and not just the direct transmission from23
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parents to their children. This made a multitude of arguments part of the socialization process. According to Nifemi and Hepburn (1995),up until the 1990s research had been suffering from two flawed implicit assumptions: Political attitudes, opinions and assumptions of today remain mostly the same tomorrow, and early learning is more important than learning in later life. Instead, they argue that adolescents' attitudes do change, often substantially, and do not necessarily settle just because they turned 18 and/or moved out. Only emerging longitudinal studies (Hanks, 2011) made such findings possible. Niemi and Hepburn (2005) therefore demanded a revitalization of political socialization theory and research that would abandon these flawed assumptions.
As if they had heard the call, Nieuwbeerta and Wittebrood (1995) challenged one of the cornerstones of socialization research: the idea of fathers being dominant in the transmission of party preferences. They found that there was a gender specific difference in the transmissions of these preferences, challenging decades of previous research. Their Dutch case showed that daughters were more likely to share their mother's party preference and sons were more likely to share their father's. With the focus on women, this influence of a mother on her daughter was also confrmed 15years later in a Canadian context (Gidengil et al., 2010).24

Thus, it cannot only be parents who exert influence. While most researchers still assume that family has some influence, they still do not know how much of an influence that is. Other places of socialization that receive a lot of attention are the school, peers, and the media (Blais and Carty, 1990). Research on the influence of school has existed for a long time, and from the beginning its results have been in the area of conflict between those who see an influence (Palonsky,2017) and those who do not (Easton et al., 2009). A central problem here is the difficulty of isolating the school effect from other effects (Banks and Roker, 2004). For this reason, researchers especially in more recent studies, try to keep the framework conditions constant, e.g., by looking at samples that vary only in one characteristic, such as the type of school.
This should facilitate the isolation of the influence of the various factors from each other. For examples Finland (Koskimaa and Rapeli, 2015) and Belgium (Quintelier, 2015) show that school has an influence, without being the most central one. Instead, in addition to family influence, the influence of peers is in the foreground. It has even been shown that “peers, through discussion and diversity, are even more influential and successful in creating greater political participation" (Quintelier, 2015) than the family. Nevertheless, the media are also assigned a relevant role here. While earlier studies dealt with the influence of different forms of media, such as television news or newspapers (Garramore and Atkin, 1986), researchers have only recently begun to assess the influence of social media on the process of political socialization. The argument in relation to social media would be that they are characterized by less distinct boundaries between non-political and political activities, thereby lowering the thresholds of political engagement (Ekström and Shehata, 2018). However, previous studies can only partially confirm this. This research strand therefore requires supplementary studies.25

In addition to studies on parental and other social as well as structural transmission, a branch of interdisciplinary research is steadily growing which focuses on the genetic inheritance of attitudes and norms (Kudrnac and Lyons, 2017). These studies look at the development of attitudes, norms and values amongst twins or parents and their offspring either in a setting of continuous exposure to the parent/sibling or in a setting with deliberate discontinuities in their biographies. Moreover, the results appear promising: “If father and mother both hold a highly intensive just-world belief, the probability that their child will also hold a strong belief in a just world is very high"(Schönpflug and Bilz, 2009). It is important to stress that researchers also warn that most genetic association studies greatly over interpret their findings (Benjamin et al., 2012).26

Beside these studies, and in the context of a more interdisciplinary view of the topic, psychologists like to refer to attitudes as “a person's general evaluation of an object (where 'object' is understood in a broad sense encompassing persons, events, products, policies, institutions and so on)”(O'Keefe, 2015).However, social scientists struggle with this definition as it is far too broad to operate with. Batista Foguet and Saris (1997) would argue that the outcome of the aforementioned evaluation would have to be stable over time and that it would have to be consistent with previous evaluation in order to constitute an attitude. Researchers seem to agree on the fact that the backbone of an attitude is stability (Zaller e al., 1992), even though critics argue that stability is not necessary for attitudes (Kahneman et al., 1999).But what happens to evaluation during maturation? Hooghe and Wilkenfeld (2008) argue that attitude development during maturation is not the same thing as changing an attitude: “Attitude development requires change in the quality of thinking, rather than merely change in thinking".27

