· Schumpeter (2003) defined economic development as part of a theory that documents the economic state of a country at a specific time, particularly focusing on innovation and entrepreneurship as key drivers of development.
· Sen, Amartya (2001), in Development as Freedom, viewed development as a process of expanding the real freedoms that people enjoy. He argued that freedom is both the primary end and the principal means of development.
· Alan Thomas (2000), in Development as a Practice in a Liberal Capitalist World, conceptualized development as a historical process of structural societal change, shaped by political and economic ideologies.
· Rabie, M. (2016), in A Theory of Sustainable Socio-Cultural and Economic Development, defined development largely in terms of economic growth, referring to quantitative changes in economic performance.
These authors provide a solid foundation for understanding development not just as economic growth but also as an improvement in the quality of life, human rights, sustainability, and institutional transformation.
2.1 HISTORICAL BACKGROUND OF IFELODUN LOCAL GOVERNMENT AREA
The Ifelodun Local Government Authority was established through the promulgation of the Kwara State Local Government Edict No. 8 of 1976, following Nigeria’s local government reforms. It was carved out of the defunct Igbomina/Ekiti Local Government Council.
The 1958 local government creation exercise was partly motivated by the desire to reduce the dominance of the Ilorin Native Authority over the people of Igbomina, Ekiti, and Ibolo. A major argument in favor of creating a separate administrative unit for these Yoruba communities was the cultural difference between them and the Fulani ruling elite of the Ilorin Emirate. The fear of cultural heritage erosion under Fulani dominance was a strong factor.
The distance between the communities and the Ilorin Native Authority headquarters was another issue, with some areas over 150 kilometers away from Ilorin. Complaints requiring urgent attention had to be physically taken to Ilorin, causing delays and inefficiencies.
Advocates for separation particularly among the Ibolo, Igbomina, and Ekiti people were often oppressed and imprisoned. Eventually, the creation of states and local government reforms allowed for administrative realignment. On April 1, 1968, Colonel David Bamigboye divided the Ilorin Native Authority into three divisions.
By August 1976, the initial eight local government areas in Kwara State were increased to twelve, with Igbomina/Ekiti being split into Ifelodun and Irepodun Local Governments. Ifelodun Local Government has its headquarters at Shaare, and consists of districts such as Igbaja, Idofian, Oke-Ode, Ora, Igbomina, Igbaja, Ilere, Agunjin, Oro-Ago, Omupo, and Shaare itself.
Ifelodun is about 56 kilometers from the state capital, Ilorin, and shares boundaries with Irepodun, Moro, Ilorin East, Edu, and Owu-Isin local governments. It covers an area of approximately 3,500 square kilometers and has a projected population of 350,974 (Afolabi, 2018).
The ethnic composition includes Northern Yorubas (Igbomina), Fulani, and Nupe groups. The administrative structure consists of:
1. Traditional Council – made up of paramount rulers, district, and village heads who contribute to policy-making for the welfare of their communities.
2. Local Government Council – a policy-making body led by an elected chairman and councilors.
3. Bureaucracy – the civil service arm responsible for implementing decisions, headed by the Secretary to the Local Government.
Revenue sources include allocations from state and federal governments, as well as internally generated revenue from rented shops, markets, and commercial complexes owned by the local government.
2.2 THE CONCEPT OF WATERFALL
The concept of a waterfall has been defined from various perspectives:
· British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) Dictionary defines a waterfall as a stream of water that flows rapidly over the edge of a steep cliff and falls to the ground below.
· Hudson, Brian J. (2013) defines a waterfall as any point in a river or stream where water flows over a vertical drop or series of steep drops. It may also occur where meltwater flows over the edge of a tabular iceberg or ice shelf.
· Andrew Goudie (2020) describes a waterfall as a very steep (often nearly vertical) feature in a river course. Waterfalls are widespread fluvial landforms found in various climates and geological settings such as glaciated areas, tectonically active regions, and areas affected by sea-level changes.
2.3 SOCIO-ECONOMIC IMPACT OF OWU WATERFALL ON THE PEOPLE OF KAJOLA, IFELODUN LOCAL GOVERNMENT AREA
The presence of Owu Waterfall in Ifelodun Local Government has brought significant socio-economic benefits to the community of Kajola and its surrounding environment. These impacts include:
