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 ABSTRACT
This project was carried out to examine the roles of women in agricultural production in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State. In doing this, the researchers examined the means by which women farmers could be motivated to produce in large quantities. The study covers aspects such as the introductory aspects, aims and objectives of the projects, statement of the problem, purpose of the study and limitation of the study. A review has also been made on some relevant literature on agricultural production. The research also covers the areas such as women farm activities in florin East LG.A.. and women crop processing in florin East L.G.A. in short, it gives the outlook of the roles played in agricultural production. Attempt was however made to examine some of the problems faced by women farmers, which some of the problems are as followed, women do not have access to farm land, they lack credit facilities and they also lack basic education. Suggestions were made for the possible solutions for the problems, that illiterate women should be given opportunity to partake in adult education, fund should be made available in form of loan to enable women to produce in large quantities.

INTRODUCTION
1.1 Background to the Study
The word "Agriculture comes from two Latin words, "ager which means field and culture which means cultivation of field. It has been discovered that the world's oldest and most important industry is agriculture. It was also noted that there has been a growing recognition that women in sub-Sahara Africa play very important roles in agricultural production, processing and marketing
Despite women's contribution to agriculture, the roles of women are traditionally associated with home keeping and child bearing. Also women were often seen in their roles as consumers of social services. Their productive roles were not recognized until recently when alternation is drawn to see that women's activities in most countries of the world spill over to other areas of life such as agriculture.
Women in Nigeria represent a strong productive force in subsistence agriculture, even if they are not recognized as an economically active population in agricultural sector Ajayi (2009) The women's agricultural roles may be full time or part-time occupation such as processing and selling of farm products like garri, maize and okra. Some Yoruba women even own their farms in the study area. Heavy farm works such as ploughing are meant for males while women engaged in other farm works such as harvesting
1.2 Historical background of Ilorin East Local Government
Ilorin the head quarter of Kwara state is situated at the southern guinea savanna zone. Also llorin east with the Headquarters situated at Oke-ovi, is an area consisting of tall evergreen trees and fertile soils. Crops like yam, cassava, maize, guinea corn, beans, rice and groundnut are grown. Trees like locust trees are grown in the bush
Apart from farming activities dine by the people of Ilorin east they also keep animals like goat, sheep and poultry. While the cattle Fulani's earn their live hood by rearing cattle, milking and sales of cheese. Animals like pigs are not kept in the town by the town by the Islamic faith; fishing is also done by the inhabitations of the town, especially in Asa River and asa Dam Lake.
1.3 Statement of the Problem
In this study an attempt is made to consider the role played by women in agricultural production. The study will also outline how women have contributed to the development of the country. And the problem faced by women farmers. The project is aimed to examine the problem faced by women farmer in llorin East L.G.A such as illiteracy, lack of decision and non-involvement of women in activities income generation
1.4 Purpose of the Study
The purpose of this research work is to have something done to correct the impression where by women are being regarded in their roles as home keepers and child bearers only rather than an important work force in the agricultural sector of the economy.
Women's important roles and contribution to economic development in agricultural activities are not recognized and they are seriously under estimated.
The aim of the writers is to have direct contact with the women farmers themselves so as to see the role played by our women in the development of our nation through agricultural and towards the development of our nation.
The topic for this research was therefore; chosen to find out the several roles played by the women in agricultural production a case study of Ilorin east local government area of Kwara state and to what extent they are performing the roles.
1.5 Limitation of the Study
The study concerns the roles of women in agricultural production in Ilorin cast local government whose head quarter is situated at oke-oyi. The roles of women in agricultural production include processing, harvesting and marketing. However, our main study is limited to Ilorin east local government, this is done due to the cost of transportation as well as finance. More over greater cost/capital will be required if the whole state is to be put under study.
1.6 Definition of Terms
Storage: this is the act of keeping agricultural product in a well conducive diseases attack environment, so as to discharge pests and
Harvesting: The process of removing matured crops from the field
Transportation: this is the physical movement of the products from location to another.
Processing this is the conversion of a product from its raw state to a form more acceptable to the buyers.
Marketing is the transferring of a product to another person for a price.













CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1 Roles of Nigeria women in Agricultural Production
Women's role in agricultural production in Nigeria according to Overhauv et al. (2004), women's role in the promotion of agriculture and community development cannot be over emphasized but in the considering of trend in recognition of significant roles of women is logical, and therefore to say that women are moving slowly from invisibility to visibility and they are being recognized considerably as partners in development process through of the world.
The world conference on Agrarian reform and rural development (INCARD) emphasized the importance of women role and their domestic role and pointed out the need to reduce household drudgery so that women can use their time for more economic educational and political activities (RAD 1984)
In another conference on integrated rural development und women in development, held in Benin, Nigeria Adebusoус (2008) stated that the achievement of collective self-reliance in Nigeria as in other under developed countries will not be possible without full participation of women who represent about half of the country's total population. She further explained that women participation is greatly handicapped due to their persistent subordinate status “to show the importance of women in development of agriculture, space is provided for them by (UTA). Within the next 5years we plan to provide training for 2000 Africa technicians and researchers, an increasing proportion of whom will be women because essence of partnership is the showing of responsibilities (ITA) contribution (1992). As reported by john and Rogger (1991), about one hundred and ninety-five women with 25 pots each, government help with one form of advice different crops are grown while the UNDP gave fertilizer, farm tools wells and fencing with loans of #10,000 to get them started. The loans were repaid from the profits of the first harvest.
Women in agricultural production, it has been observed that women as agricultural producers generally have not received equitable opportunities, rewards or decision making privileges (Cloud, 2006).
They encounter more difficulties than the men in gaining access to land, credit, technical, services and commercial market outlet which all limit food production and family income as well as through families are therefore needed (PAO, 1985),
For an Agrarian society like Nigeria, rural development demand sound knowledge of agricultural technology which must be understood and properly used not only by men but women as well (Ajayi 1992)
This is because the rural household made up of farm, home and people is basic unit of local social system which contributes to the development of the rural economy and ultimately to the achievement of natural goals Home economics programme, which seems to fall within these requirements are too few and do not reach the greater number women in this country
Flora (2004) observed that if women are not recognized in their own socio-economic, self-interest, viable rural development not likely occurs. Unfortunately, third world nations. Lave for the "centre" where policies are formulated and made little or no influence over development policies (Afolayan, 2002).
According to Adebusoye (2008) development programme are designed and planned for women which are often excluded from national plans and bye-passed by rural development progranune, worse still is the fact that women may be displaced by men when new innovations are introduced.
It is encouraging to know that the role of women who feature prominently in all issues of agricultural and in rural life generally have seen the subject of much attention recently which is long over due.
Deeply entrenched cultural and social patterns continue to inhibit women from access to education, status and other means of realizing their full potential. Integrated programme designed to achieve sustainability at the community level will help immensely to release these potentials, which in turn could provide a major source of the new energy requirement for the very sources of such programmes. The Nigerian government has started according to rural dwellers, women in particular, by establishing the directorate of food, roads and rural infrastructure, in 1986, better life for rural woman. In 1987 and the family support programme their interest
According to UNO (2006) estimates, women produce 50% of the world's food. In Asia as Africa, women perform between 30-60% of the total agricultural labour, and in Latin America 4%. All over the third women actively engage in agriculture-related activities such as planting, weeding, fertilizing, processing, harvesting and marketing of food items.
Women also raise livestock, yet official statistics have often under-represented their contributions to agriculture by concentrating on wage, labour of cash crop production in which men play a major role (Arm strong 2003).
The shift from subsistence agriculture to export oriented cash cropping has often had negative consequences for female agricultural workers. In many countries, agrarian reform are implemented with the primary objectives of creating large enough fields to make cash crop worthwhile most of these reforms unconsciously over looked the traditional land usage rights. Women enjoyed the virtue of their roles as subsistence producers (Ajayi 1996). As a result, women are often displaced onto the unproductive marginal lands (UDA publication on women and food production, 1985): This has several implications for other three hundred millions women in the world who are food producers.
2.2 Roles of Nigeria women in Agricultural Production during the Pre-colonial Period
The roles of women in the field of agriculture is dated back to a long time, before the coming of colonial men, most women remain at home with no formal education, they only engaged themselves in normal household works such as preparation of food for the family, child bearing and nursing nevertheless male children were being sent to the farm to help the father because during the pre-colonial era only few male students received formal education Only few women engaged themselves in farming during pre-colonial period because they are regarded as weaker vessel. Typical women's task in agriculture during pre-colonial era includes fire wood gathering harvesting, transportation, processing and marketing of farm products
According to Natalie (2002), greater complimentary of roles existed among men and women during pre-colonial period in relation to their role under subsistence agriculture During pre-colonial era husbands and wives are partners in progress as far as farming was concerned much of the work done by women farmer traditionally are considered to be unpaid family labour" which are collectively grouped where as farmers work is measured as single working unit.
During pre-colonial era women had easier independent access to land as a result of marriage superstition believe that when women planted crops like maize it usually yield better than when plant it.
2.3 The Roles of Nigeria Women in Agricultural Production during the Colonial Period.
In today's modern world our women are still playing a very important role in agricultural production even more than our grandparents. As a result of improvement in agriculture, the agricultural roles of women have also improved. It is not possible to comprehend the processes and problems of socio-economic development in Nigeria without treating this within the content of the influence of colonial administration, long (2009), and Rodall (1992).