Because of this maturation process, the attitudes of young adults differ from those of adults in many policy fields. But what attitudes are we talking about here? "Civic culture” by Almond and Verba (1963)is often(Hoskins et al., 2015) cited as encompassing a vital set of attitudes, including political interest and political trust, and, depending on the research design, researchers often measure civic culture by surveying interest and/or trust in politics. The stereotypical picture would be that young adults are less interested, more negative and that they don't trust political elites as such (Quintelier, 2007). As Rekker et al. (2015) has shown multiple longitudinal studies reproduce the same result: Younger cohorts are less conservative on cultural issues but not on economic issues. Two specific fields of this are ethnocentrism and egalitarianism. Furlong and Cartmel (2012) confirmed these findings as well. Young adults also appear to be less materialistic (Rudig and Bennie, 1993). Alwin and Krosnick (1991)argue that the maturation process interfered with the core characteristic of attitude, namely stability. In their setting, the youngest group, whose members were aged between 18 and 25, was the least stable as far as their attitudes were concerned. Quintelier and Hooghe (2011), on the other hand, argue that attitudes among adolescents develop early and are likely to remain stable until adulthood. Eckstein et al. (2012) found common ground between both realms and argue that most young adults agree on aspects of good citizenship such as voting, helping others or taking part in organizations. But Henn et al. (2005) point toward a difference between attitude and action in the UK as young people are less likely to vote and less likely to even register for it in the first place. Eckstein et al. (2012) also mention a key issue of the entire field “there is still a lack of studies explicitly investigating young people's orientations toward political behaviors over a longer period of time in order to depict development. Furthermore, longitudinal studies that did account for changes revealed no coherent pattern of results” (Eckstein et al., 2012).28

The scarce research shows that young people's attitudes appear to be somewhat different from those of adults. In particular, the relationship between development, maturation and the stability of one's attitudes seems to be one of the most researched topics, yet it offers only a few insights. Eckstein et al. (2012) can only be supported in their demand for more longitudinal studies in this field.
Impediments to Youths Involvement in Politics
The Challenge of Godfatherism: The first challenge is not just of godfatherism but of the structure of the Nigerian state. The dominant nature of the Nigerian political economy has entrenched a class of novel riche whose stupendous wealth does not arise out of economic endeavour but through access to state resources and political patronage. To secure their status, they must devise a means of permanently remaining relevant in every government. Paradoxically, while these few controls stupendous wealth, many are languishing in penury and poverty.30

Consequently, to participate in the political process, (which unfortunately is capital intensive), the need for a political sponsor ala godfather becomes imperatives. In the current political dispensation, we have godfathers in different parts of the country like *Lamidi Adedibu in the South West, Olusola Saraki and Ibrahim Babangida in the North Central,Sekibo and Odili in the South-South Chimaroke Nnamani and the Ubas in the South East and Shinkafi in the North, just to mention a few. As the saying goes, he who plays the piper dictates the tune.
Hence, the sponsored "political children" must do the biddings of the godfathers at all times including stealing state fund to pay the political IOUs and obligations. In this scenario, many youth who on account of enlightened mind refused to succumb to such practices or who find it difficult to secure the backing of a godfather ends up being excluded from the political process. 
The Challenge of Economic Stagnation and Poverty: The challenge of economic stagnation and poverty appears to be the most virile militating factors against the role of the youth in democratic consolidation in Nigeria. Graduate unemployment is on a rising tide with only about 10% of annual total number of graduates from universities and other tertiary institutions being able to secure employment in the formal sector. The informal sector that could have served as succour to the remaining 90% is in comatose due to infrastructural decay. More than half of Nigerian youth who manage to complete their secondary school are unable to secure admission into institutions of higher learning and there are not functional vocational schools to absorb them. The rural areas are also too boring to retain the people due to absence of federal and state presence. Without any option, and with a burning desire to succeed, they migrate in droves to the urban centres where they either get involved in menial jobs such as okada riding or crimes. In a recent interview with some okada riders in Lagos, we reliably gathered that there could be as much as 1.5 million able bodied youth engaged in that trade. It is from this army of youth that politicians recruit thugs through which they unleash terror on their opponents and perpetrate electoral frauds. Faced with the necessity of filling up their empty bellies, they have no option than to succumb and pursue such antidemocratic endeavours. In the circumstance, rather than helping to consolidate democracy the youth help to undermine it.31