When the colonial men came, many children were given formal education and as a result, both male and female children have the opportunity of schooling and by so doing. the female children male outstanding contributions to the progress of womanhood. Nigerian women with the advantage of modern education might find themselves an equal or even higher socio-economic status with their husbands and they were able to participate in all aspects of nation building including agriculture.
The major reason why European was interested in agricultural activities in Nigeria was to have cheap and readily available materials for their home industries and a constant market for their manufactured goods in the colonies.
According to Johnson. T (2004) hall of the world farmers are women and more than half of the food consume in the developing world is produced by women. Also, women farmers typically work significantly harder than their mate but despite these facts, the female contribute to the nowadays play a very vital role in agriculture they were engaged in planting, cleaning, harvesting, processing and marketing of farm products
According to Pala (2007) agricultural operations dominated by women in different culture in Africa includes hoeing, planting, harvesting, weaving, threshing, transportation and marketing the extent of domination of all the above operation by women vary from culture to culture. Some of the women have farm of their own in some areas and such women do almost all the farm operations by themselves example of such women can be formed in Ovo state, Kwara state and so on. Nowadays a visit to any of our market will reveal clearly the important role being played by women in the marketing of agricultural products.
Majority of the extension workers are our women and they educate farmers about various method of farming most of our women are veterinary doctors, they handle things like vaccination, debeaking, deworming and so on. Today, most of the agricultural teachers in our schools (both secondary and tertiary level) are women. Women in today's world represent a strong productive force in subsistence agriculture even if they are not recognized as an economically active population in agricultural sector. Women from rural areas in plateau, Benue and cross-river state and other farming communities take charge of farming which is the main source of livelihood, Yusuf (2000).
Louze S.A in Sunday herald of November, 2(2006) page 4 also said that "the development of agriculture in the developing countries cannot be carried out in a vacuum without active participation of women". In conclusion it can be deduce from the information gathered for this research that women have played and are still playing a very important role in agricultural production up to 60 percent of agricultural employees in Nigeria are women so their roles cannot be over-emphasized.
2.4 Constraints Impeding Women's Full Participation in Agricultural Development
There are many factors which prevent full participation of women in agricultural development which are as followed:
1. Limited Access To Information And Technology: Lack of technical information has discouraged the women from increasing their efficiency in agricultural production. It is being assumed that major projects such as (A.D.P) agricultural development projects are male dominated. In technology area, effect of agricultural mechanization and commercialization has reduced the cost of labour in agriculture, but increase in family labour requirement and food production is difficult, this has benefited from this agriculture technology, with respect to rural extension programme, there is in adequate information to women concerning the financing and technology suitable for them.
2. Access To Education And Training: In most countries there is limited facility for training women and the emphasis has even been laid that where such facilities is available, women should not be trained as farm manager but home makers. About 80-90 percent of women in African countries are illiterate and inadequate training of women has been linked with cultural limitation. The traditional belief of Nigerian is that women are not mean to go out and work but to stay in the kitchen Dotu (2008)
3. Legislation And Colonialism Effect Of Women Independent Access To Resources: During the pre-colonial era women had easier independent access to land as a result of marriage relationship which enable them to produce food for their family but as a result of improvement in agricultural productivity during colonialism, there is a land tenure system, which exist in Africa on the problem of the right women, either to use or allow to exercise their right over land. Due to the family system, the head chief and individual member of the family have right in family land.
Land is also considered to have belong to past, present and future generation. Although, women have participating in agricultural operation in different part of Nigeria but the customary system excludes them from inheriting land. Nigeria customary land tenure has been dominated by male and so women are not allowed to take part in decision making in relation to land, this is because Nigerian women subjects their right to their father before marriage and to their husband upon marriage. Adeboye and Famoriyo (2004). Female relations are ineligible either to chain land or shape part of the land left by a deceased person. As a result of this, it is very difficult for women to improve upon their expertise in crop and livestock husbandry to the maximum extent.
4. Women's Access To Rural Institutions/Agencies And Services: As a result of the study, which refers to (Agrarian reform) which means structural changes in the institutional framework of agricultural production, there is a negative impact of women. The reform law did not consider the domestic and economic roles of women.
Agrarian reform also deals with provision of support these services are provided by using rural institution where as one of the women institution is women association, which shows that women focus on domestic roles.
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.1 INTRODUCTION
This part of the study was meant to discuss the method and procedure used in carrying out the investigation. The study was carried out to investigate the roles of women un agricultural production in Ilorin cast.
3.2 MATERIALS AND METHODS
All data regarding the role of women in agricultural production activities were collected through direct interview and planned visit to the women in the area. The authenticity of this information was confirmed from the agricultural development and rural sociology department of the ministry agriculture.
Questionnaire was used as a means of data collection, although there were constraints, which includes illiteracy. ignorance and lack of accurate record to mention just few. In the light of these interview method preferred was highly promising.
Five autonomous communities were randomly selected, namely; Gori community, Lajolo community, Faje tuntun community, Oke-ose community and Alalubosa community in florin east local government area in Kwara state. 120 questionnaires were distributed and 100 were collected from the respondents after filling in the appropriate information. The Reponses were worked out in simple percentages.
The information gathered in data analysis is presented in the next chapter (four).