The Challenge of the Crisis of Value and Corruption among the Youth: The crisis of value in our society has assumed a frightening dimension in the past 15 years. The old time tested values of hard work, integrity, self-discipline and apprenticeship has been largely replaced by indolence, sharp practices, unbridled passion for leisure and get rich quick syndrome. A great percentage of the youth in Nigeria are not ready to pay any price in order to achieve success. Even student wants to ride in the best of cars and dress in the most expensive way possible. This orientation makes the youth an easy target for politicians who have the where withal in terms of finance to mobilize them for undemocratic purposes. As we shall see in the next section student unionism on campuses are currently in limbo. However, where, they even exist, cases of corruption, embezzlement of union money and bribery from authorities to compromise popular demand has been the order of the day. This way, it will be difficult for the youth to play any meaningful role in our quest for democratization.33

The Challenge of Passivity in a Restrictive Public Space: The youth contributed in no more small measure to the campaign to end military rule. It is noteworthy that the Youth in their various cadre participated actively in the struggle to reclaim the June 12 1993 Presidential Election Mandate for the winner, late Chief M KO Abiola, which the military regime off General Babangida criminally annulled. Many students lost their lives and many were sent to prison Soyombo (2011). Nevertheless, many years of military dictatorship has left some psychological scars in the minds of the generality of the Nigerian populace and this has weakened that inherent disposition of the Youth to agitate for change. University administrators too, are not spared of this military hangover as they have little room for toleration of opposing view and opinions. This explain why as of today over 60% of the campuses in Nigeria are without vibrant Student Union Governments, through which leadership qualities could be cultivated and nurtured for the betterment of the society in the future. To underscore their resolve to keep the students  permanently subservient, docile and subjugated, many campuses now have police posts near the gate to make it easy for the authorities to draft in the police at the least sign of demonstration. Pray, where lies the future of democracy in a country where the students who are the future leaders are not allowed to freely express themselves!34

The Challenge of Coordination and National Spread: Unlike the pre-independence era when organizations like the Nigerian Youth Movement (NYM) and the Zikist Movement, among others have membership across the country, many youth organizations today are restricted to their geo-political areas. Worse still, the youths in the rural areas who, due to lack of exposure and organizational skills could not organize themselves, are left unintegrated into the urban based youth organizations. Even the National Association of Nigerian Students was polarized at a time due to the activities of the filth columnists. No doubt, the youth is not limited to the school age. It is therefore a more serious challenge that most of working class people who still falls within the youth who are supposed to provide support and leadership to the younger ones on political and other social issues are pre-occupied with economic, social, career and family challenges, which make them apolitical. Many student union leaders are never heard to contribute to national discourse after graduation. In view of the above, it becomes imperative for the youth to be properly organized to assume their proper role in the democratic process. However, this might not come without a spirited effort on the part of the youth. As Onuoha (2001) observes, the established political order, by its oligarchic nature is naturally resentful to the penetration of any group to the mainstream process. Consequently, they will do anything possible to frustrate such efforts so that they can maintain their dominance over the political space.35

Summary of Literature Reviewed
The term politics lends itself to a more definite and precise explanation. Its original Greekroots are “polis”, meaning “city”, and “techne”, which mean art, skill or method”. Etymologically, the word “politics” refers to the “art of governing a city (Nwoko, 1988).
Africa, the African Youth Charter at its 17th Ordinary Session of the Conference of Heads of State and Government held in Banjul in the Gambia
on August 2, 2006 defined youth or young people as persons between the ages of 15-35 years. Countries in Africa have however had to make their definitions on youth age based on individual differences and their own peculiarities.
According to Olagbesan (2014), outlined the following as expected roles of Nigerian youth; youths have been known to initiate for reaching bills that have affected the likes of millions. The youths must educate their members on the need to participate in politics. They should be motivated to do so because they have everything to gain and nothing to lose in the process. Anyone who chooses to participate in this form under certain regimes may face harassment, intimidation and physical assault. Even if the government does37


not rescind its decision on the issues being criticize, the public outcry helps to check the government from future excesses.
Hooghe and Wilkenfeld (2008) argue that attitude development during maturation is not the same thing as changing an attitude: “Attitude development requires change in the quality of thinking, rather than merely change in thinking” (Hooghe and Wilkenfeld, 2008). Previous authors had denied the existence of attitudes in young adults (Searing et al., 1973).

Research Instrument

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CHAPTER FIVE