CHAPTER FOUR
DATA ANALYSIS AND INTERPRETATION
4.0 Introduction
The result is directed towards the integration and analysis of relevant data and observation made during the field survey and descriptive phase of the study within the period under review in the area. The descriptive phase and field survey had covered collection of data such as agricultural production activities that are dominated by women in the area, age distribution of respondents, access to loan facilities, access and means of land acquisition and level of education of those involved in agricultural production. Others include marital status of respondents, distribution of respondents according to contact with Agric extension agents, distribution of respondents according to tubers used and distribution of respondents according to access to modern farm implements and machinery and factors that militate against their role in agricultural production.
The data indicated that women have played a significant role in agricultural production activities in the areas of harvesting, processing and marketing (storage and also to a lesser extend in land preparation, cultivation, application of fertilizer and weeding.

From the table above, it has been indicated that women played active role in agricultural production activities and had highest frequency in the area of marketing 40%, processing 25%, harvesting 13%, storage 8%, land preparation 3%, weeding 7% and transportation 4% respectively from the above table, it can be seen that women work mainly in the area of marketing agricultural products and to a lesser extent processing.

While 25%, 40%, 5%, 9% and 1% falls between the age ranges of 30-39, 40-49, 50-59, 60-69, 70-79 respectively. We can therefore say that these elderly women are engaged in agricultural production activities. This agrees with the findings of Akinsanmi (1975) that older people are involved in agricultural production than young ones due to inadequate basic amenities in the rural areas.

Table 4.10 shows the distribution of respondents to the use of cassava grinding machine in the processing of cassava into garri it shows that 88% claimed that grinding machine has greatly reduced their workload which makes it possible for them to increase their output within a short period of time. Only 2% said it has no effect on their workload because they do not have access to modern implement for processing. Based on the respondents reaction, it can be deduced that modern implements are far better than the traditional methods.





CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
5.1 Summary
The research is aimed at finding out the roles of women in agricultural production in Ilorin East L.GA. Kwara State from the results of data analysis collected, some findings were obtained, that women are not only wives, cooks nor are they house keepers done, but they also own farms and participate in the different stages of agricultural production such as planting, weeding, harvesting, storage processing of food and marketing.
Women contribute to the social and economic development generally through their farm activities and their multiple socio-economic roles. The roles that women play in agricultural production cannot be over emphasized despite the number of obstacles that tends to hinder its progressive implementation, women in Ilorin East L.G.A. have played and are still playing the major roles in the socio-economic development of their communities.
Interview schedule was used to collect data because most of respondents are illiterates. During the interview, it was revealed that majority of the respondents are adults who fall within the active age range of 40-49 who are mostly married without formal education and majority of the respondents have no access to farm land since women generally do not have farmlands of their own. Lack of access to credit facilities from financial institutions is a militating factor against women's performance in agricultural production.
They do not have contact with extension agent. Majority of the respondents use cassava grinding machine as part of agricultural modernization, which have greatly reduced their worklands with high production levels leading to higher returns. Most of the respondents are illiterates who do not benefit fully from women technology in food producing and marketing strategies.
5.2 Conclusion
Women roles in agricultural production and rural development cannot be over emphasized for they play prominent roles in agricultural activities and marketing of agricultural products. Women, though have high potential in decision-making, lack the opportunities to do things on their own because of their low level of education and lack of access to farm land, credit facilities etc. which constitutes major problems in the quest for high level of productivity and economic development.
However, attention is now given to women's effort w agricultural production and their roles in the rural development Government and international organisations are now recognizing the impact of women in promoting food Supply. There are improvement in infrastructural facilities such as motorable roads, boreboles, health care and educational facilities all targeted to women.
It is therefore worth nothing that modern facilities we not available and there in the need to make them available at affordable prices so as to improve and increase food supply and rural development of the nation
5.3 Recommendations
From the results of the discussion in chapter four of this study, we have seen the roles played by women in agricultural production
The following are therefore recommended to an individual, federal and state government as a whole,
1. The federal and state government should try as much as possible to assist rural areas by providing good road and marketing where necessary.
2. Tractors and farm input such as seedlings should be made available and fund should be made available inform of loan to enable women to produce in large quantities.
3. Illiterate women should be given the opportunity to partake in adult education programme as to improve their standard of living.
4. It is believed that if above recommendations can be adequately implemented, women will be encouraged to improve their method of production and rural/urban migration will be consequently curtailed while self reliance is ensured.
